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Russian-Chinese relations have a long history. In addition, Russia
and China, as two influential powers at the global level, bear a special
responsibility for maintaining peace on the planet and promoting the joint
development of all countries[1]. The authors believe that today it is
important to understand how mutual beneficial multifaceted cooperation
between two states, permanent members of the UN Security Council, can
affect the entire world community.

In this regard, we would like to emphasize the important role in
ensuring regional security, which is played by such associations as the
Shanghai Cooperation Organization and the Collective Security Treaty
Organization. First of all, one should dwell on the signing of the document
on the establishment of the SCO by Russia and China in 2001. This major
initiative is aimed at strengthening stability and security in a wide area
uniting the participating states, combating terrorism, separatism,
extremism, drug trafficking, developing economic cooperation, energy
partnership, scientific and cultural interaction[2]. Then we will define the
three main directions of Russia's foreign policy towards China: economic
cooperation, military-technical cooperation and interaction in the field of
science, education and culture[3]. Now the main share of economic
cooperation falls on the export of valuable species of timber, but
deforestation in the Far East causes serious environmental damage to our
country. At the moment, there are more interesting projects in the
economic sphere, for example, technological cooperation aimed at creating
new methods of processing gas and oil supplied through the construction of
gas pipelines with a throughput capacity of 60-80 billion cubic meters of
gas per year, and the laying of the Power of Siberia oil pipeline, passing
along the trajectory of Eastern Siberia - Pacific Ocean. And also
cooperation on the creation of modern vaccines against dangerous diseases,
which are now attacking the modern world[4]. In the sphere of military-
technical cooperation, Russia carries out large supplies of military products
to the PRC. In addition, there is an agreement between Moscow and
Beijing on mutual assistance in the event of an attack on one of the sides.
To maintain combat readiness at the proper level, the countries conduct
joint military exercises. Such components of foreign policy as science,
education and culture are no less important areas for strengthening bilateral
ties. As an example of successful cooperation, one can cite the construction
of technoparks on the territory of China, designed to ensure the
development and implementation of joint innovation projects[5].




Thus, the above facts allow us to conclude that at the present stage,
the Russian Federation can take advantageous positions in the southeastern
region of Asia, using the potential of the PRC and pursuing a balanced
good-neighborly foreign policy towards its large neighbor, which is one of
the leaders in the economic and military spheres.

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The modern generation has witnessed a profound transformation of
the world order and geopolitical reality. In the late XX and early XXI
centuries, the threats of the bipolar era were replaced by new risks, such as
the possibility of the spread of weapons of mass destruction,
the environmental crisis, international terrorism, numerous regional
conflicts, public protests and the coronavirus pandemic. There is a trend
towards weakening of integration processes in world politics, a prime
example being the UK's decision to leave the European Union in 2016.
At the same time, there is growing rivalry between a number of leading
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powers seeking to promote their geopolitical and geo-economic interests on
the world stage.

Given the important role of the economy in the well-being of states
and links between national economies, trade and investment flows cannot
exist outside of the global geopolitical context. Therefore, not only national
leaders, but also companies operating in the international arena should
assess geopolitical risks and their potential impact. The economic sphere
has recently become an arena for manipulation for geopolitical purposes,
with economic sanctions being one of the main instruments, and therefore it
is relevant to analyze the impact of such geopolitical risk as economic
sanctions on international business.

For example, as of 2020, the United States had comprehensive
sanctions regimes on Iran, Sudan and Syria, as well as more than two dozen
other programs targeting individuals and entities linked to certain political
crises (such as sanctions against Russia over events in Ukraine) or
suspected of criminal behavior, such as drug trafficking and terrorism.
The Specially Designated Nationals and Blocked Persons list includes over
six thousand individuals, companies and organizations[1].

The European Union currently has more than 30 economic sanctions
regimes, imposed both under UN decisions (e.g. against Somalia and
Eritrea) and autonomously (e.g. against Russia and Venezuela), with more
than 4,000 entities and 7,000 individuals under sanctions[2].

Sanctions are used to harm the economy of a country and thereby to
weaken its position in the international system. Moreover, restrictions in
such areas as high technology may in the future lead to technological and
subsequently economic and military backwardness of the targeted country.
Under the most common definition, economic sanctions refer to deliberate
actions by a state (the "initiating country™), a coalition of such states or
international organizations to reduce, limit or withdraw from customs, trade
or financial relations with the "target country”[3]. These measures may
include prohibiting or partially restricting exports and imports of goods and
services, blocking financial transactions, and terminating economic
partnerships and investments[4].

Sanctions thus become an instrument of economic pressure on the
recipient countries by the initiating countries, driven by political goals.
Sanctions ultimately aim at creating a situation in which, for the recipient
country, the economic damage, lost profits, and consequences for society
and the political system make it unprofitable to maintain the old political
course and force it to make concessions to the demands of the initiating




country. At the same time, unlike trade wars, which aim at maximizing
economic benefits by temporarily restricting bilateral trade, sanctions have
a political goal, namely the desire to use trade and/or financial instruments
to force the target country to certain actions of a political nature. In the case
of sanctions, political goals are placed above economic losses[5].

When sanctions are imposed on individuals or entities of a certain
country, the supply chains of international companies are particularly
affected. For example, in 2018 the U.S. pulled out of the nuclear deal with
Iran, limiting the ability of various individuals and entities to do business
with that country. Companies with business interests in the country were
obliged to stop their activities there within a fairly short period of time.

Failure to comply with established sanctions requirements can lead
to blocked/closed accounts; frozen assets; criminal or administrative
proceedings; substantial fines and other regulatory sanctions; and
reputational damage. One of the most high-profile examples of failing to
comply with economic sanctions was the
$9 billion fine imposed on French bank BNP Paribas in 2015 for violating
the U.S. sanctions regime against Cuba, Iran, and Sudan[6].

Thus, obviously it is important to assess geopolitical risks when
making management decisions. In the case of economic sanctions,
international companies can solve this problem by organizing an internal
system for analyzing counterparties and predicting the imposition of
restrictive measures against jurisdictions where business is conducted.
Sanctions screening involves checking individuals, groups or companies
against established sanctions lists, depending on the territory in which the
organization trades, the currency, and the counterparties.

Thus, for international business the following procedure for the
analysis of partners and counterparties is suggested:

1. Where the goods are purchased.

2. Who the distributors are and whether they are in high-risk areas.

3. Whether the buyer will deliver our goods to a sanctioned country.

4. Whether the source of our supplier's goods is a sanctioned
country[7].

To conclude, it is clear that in today's world transnational
corporations and their supply chain network are forced to operate in a
constantly changing geopolitical environment. In this regard, the issue of
geopolitical risk management is relevant. One of the areas in this issue is
the assessment of sanctions risks, which is extremely important for
international business, due to numerous consequences (e.g., fines, freezing




of assets and reputational losses) in case of non-compliance with restriction
regimes. It is possible to avoid a negative outcome by comprehensively
analyzing the entire chain of counterparties, from production to sales.

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It is well known, that the XXI century is characterized by specific
processes taking place in the world, aimed at approaching the nations and
erasing borders between communities, increasing the level of cooperation
between countries in solving international issues — globalization and
interethnic integration. The peculiarities of these processes are the problem
of accurately predicting the consequences of these trends for the world
community as a whole and for the nation of each individual state
in particular, as well as the duality of assessments of the most likely of the
expected events.

Of course, the Russian society isn’t an exception and is actively
involved in the process of rapprochement of nations. However, the changes
that have occurred in the social, moral-psychological and moral-ethical
spheres of the Russian state are ambiguous. Globalization has certainly
a lots of positive features, such as simplifying the solution of international
problems due to taking into account the interests of all parties, enriching
culture, science, art with new ideas, studying of foreign experience, etc.
However, interethnic integration poses a number of serious threats.
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For almost 30 years, sociologists have been observing a steady
decline in the level of morality of the Russian population. The beginning of
this process was the graceful destruction of the Soviet system of preschool
and school education, and the dire living conditions, that accompanied the
period, known as the "roaring nineties,” accelerated it hundreds, if not
thousands of times. At the heart of the obviously artificial destruction of
that highest degree of spirituality of our people were such methods
influencing the public consciousness as:

1. the activity of suddenly emerged subcultures, sharply and
negatively related to the cultural and ideological values inherent in Soviet
citizens, and set against their mass;

2. imposing on society a system of capitalist Western values
(the "American Dream™), which is historically unusual for the Russian
people;

3. messages aimed at the emergence and cultivation of
interethnic conflicts and turmoil (denial of the brotherhood of peoples, the
most striking example of which is the First Chechen Campaign);

4. popularizing the idea of mass culture, abolishing
censorship and managing fashion to replace indigenous cultural traditions
with European ones;

5. the emergence and popularization of a special kind of
subculture, previously characteristic of exclusively criminal elements
(criminal chanson, prison jargon, "thug concepts™);

6. artificially purposeful decline in the prestige of a number of
professions and activities, including state service (service in the army,
police, Ministry of Emergencies and other agencies has abruptly become
shameful), work in the spheres of secondary vocational education, work in
the agricultural sectors. As a result, there was a drop in the level of
qualifications of university graduates.

These trends played a huge role in changing the social portrait of
Russian society at the end of the XX century. And despite the active
opposition to them on the part of the state, they continue to exert, albeit not
so strong, destructive influence on the society.

Another dangerous feature of globalization is the threat of the loss of
a unique national culture due to the emergence of a standard world culture.
Russian identity is losing its positions, gradually absorbing alien features of
the Russian people:

1. tolerant attitude towards the LGBT community;




2. mercantilism of society, the search for material benefits in
any actions;

3. individualization of the population, weakening of national
unity («lt'sneithermyheadachenormypieceofcake» and «Closesitsmyshirt,
butclosermyskiny are extremely popular life positions)[1].

All above trends have a direct impact on Russia's position on the
international political arena. Having considered the situation on it, we can
draw a conclusion about the geopolitical risks that globalization masques.

The key dangerous geopolitical factor for the Russian Federation is
the problem of labor migration. A significant increase in the movement
of labor between countries leads to an increase in the number
of immigrants, which directly affects the unemployment rate in the state.
The influx of unskilled workers into Russia, caused by the lack of jobs
in their home countries, heightens the criminal situation, as they are often
unable to get a job legally. Illegal immigration results in high losses of the
state due to non-payment of taxes by workers. There is also an acute
problem of immigration of highly qualified personnel from the Russian
Federation, which undermines the scientific and technical potential of the
country and enriches the potential of the host country[2, p.35]. The high
percentage of immigrants from low-income countries in turn increases the
level of social tension in Russian society, which leads to the spread of ideas
of instability, tension and unpredictability.

The events that took place during the first wave of the COVID-19
pandemic show that interdependence and over-integration do not help to
resist crises phenomena, but often only exacerbate them. For example,
there is an increase in the gap between countries with different income,
as well as within countries between poor and rich groups of the population,
due to the uneven distribution of the positive results of globalization.
One of the most significant negative consequences is that there are periodic
global financial crises leading to the instability in the global financial
market[3, p.13].

Thus, it can be concluded, that the process of globalization poses
serious social, economic and political threats. No state has the ability to
stop the process of globalization. Some countries may insulate themselves
from participating in the strengthening of this process, but since there will
always be countries interested in international cooperation to strengthen
their economic positions, this will only temporarily aggravate the
contradictions between nations. In this regard, the powers face a choice
either to support the process of globalization, to help it and try to benefit
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from it for their country, or to resist and thereby limit their participation in
international cooperation and the division of labor, to erect barriers against
the inflow of new technologies and investments. In our opinion, it is
necessary to carefully monitor the processes taking place in society and
filter out those tendencies that may negatively affect the domestic welfare,
culture and identity.

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Presently, the Russian Federation is an important participant on the
world stage, takes an active part in solving global problems, occupies
a strong position in the world, and also has diplomatic relations with a huge

number of foreign countries. In addition to the above, the Russian
Federation is a member of the «BRICS» international organization.
However, strengthening the position of the Russian Federation in the world
meets with serious resistance from various international organizations such
as the UN and the OSCE, which in turn threatens the interests of country.
In such situation, a huge role playsthe armed forces, which ensure the
protection of both geopolitical and national interests[1]. It is important
to mention that geopolitical power is the process of a country achieving its
goals, protecting its interests with the help of its capabilities by influencing
the foreign policy of other countries.

To prevent violations of own rights, freedoms and interests,
the Russian Federation is forced to use the capabilities of the armed forces,
which are under the control of the President of the Russian Federation —the
Supreme Commander[2]. The armed forces perform tasks to protect
territorial borders and protect against international terrorism, etc. The main
provisions of the military policy and military-economic support for defense
are set out in the military Doctrine of the Russian Federation-approved by
the President of the Russian Federation on December 25, 2014 No.
PR-2976[3].

In modern conditions, the main external threats are building up the
power potential of the North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO),
bringing the military infrastructure of NATO member countries closer to
the borders of the Russian Federation, destabilizing internal politics in
various countries and regions of the world, and the proliferation of nuclear
and mass destruction weapons in the world.

Russian Armed forces constantly guard the borders of the Russian
Federation, carry out measures to identify military and military-political
threats, ensure the maintenance of constant combat and mobilization
readiness of troops, and also carry out measures to comply with the terms
of international treaties and agreements with the allies.

Recently, the armed forces have carried out a huge number
of events, such as conducting tactical war games: Strategic command and
staff exercise Caucasus-2020, Joint Russian-Indian military exercise
Indra-2018, Strategic command and staff exercise Center-2019, Joint
Russian-Indian military exercise Indra-2019[4], which in turn ensure the
maintenance of high combat and mobilization readiness of troops and the
performance of tasks in various conditions.

Military parades on 9 may on the red square, dedicated to the great
Victory, the international Army Games*“Army”, as well as the performance




of combat missions in the Syrian Arab Republic demonstrate to the entire
world community combat capabilities in order to ensuregeo political
integrity.

The main ways to ensure the geopolitical power of the Russian
Federation is to demonstrate military potential, conduct both large-scale
and local operations.

Astriking example of a local operation of the Russian armed forces
is the annexation of Crimea to the Russian Federation in 2014, which was
carried out in order to prevent interethnic conflict, stop extremist and
radical sentiments against Russians living in this territory, which in turn
would undermine geopolitical interests and create a tense situation near the
borders of the Russian Federation.

An important example of a large-scale military operation is the
actions of the Russian armed forces on the territory of the Syrian Arab
Republic, which were aimed at destroying the terrorists of the Isil group
within the framework of the international fight against terrorism. Thanks to
the participation of the Russian armed forces in this operation, Russian
Federation has shown the world’s countries the Russian forces are ready to
perform various tasks to ensure the geopolitical power of the Russian
Federation, as a result of which our state strengthens its position in the
world.

In conclusion, it should be noted that ensuring geopolitical power is
one of the main tasks of the Russian country, for the implementation of
which a contingent of the RussianArmed Forces is involved. In turn, the
Russian Armed Forces strengthen Russia's position in the world by
participating in local operations and demonstrating combat power. The
defense of the borders from a potential adversary is ensured by the Armed
Forces both territorial integrity and geopolitical power and independence of
the country. So, the main instrument for ensuring geopolitical power is the
Armed Forces of the Russian Federation, which by all means ensure the
protection of the country.

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National security is a state of protection of an individual country and
its population from internal and external threats in all spheres of life[1].
Currently, ensuring national security is one of the most important tasks of
the state. The need to create an improved national security system is
acquiring special urgency and is currently a promising task for the
development of the state. Primarily, it is necessary to identify and consider
several existing problems related to national security.

The term national security was first used in 1904 by US President
Theodore Roosevelt. In the Russian Federation, national security is carried
out both at the expense of both state systems and the activities of
citizens[2]. In our opinion, state systems include institutions that take part
in the process of making decisions and implementing measures of a
political, legal, organizational, economic, military and other nature, which
are aimed at ensuring the security of the individual, society and the state
(legislative, executive, judicial). Conversely, civil, or non-governmental,
may include voluntary people's guards or various private security
companies.

An essential part of the national security strategy of the Russian
Federation is to improve the quality of life of citizens. As of 2019, one in
four Russians noticed a deterioration in their financial situation (???)[3].
Also, the number of citizens with plans for a future life has decreased by
6%. Currently, 53% of young citizens aged 18 to 24 would like to emigrate
from the country, this figure has become a record since 2009. According to
Rosstat data for 2019, 18.6 million citizens (12.7% of the Russian
population) live below the poverty line in the country. In this situation, it is
necessary to pay attention to the regions with the highest levels of poverty.
An example is the Republic of Tyva, where, according to the research
results, the share of the population living below the poverty line was about
35%[4].

Also, environmental issues can be distinguished as part of national
security. In the first quarter of 2020, 44 cases of high air pollution were
recorded, which is 57% more than the number of significant emissions into
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the atmosphere in the same period in 2019. It is also worth noting that the
separate waste collection system has not yet been fully implemented in
Russia. It is necessary to strengthen control over all enterprises that may
have a negative impact on the environment.

Countering terrorism is an important factor in ensuring national
security. Terrorism has a serious destabilizing effect, international terrorism
is a global threat to national security, as it affects both society and the state.
It is necessary to implement a set of measures to counter radicalism and
extremism among the youth, and it is also necessary to improve the system
of filtering content on the Internet.

Health care is an integral part of national security. The draft budget
submitted to the State Duma in 2021 proposes to reduce health care
costs[5]. This change can lead to a decrease in the number of workers in the
field of medicine, as well as make it difficult to receive medical care for
citizens in need, which, in the framework of the COVID-19 pandemic, can
cause serious damage to national security. In a pandemic, it is also
necessary to take a number of measures to improve the quality and quantity
of medical services in remote regions of Russia.

Thus, in order to strengthen national security, it is necessary to take a
number of measures to improve the problems of the internal policy of the
state. It is necessary to provide support to a group of citizens who are
below the poverty line by increasing the subsistence minimum in especially
poor regions of the country. Measures to combat terrorist threats should be
strengthened. It is necessary to increase the amount of funds allocated for
health care, as well as improve the level of medicine in remote regions of
the country. These measures will ensure the stability of the state and
prepare Russia for new global challenges.

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Nowadays we are facing the problem of the dissemination of
ineffective information in the Internet environment, which carries specific
risks and dangers. At the end of the twentieth century, Manuel Castells
noted that the sphere of communications is significantly transforming, and
is observed a transition to the information age and, as a result, appears the
«network society»[1]. In the conditions when the role of network
communications increases, an individual user can act as a consumer of
content, and as an information source, creating content through a personal
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blog, publishing videos, recording podcasts, etc. According to a study
conducted by the Levada Center[2], nowadays a special place among
young population groups is held by news sites on the Internet, as well as
forums, blogs, and social networking sites. Unlike the traditional
hierarchical system, where a particular source, publishing house or news
agency, held the responsibility for the dissemination of information, on the
Internet, it is possible to disseminate any information anonymously, and it
carries a certain risk — the data can be false because no one is responsible
for its reliability. Thus, it seems possible to identify the population groups
that are most vulnerable to the consumption of false messages on the
internet and can also become potential further disseminators of such
information, it once again underlines the extremely high importance of the
problem under consideration.

Moreover, false messages can be one of the methods of waging an
information war, which is defined as a set of measures for informational
impact on the mass consciousness to change people's behavior and impose
goals that are not among their interests[3].

Modern social networks are complex mechanisms, where the
behavior of each particular user could be assessed not only quantitatively
but also qualitatively. Is growing the role of such phenomena as micro-
targeting, filter bubble, user personalization. And in 2013, M. Kosinski
made the following conclusion, based on the analysis of user behavior on
Facebook: user activity on a social network makes it possible to determine
not only the physiological traits of the user (age, gender) but, more
importantly, personal characteristics (religious affiliation, political
preferences, etc.) — the user's inner world. Advances in in-depth analysis
technologies allow companies such as Cambridge Analytica to profile users
according to various psychological models to manage their behavior and
influence the course of political campaigns.

Thus, all these technologies allow making propaganda personalized
and subtle, significantly increase the chances to successfully influence the
consciousness of users. It is necessary to take into account the fact that
social networks put us into a state of information overload, which means an
overabundance of information that enters into the user's mind, thereby
reducing his or her ability to adequately assess it[4].

When users are consuming specific information, depending on the
functional characteristics of social media there are two or three possible
actions to express their emotional response: «like»; «share», make a
«repost» — a unique communication channel that enables the user to spread




the message; «comment» — to express emotions or leave a review in writing
under the publication.

Functioning in such a system involves changing the very format of
news messages to increase these indicators. In this case are used
technologies mentioned above, as well as various Internet marketing
techniques, such as «clickbaity. It is necessary to highlight the main
purpose of a false message — to elicit a vivid emotional response of the user
in any way in order to be consumed by the user and widespread, forming
extensive «cascades of reposts»[5] and thereby soak into the consciousness
of an increasing number of users. This is confirmed by the results of a
study published in 2018 in the journal Science, which suggests that false
messages spread much faster than the truth[6]. The particular danger lies in
the voluntariness of the dissemination of such messages by users. We can
say that users' active participation in Internet communication in the network
space, available for deep and comprehensive analysis, carries a special risk
— false messages constantly “attack” the consciousness of users, which
helps to successfully perform manipulations and achieve the goals set by
the distributors.

It seems relevant to consider as an example how was covered the
situation around the coronavirus pandemic in 2020 on social networks — the
generation of false messages was extremely high due to the fact that at that
time it was the most acute and discussed topic. It cannot be denied that
fakes were spread to reduce the uncertainty of this situation, however, there
was also a deliberate distortion of reality aimed at changing the political,
economic, and social structure of the modern world. Due to such reports,
people did not comply with the prescribed recommendations to counter the
spread of coronavirus, artificially grew the demand for some goods, and
also significantly increased the level of stress in the already stressful
conditions of self-isolation — all this created a threat to the security of the
population.

To combat false reports, WHO introduced a separate information
block "Mythbusters", where are published false data related to COVID-19,
websites of various fact-checking organizations were updated with
exposing articles and were taken active measures to inform the population
about the current situation. Currently, Russia has developed a certain
regulatory and legal framework aimed at preventing the spread of false
information on the internet, which helped to reduce the concentration of
false messages on the topic of the pandemic. Nevertheless, in this context,




self-regulation of user behavior is gaining critical importance and is
complicated by the ever-increasing intensification of information flows.

Thus, false messages are a challenge to existing structures because in
the modern context they represent a unique way of informational impact on
the consciousness of individuals and groups, and on the population as a
whole, which carries certain security risks.

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The year 2021 has been declared the Year of Technology and
Science in the Russian Federation. According to Nobel laureate Zhores
Alferov, the prerequisite for a breakthrough in technology, economy and
achieving social progress is the high demand for science[1]. However,
technologies are actively used not only in these spheres. Interactive
educational technologies are often used in teaching, including foreign
languages. A characteristic feature of interactive educational technologies
is a diverse interaction between a student and a teacher not only within a
specific academic discipline, but also between students of different courses
(projects), as well as teachers of various disciplines (inter-subject
relations)[2, P.135].

Thanks to interactive technologies, in the course of educational
activities, cadets acquire those competencies of social interaction that may
be necessary later in their future professional and social life[2]. They
include intercultural communicative competence. This competence is a
«formed complex of knowledge and skills that allows an individual as a
communicant to communicate adequately and effectively with
representatives of other (foreign) cultures, fully embodying their
communicative intentions and verifying the results of a communicative act
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through feedback»[3, P. 106].

Interactive forms of work that are used at the Military university
include:

- making a research project and presenting the results of the research
at the conference;

- presentation of the country/ an outstanding military leader/types of
transport and weapons;

- work with cards;

- watching and discussing educational films;

- brainstorming sessions;

- debates, discussions;

- business role playing games, etc.

Let's take a closer look at working with cards. This educational
technology allows you to actively engage the whole group of cadets and
contributes to the rapid mastery of the lexical material of the lesson. There
are two ways to work with cards. In the first case, the cadets are offered a
set of cards, each of which contains one of the lexical units in English and
the Russian version of the next word or expression. Each of the cadets has
several cards. The first cadet reads the word in Russian, while the rest of
the group is searching for its English version on their cards. The person
who finds it says the word in English, and then reads the Russian word
printed on the same card. Thus, along the chain, the cadets pronounce all
the lexical units and the last English version of his word should be
pronounced by the first cadet.

The second option is to work with cards, with the word printed on
them in bold, the meaning of which must be explained in English. In
addition, the card contains three words that are not allowed to be used
during the explanation. These words are often used with the main word and
are key to its explanation. The task of the cadet, after receiving the card, is
to explain the meaning of the main word, avoiding the use of the three
specified words. The rest of the group should guess the lexical unit based
on the explanation offered to them.

One of the most important types of interactive educational
technologies that contributes to the development of cadets’ research
potential, improving foreign language skills and mastering intercultural
competence is project activity. The cadets conduct research in one of the
areas of the annual interuniversity research conference held by the Military
university in cooperation with Moscow’s leading civil and military
universities. The results of the study are presented at the conference in the




form of a presentation in English. The cadets can take part in the research
work either on their own or in a group of several people.

In English classes, the cadets watch films in a foreign language,
listen to educational and authentic dialogues, news, interviews, on the basis
of which the group participates in discussions of problematic issues and
role playing games.

All these types of interactive educational technologies contribute
not only to learning the new vocabulary and grammar, but also to
improving the skills and abilities of reading, listening, writing, as well as
mastering the intercultural competence of students. In the course of
completing tasks, students get to know the peculiarities of the language and
culture of other countries, learn to participate effectively in communication,
thereby fully realizing their communicative intentions and achieving the
intended results of the communicative act through feedback.

The problem of education content selection and formation has
remained relevant for many centuries. Over the past few years this problem
has been among the most relevant in the field of education. It draws much
more attention of scientists, educators and practitioners or students who
work with different sources of information every day. Looking for a
translation of a foreign word it is faster and more convenient to use an
electronic or online version of any dictionary than its printed one and it’s
easier to find a newspaper article in the original browsing the Internet.
Comparing all those participants involved in education process we can note
that students, in turn, don’t realize their direct participation in processes of
search, selection, transformation of content, et al. as this activity is
becoming natural, common and necessary for them.

Year after year the emergence of new electronic devices rapidly
grows in numbers and types. Using the Internet resources empowers any
person (not only student) to acquire new knowledge owing to its
accessibility. It makes significant changes in learning process and a large
number of researches are devoted to the computerization of education.
Nowadays equipment of education institutions at various levels with
information and communication technologies, availability of media and
digital literacy for teachers are not innovations but necessary conditions of
a successful learning activity.

Digitalization is becoming the next condition at present. One of the
definitions of the term “digitalization” is *... transformation of all types of
information (texts, sounds, images, videos and other data from various
sources) into the digital language”[1, p. 24]. Some scientists consider
digitalization as the fourth level of new technologies development [2] or
the fourth industrial revolution [3]. Digital transformation of education is
“... renewal of expected learning outcomes, education content, methods
and organizational forms of academic work and evaluation of achieved
results in dynamic digital environment ...”[3, p. 15]. There are different
autonomous mobile applications and Internet resources designed for
foreign language learning. They make it possible for learners to monitor
their personal development. Most student books written by native speakers
are provided with a CD or a link to its digital version for installation, extra
audio or visual materials.




Global technological changes being subsequently analyzed by
scientists throughout decades currently occur within a short period of time,
for several months to a year. Recent transition to distance learning which is
necessary in term of the pandemic has fully demonstrated digital
environment potential emphasizing its advantages and disadvantages. It is
necessary to consider this knowledge in the course of the transition to this
new form of learning This experience is useful as a new term “digital” is
not yet usual for education and more often met in other spheres of life
(“Digital Economics in the Russian Federation” Project, “Development
Strategy for Information Society in Russia during 2017-2030”, Forecast of
Social and Economic Development of the RF over the period to 2036, etc.)
Portal “Modern Digital Environment in the Russian Federation” created
within the project of the same name is in pilot operation mode. But at
present it contains about 70 platforms and more than 1625 courses on
various disciplines including foreign languages for distance learning.

It is important to note that “On the one hand, digitalization
compromises methodological principles of education inherited from the
past and on the other hand, it produces accessibility of information in
different forms in addition to text, audio and visual materials”[2, p. 109].
As it has been mentioned earlier students who come across modern
technologies already in school adapt more quickly to new forms but
transformation of their digital skills into competences occurs throughout
their lives. The result of this transformation will have a long-term impact
with the direct guidance of the teacher: “Therefore, digitalization of
education depends directly on the level of teacher’s digital literacy enabling
him to apply new technologies in education productively”[2, p. 110]. The
coordinating role of the teacher helps students to select digital resources
according to the purposes of learning (a suitable variant of a dictionary,
mobile applications, websites or portals containing extra materials, etc.)

As digital transformation of education has not yet been completed
“New cultural instruments are in the process of development. This
development is impossible without using new instruments in educational
institutions in the process of learning. This, in turn, means that the precise
composition of these instruments cannot be determined in the future”
[3, p. 50]. So, culture of using information in this new digital form is
demonstrated by the establishment of different online courses through
distance learning platforms, practical experience in using digital education

resources by distinct teachers in several educational institutions.



Forming “Foreign language” discipline content the teacher has a task
to encourage modern level of social experience (digital culture) among
learners. The teacher draws on guiding approaches and principles reflecting
obligatory contemporary requirements: “Digitalization of the education
system is methodologically based on new education standards using the
modern competence approach to education. There is a strong need in a tool
for designing learning materials, delivering content and knowledge of
students to make the process of teaching effective”[4, p. 108].

Implementing content at the level of learning every teacher draws on
the set of actions allowing him to accomplish selection and formation of
content of a lesson or a course. All these actions include three stages:
preliminary, formative and reflexive[5]. The preliminary stage comprises
search, evaluation and selection of resources according to their reliability,
relevance, level of difficulty and style of presentation for “... predominance
of information benefit over its extension and entertainment”[6, p. 22].
Search services and systems, websites, news portals, digital catalogues
electronic dictionaries and libraries, photo and video hosting websites, mail
services, professional social networks, forums, data warehouse, bookmarks,
blogs, wikis, YouTube, podcast are among frequently used Internet
resources. Learning a foreign language, we can use such educational
Internet resources as “Hotlist”, “Multimedia Scrapbook”, “Treasure Hunt”,
“Subject Sampler”, “Insight Reflector”, “Concept Builder”, “Web-Quest”.
All these resources need further pedagogical adaptation.

At the formative stage the teacher aims at transforming and
digitalizing information from the Internet, determines the amount of
information and the elements of academic discipline content for learning.
The teacher also examines some data for additional renewal. There are
many digital resources used for language learning but aspects of
professional training play an important role. For example, Internet
resources content doesn’t often respond to specific requirements of the
military university curriculum, therefore most materials for the servicemen
are designed by professors.

This work results in a multimedia presentation in a digital format.
The presentation accompanies the lesson and contains extra digital
education resources (sounds, videos, images and texts). These materials can
further serve as an electronic textbook. Teaching aids design requires
specific technical skills and digital literacy to form and structure more data
compared with a printed version. It is provided by hyperlinks to extra
materials and tests. This form of work becomes essential under directions




of the digital transformation of education: “Development of digital
educational and methodological tools, resources and services, including
electronic evaluation of educational results”[7, p. 739].

At the reflexive stage the teacher finds out the level of students work
self-assessment by means of different tests; he also determines their attitude
to the new form of work, completeness of set tasks and education content
elements learning.

Thus, we can conclude that it is very important for any teacher to be
qualified in education content selection and its digital formation in the
course of coherent and interrelated actions under digitalization of
education.

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By now, the concept of the existence of a global society, which has
been actively spreading since the beginning of the 21st century, has firmly
established itself in the world scientific community. The strengthening of
integrative ties between people and communities makes the importance of
the functionality of productive dialogue evident. Taking into account the
heterogeneous nature of contact, the multifactorial nature and complexity
of the discourse accompanying human contact, it can be assumed that any
communicative situation is potentially conflicting. Establishing successful
communication activities in the context of globalization requires the
possession and skillful use of a certain set of communication strategies and
tactics, as well as a clear understanding of linguistic means that have a
conflict potential.

Communication is represented by a sequence of interactions, into
which each communicant enters with their attitudes, goals, being in certain
social conditions and psychological states. The totality of speech and
non-speech actions of the speaker is considered their communicative
strategy. Traditionally, in the scientific and methodological literature, there
are cooperative and non-cooperative (or confrontational) strategies.
The cooperative strategy of verbal behavior is to target the communication
partner. A communicant who adheres to a cooperative strategy of speech
behavior, using a variety of regulatory means, tries to redirect the current
conflict situation towards reaching a compromise solution. Confrontational
and cooperative strategies are united by the fact that both are aimed at
achieving their own goals by the parties to the conflict, but the methods and
ways of achieving this communicative goal are polar opposite.
The confrontational strategy of behavior is manifested in the installation
against the communication partner and is focused on opposing them.

The effectiveness of any communication strategy depends on the
whole range of factors. The most important factor is taking into account the
partner's strategy. If both communicants use a confrontational strategy,
their interaction, as a rule, comes to a standstill - it ends in a
communicative failure. If one communicant adheres to a confrontational
line of behavior, and the other to a cooperative one, then this often leads to
a compromise.




The vector of dialogue development depends on the communicant
who owns the communicative initiative[1, p. 115]. The main feature of a
communicative initiative is dominance during the exchange of
communicative roles. Interruption is often a marker of communication
initiative. Deviation from the established norms of communication most
often characterizes the offender as the owner of a higher (imaginary or real)
status.

The strategic intent of the communicants determines the choice of
their communication tactics. Below is a list of some of the cooperative and
non-cooperative tactics. Cooperative tactics are politeness, sincerity and
trust, compromise, attention-getting, cooperation, empathy, change of
topic, agreement, compliance. Confrontational tactics include aggression,
attack by way of questions, indignation, discrediting, intimidation, seizure
of initiative, ignorance, irony, manipulation, silence, hint, accusation,
refusal, denial of authority, submission, claim, coercion, provocation,
insult, exposure, rivalry, threat, humiliation, reproach.

It is worth noting that the same tactics can be used within opposite
strategies, for example, the tactic of silence can be used in a cooperative
line to express agreement, as well as in a confrontational line of verbal
behavior to demonstrate ignorance or condemnation. The researchers
emphasize that, in contrast to the differentiation of communication
strategies, the differentiation of speech tactics of the two types is not
absolute. This is due to the fact that tactics such as threats, accusations,
reproaches, provocations, lies, change of topic, etc., in some cases can
serve destructive purposes, and in others they can be dictated by necessity,
a hopeless situation and lead to cooperation and mutual understanding. So,
manipulation, which we generally condemn, since it is aimed at the hidden
introduction into the consciousness of the addressee of goals and attitudes
that induce him to commit an act beneficial to the manipulator, can
sometimes be a forced measure, for example, when the mother forces by
cunning deception (in a playful way) a child to eat something healthy, or
take bitter medicine. Therefore, when characterizing a particular tactic, one
should look at it through the prism of a specific speech situation, taking
into account the target attitudes and speech intentions of all participants in
communication. This is due to the fact that speech tactics and techniques
are not unseemly as they are, but the goals and intentions that stand behind
them[2].

Communicative tactics, in turn, are also divided into constructive and
aggressive ones. Tactics can be considered constructive, the consequences




of which are acceptable or neutral for the partner: persuasion, request,
consent, etc. Aggressive tactics lead to negative consequences for the
partner. These include, for example, insult, threat, refusal, reproach, etc.
The use of speech tactics grows from softer to harder at the stage of
a pre-conflict or conflict situation, while at the stage of a conflict, in order
to resolve it, the communicant is inclined to vary their speech tactics
towards their mitigation.

Speech tactics can be applied directly or indirectly. The most
common tactics of indirect influence in a conflict situation of
communication are hints and irony, tactics of direct influence - insult,
reproach, threat[3].

It follows from the above that a strategic approach to understanding
conflict or conflict-free communication allows us to single out a number of
behavioral lines that can be implemented by participants in communicative
interaction. The openness and incompleteness of the discourse system in
the context of globalization requires the ability of the sender of the message
to variability in the generation of a speech act, and on the other hand, on
the ability of the addressee to variability in the interpretation of the
perceived work of speech. The notions of the recurrence of the conflict
provided by discourse put on the agenda the issue of the need for its further
study in the mainstream of the system, which makes it possible to
productively consider the conflict as a multifactorial speech event. This
multifactoriality includes the linguistic basis of communication along with
extralinguistic conditions, as well as the ability of speakers to vary speech
actions and adapt to the conditions of speech generation and perception that
are constantly changing in the process of globalization.

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The United States of America and the NATO armed forces take a
large role to «non-lethal weapons», as well as technologies, primarily
information weapons, in modern wars. They can radically change the
nature of using Armed Forces in the theater of military operations, as well
as the geopolitical and civilizational confrontation of the main centers of
the emerging multipolar world. This means that the basis of this concept is




to provide national security in general. Exactly information and information
technologies are of preventive importance for military operations.

Most US experts express the opinion that information wars do not
stand out as a separate type of war. However, it is worth highlighting a
number of its components, which include such factors as: information
protection, weakening of its impact and its refutation; countering enemy
control systems; war, which consists in developing, protecting or disabling
systems designed to analyze and collect data about the enemy; electronic
warfare, which involves the use of cryptography. It also includes
psychological warfare, where the information used affects an audience that
is hostile, neutral, or friendly; computer warfare, where the enemy's
computer systems are subjected to information attacks; and economic
superiority over the enemy. The latter is a war waged over the ownership
and manipulation of economic information[1].

In June 1993, in the report by the Joint Security Commission, which
was created by order of the Secretary of Defense and the Director of the
CIA in the United States, it is approved that data networks have already
become the battleground of the future. This document approves that the
national security policy and the procedures for its realization are aimed
both at protecting the capabilities of the United States to conduct
information wars, and at creating the necessary conditions to prohibit
opposing states from conducting such wars. It was also noted that
information technologies would be able to resolve geopolitical crises
without a single shot being fired[2].

Taking into account the above statement, let us consider the process
of disinformation of the civilian population of the enemy state before the
start of hostilities by NATO countries on the example of Iraq in 2002.

The military operation "Desert Fox" was conducted by the United
States together with the United Kingdom against Irag. One of the main
tasks of the operation was to implement the regulations of the information
war at the strategic and operational-tactical levels. The media was involved
in information support activities for the aggression against Iraq. And the
world public opinion, the population, both its own and Iraq's, have become
the main objects of influence.

Since the beginning of 2002, the United States has launched an
extensive information campaign aimed at forming international public
opinion, as well as creating favorable conditions inside Iraq in order to
prepare for a military operation. Throughout the year, the number of events
and the degree of impact continuously increased, reaching the maximum




activity at the time of the outbreak of hostilities. One of the main methods
of information influence of the US-British coalition was the spread of
disinformation. For example, from the very beginning of the operation,
rumors were spread in the world media about the murder and escape of
Tariq Aziz, the Deputy Prime Minister of Irag. As a rule, such information
was submitted in the form of unconfirmed reports of "sources in the
Pentagon".

Information about the discovery of the so-called "chemical weapons
production plant" in Najaf was reported by Fox News first. The other of the
American channels immediately picked up the news. Meanwhile, the
official confirmation of such a significant success of the Americans,
justifying the entire military operation to disarm Iraq, has never been
announced[3].

The following example can be used to analyze the process of
forming public opinion in the context of waging war with an opposing
state:

On December 7, 1941, Japan attacked the US naval base in Hawalii,
Pearl Harbor. Now, when the archives of many intelligence agencies of the
world declassified part of the data on the Second World War, it became
obvious that the special services of some states had warned the US
leadership about the upcoming aggression. However, no measures on the
part of the Roosevelt administration had been taken. In the documentary
"Spirit of the Times" directed by Peter Joseph, it is claimed that this event
is another point of the "Theory of World Governments"”, with the aim of
involving America into a war to enrich the world's largest bankers. Henry
Simpson, President Roosevelt's secretary of war, believed that the main
question was how to get the enemy to enter the conflict first. If Japan is the
first, there will be no doubt who is the aggressor.

However, it is worth noting what methods were used in this situation.
Before Pearl Harbor, 83% of Americans were against joining the war. After
the incident, with the "correct" reporting from the Hawaiian Islands by the
media, 1 million young people joined the army as volunteers[4].

Summing up, it should be said that in the twentieth century, the mass
media got the image of a kind of political megaphone, actively influencing
the minds of people. Carrying out their activities in various fields, they
successfully completed their tasks. However, most of them often simply did
not know about the real role imposed to them in the big game. This
mouthpiece can pose a significant threat to the national security of the




country it is aimed at. At the same time, it can also play a reverse role,
standing up for the interests of the state.

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The modern aggressive information policy of foreign states and their
controlled media threatens the moral and cultural state of the nation, strikes
at its values, spiritual development, distorts the perception of reality, which
leads to the destabilization of the internal political situation. This is
fundamentally contrary to the state and people's interests of the Russian
Federation, which is negatively affected by the increasing frequency and
intensity of internal conflicts, the constant anti-Russian and anti-
government propaganda of the public by the media, purposefully conducted
from abroad.

The information revolution of the XXI century, characterized by the
rapid development of cyberspace, the creation of global information
infrastructure, the development of electronic computing and information
technologies, determined the interest of state and military authorities in
information warfare in general and its psychological impact on human
consciousness in particular.

With the development of the theory and practice of information
warfare, the decision-maker becomes both the subject and the object of
information and psychological influence. This problem is most acute in the
conditions of a combat situation, when military personnel, in addition to
other traumatic factors, are targeted by information influence from special
structures of the armed forces of the opposing side and other organizations
acting in their interests.

So, based on the above, the purpose of the work is to determine the
role of information in the psychological impact, to identify the essence of
the geopolitical process and to reflect the technologies of disinformation.




The main trend of modern reality is globalization and the desire for a
system of unipolar world structure. By the way, this is a process of global
political, cultural, informational, religious and economic unification and
integration. During globalization, the structure of the world economy is
changing, consisting of national economies linked by political and
economic relations, as well as the international division of labour. In the
course of regionalization and transnationalization, national economies are
intertwined and the world market is formed on their basis[1].

The natural result of the above-mentioned processes is the
strengthening of the role of geo-economics in the structure of the state's
geopolitics, the main task of which is, in essence, to ensure the
implementation of foreign policy goals, to strengthen regional and global
power by using economic resources and means, and the overall global
influence of the state in terms of economic power. Together, these
processes are aimed at destroying the national sovereignty of the opposing
country[2].

What other national security risks should we pay attention to? Of
course, in an information-based society, the primary threat will be
information: propaganda, the use of various technologies to manipulate
public opinion, changes in the values and priorities of society — a serious
reason to think more deeply about information security[3].

The above technologies use the principle of suggestion in their work.
Unlike persuasion, which requires a critical understanding of the arguments
presented, suggestion means uncritical perception and assimilation of
information, which is especially important when influencing a critical
audience. With a suggestion, the process of perception of information
containing ready-made conclusions first occurs, and then on its basis,
attitudes and motives of certain behaviour are formed. In the process of
suggestion, the intellectual (analytical-synthesizing) activity of
consciousness is either absent or it is weakened, and the perception of
information, moods, feelings, behaviour patterns is based on the
mechanisms of infection and imitation[4].

Thus, we can conclude that taking into account the above-mentioned
numerous factors, or creating conditions for their occurrence, it is possible
to make a successful suggestion of information (disinformation), which,
bypassing the filters of critical evaluation and logical perception, is firmly
assimilated by consciousness, unnoticed by the object. Young people,
teenagers, women, and people in difficult circumstances are particularly
susceptible to this process.




Experts believe that in conditions where a person is forced to
navigate the lack of information, including distorted, or its excess, the
probability of making wrong decisions increases, followed by the
accumulation of errors at various levels of the human-controlled process,
whether it is a personal life or activities related to professional
responsibilities. Moreover, the volume, intensity, methods and forms of
information presentation, their inconsistency with the capabilities of human
perception systems can lead to significant overloads of his psyche,
expressed in the loss of the ability to adequately respond to the surrounding
reality, to correctly assess the situation. This is one of the reasons that a
single person in the current conditions becomes a priority object of
information and psychological influence against the background of
economic events[5].

This knowledge, depending on the subject who possesses it, can be
used for various purposes, ranging, for example, from the fight against the
spread of drugs, to use in the political, economic struggle, information and
"classical”, as well as in hybrid warfare.

The combination of psychological and geo-economic actions leads to
the levelling of both geographical and military potential.

Thus, in modern conditions, the problem of information and
psychological security becomes one of the central among the complex
problems associated with ensuring the security of the individual, society
and the state, since not only the role of information in it has significantly
increased and continues to grow steadily, but also its effectiveness in
influencing human consciousness. For this purpose, a whole complex of
disinformation technologies has been developed and will be actively used,
which have special characteristics that allow us to implement the task of
geopolitics in various forms and methods — to achieve the maximum
superiority of the state over other subjects of world politics.

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Syria is the center of three key problems: counteraction to the
destabilization processes in the Middle East, deterrence of the Iranian
hegemony and fight against terrorist groups. The fourth problem has
emerged among the above-mentioned — the illegal use of oil resources.

Struggle for oil in Syria is a serious problem for the Syrians as it is
the country’s main source of income. The interested parties to the conflict
in Syria, among which is Washington, are trying to embezzle the oil and
gas fields[1].

The convoys of American trucks with equipment for the American
company Delta Crescent Energy are entering the northeast of the country
from Irag. This company will develop oil fields in the territory controlled
by the Kurdish ‘Syrian Democratic Forces’. According to the US, one
portion of oil will be processed for the Kurds themselves, and another will
be sold. Syrian sources claim that the buyers can be the Syrian government,
militants controlled by Turkey and Iragi Kurdistan. There are 75 % of the
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country’s oil reserves in the North-East of Syria, in the province of Deir ez-
Zor. The United States controls most of the fields to the east of the country
and the Syrian Foreign Ministry has declared that the activities of the
American company are illegal and thus the United States is stealing oil.

In 2012 armed clashed between Assad’s forces and various
opposition groups broke out. The Syrian regime lost control over the oil
fields, which was first taken by the Free Syrian Army and then by Jabhat
al-Nusra (outlawed in the Russian Federation). These groups were
producing Syrian oil until the emergence of ISIS (outlawed in the Russian
Federation). In 2014 the Islamic State tool control of the most of the oil
fields in Syria and then it was expelled from the most areas in eastern
Syria. The Kurdish ‘Syrian Democratic Forces’ established control over the
oil fields in the country. Unfortunately, the Syrian oil fields were seriously
damaged as a result of US air attacks against Islamic State militants[1].

In October 2019, the Turkish Armed Forces launched operation
‘Peace Spring’. Two weeks later the Turkish military operation ended with
the Kurdish groups withdrawal from the security zone along the Turkish-
Syrian border. Syria and the Russian Federation planned to regain control
over the oil fields and Russian officials have repeatedly stressed the need
to restore control of the Syrian regime over all oil fields but the US
President Donald Trump said he was planning to make a deal with the
American company ExxonMobil in order to ‘distribute the Syrian oil
wealth properly’[1].

Iran has been trying to establish control over the Al-Bukemal
checkpoint since 2017 in order to secure transport links between Iran, Syria
and Irag. Iranian troops are seeking more energy investment deals in Syria
but Tehran is facing an American presence in areas to the east of the
Euphrates[1].

In June 2020, the article ‘US troops are protecting oil fields in
northeastern Syria in such a way that they pose a threat to life through
environmental pollution” was published in Washington. The authors talked
in details about the impending large-scale environmental disaster in the
Trans-Euphrates due to the barbaric methods of oil production and
processing in the fields occupied by the USA. Oil gets into rivers and
groundwater, combustion products pollute the soil and air. Negative
consequences for human health such as respiratory and oncological
diseases, meningitis and skin irritation are obvious[2].

The representatives of the UN Environment Programme (UNEP)
said that oil pollution in northeastern Syria could lead not only to




environmental disaster but also to a large-scale food crisis. There is no way
out of this situation yet. Washington is not taking necessary measures to
protect the environment. Yuri Borisov, the Deputy Prime Minister of the
Russian Federation, said that an agreement between Russia and Syria
would be concluded involving the restoration of about 40 infrastructure
facilities in Syria related to energy and hydrocarbon production.
The Deputy Prime Minister stated that the main oil fields in Syria are not
controlled by the Syrian government and it doesn’t allow the restoration of
hydrocarbon production and trade. The main reason is the position of the
United States and the Kurds. They don’t make contacts, don’t give up
control of those fields that belong to Syria[3].

Thus, the US troops are not going to leave the northeastern regions
of Syria and the situation in the Middle East remains tense. But despite the
political and environmental situation in the country, there are perspectives
for the conflict resolution such as: The Russian Federation participation in
the restoration of the Syrian energy infrastructure and drawing attention of
the international community in the frames of the UN Environment
Programme.

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The leadership of the Military Band Service of the Armed Forces of
Russia is currently working on the analysis and the accumulation of various
ways to support the troops' morale and spirit in the Syrian Arab Republic.
This data is carefully revised to implement the best innovations into daily
military service and introduce changes to the principal documents and the
methodological guides. Changes in the troops' activity are reflected in the
works of military musicians. Orchestras do not only participate in parades
all over Russia but also set off for military tours. During such tours, many
military musicians and conductors get some combat experience. Thus,
troops' moral and psychological support in the Syrian Arab Republic is one
of the essential directions for the Military Band Service of Russia's Armed
Forces.

This research aims to identify tendencies for the upgrade of the
repertoire of the military orchestras serving in the Syrian Arab Republic
and to define ideas reflected in this repertoire. The repertoire is currently
undergoing "the extension and the enrichment of its composition
techniques"; the military music has received some new intonations[2].

It should be pointed out that since the beginning of military
operations in the Syrian Arab Republic, more than 120 musicians and
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bands have performed concerts for the Russian military personnel.
Moreover, special concert groups sometimes organize performances at
remote locations or shows for the local population. The foundation for the
orchestra repertoire consists of musical pieces which reflect the following
ideas: patriotism, pride in being a member of the armed forces, defense of
the national interests, public respect for military personnel, and moral and
psychological support of Russian soldiers who have to reside far away from
home and to be ready to participate in military operations at any time.
Yuriy Rusakov points out a crucial preparatory task that can significantly
influence troops' professional productivity in combat situations. This task
implies a formation of thinking intrinsic to a soldier ready to defend their
homeland and who possesses a high level of patriotic consciousness[3].

We suggest considering a music piece, "Elegy”, composed by
lieutenant G. Velko, the alumni of the Institute of Military Band
Conductors of The Military University of the Ministry of Defense of the
Russian Federation, as an example of the repertoire upgrade. This piece
commemorates soldiers killed during special military operations carried out
outside of Russia. The elegy opens with a soulful lyrical tune and tells a
story of loss and void. Then the music proceeds to convey the spirits of
nobility, courage, and bravery. After all, the military service principles
remain unchanged: the military service must be governed by moral factors
based on Russian traditions. To bring peace — that is the goal of the Russian
Armed Forces in the Syrian Arab Republic. Afterward, we can hear a
trumpet solo which sounds like a quiet ongoing prayer. Then, the key
theme, which signifies value, power, and greatness, comes back again with
a fuller and richer sound.

Another notable example of military-patriotic music is a «Syrian
march» composed by a first-year cadet of the Military University E. Mysin.
This work is devoted to a Russian military leader V. Asapov, who served as
the Lieutenant General and was posthumously awarded the Hero of the
Russian Federation title. V. Asapov participated in an extensive number of
military missions. Unfortunately, deployment to Syria became the last one
for him. Lieutenant General Asapov was noted for excellent
professionalism, determination, and courage. The principal musical theme
of the march, marked by energetic and lively character, symbolizes an
image of Lieutenant General Asapov. A lyrical solo of cornets filled with
heart-piercing intonations represents memories about his loss. The «Syrian
march» contains an abstract from Valeriy Halilov's march "Red Army
soldier Sukhov" for a particular reason. The musical trio is a reflection on
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the war theme as it conveys courage of sacrifices, hope, and victory
triumph.

This march is a short story about the life and the deeds of a true
professional, a great officer, and a real Hero of Russia. Lieutenant General
Asapov was the leader of the Military Advisors of Russia. He served at the
command post of the Syrian army located near the city of Deir Ez-Zor. On
September 24, 2017, V. Asapov was killed by mortar fire from ISIL
militants. According to the Russian Defense Ministry, an enemy mine hit
the command post[4]. Valeriy Asapov showed outstanding courage,
reliability, and always being true to his words.

Currently, the Russian Defense Ministry, in cooperation with the
Military University, is working on a voluminous work with a production
title "Military Operation of the Russian Federation in the Syrian Arab
Republic: experience and lessons." Professors of the Institute of the
Military Conductors actively employ their military experience obtained in
hotspots for teaching purposes. They also talk about heroic deeds of
Russian soldiers in fights against terrorism and musical works that
commemorate fallen heroes.

Therefore, at the moment, the repertoire of military orchestras is
being updated and filled with new musical works performed in the Syrian
Arab Republic. These musical pieces represent patriotism as well as instate
pride in being part of the Armed Forces. Moreover, they reinforce military
fellowship and confidence in commanders and fellow soldiers, confidence
in credibility and effectiveness of entrusted weapons, and their ability to
use them for the sake of peace. It is crucial that military musicians perform
a great duty of moral and psychological support in combat hotspots.
Modern composers create new pieces devoted to the hero feats in Syria.
Such works inspire Russian soldiers and support their military spirit.

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At the current period, we can see quite a difficult situation in the
world in terms of many parameters, which is the result of a number of
reasons, among which we can highlight the following processes and
events: the threat of COVID-19 and related preventive measures such as
the requirement to wear face masks in public and observesocial distance,
the political, economic and military instability of the CIS countries and
bordering states, the presidential elections in the USA, the struggle against
terrorism in the Syrian Arab Republic, the insecurity of NATO, the
uncertainty in the question of the Arctic exploring, the crisis of family
values and etc. Humanity is constantly facing new global challenges and if
earlier unsolved issues and unresolved problems have resulted in crises,
wars and catastrophes of various scales, now the existence of humankind as
a biological species is in great danger because of the increasing
globalization.

It is obvious that every component of the world geopolitical
environment influences the psychiatric and psychological states of both an
individual and the whole society this way or another. The World Health
Organization also attests to this fact. It observes cases of spasmodic
increase in the number of psychosocial disabilities, which take place at
times of internal or external changes in the country and the world. For
example, a sharp growth of psychiatric and psychological disorders in the
USSR was in the 1980-s and 1990-s. It related to the processes of
perestroika and the collapse of the country into independent states that
followed[1]. At present, according to the studies carried out in the country,
“one in three Russians has a mental or neurotic (depressive) illness”
whereby the citizens of the Russian Federation apply for psychiatric and
psychological help rarely and reluctantly, this is primarily due to the
peculiar mentality of the Russian person, who thinks that “it is a shame to
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be sick, and especially to be a mental patient»[2]. A similar situation is
observed in other regions of the world. The WHO states that by prevalence
“mental disorders will be in the top five diseases” that allows us to express
the idea that the problem of psychiatric and psychological illnesses and
disorders is up-to-date and has a global status, which, in its turn, requires an
immediate search for solutions and urgent measures for stabilization of the
above-described situation[2].

An interesting approach to studying the question of the psychiatric
and psychological states of personality and society is described in Kurt
Levin’s Field Theory who says that man and society are in the extremely
unsteady, rapidly changing psychological field where at times it is a
daunting task to find some sort of a standing point which can be used to
start dealing with daily tasks of their life activities. Such an unstable field
provokes constant psychiatric strain so that man and society experience
stress, which results in psychiatric and psychological disorders and
illnesses the most serious of which is an existential crisis of personality[3].

Kurt Levin’s thought that “man without a definite aim happens to be
under the influence of external factors” is worth paying our attention to[4].
These factors prevent him from achieving the purpose set. From our point
of view, it is mainly the speedy shifting world environment that confuses
man, misleads him affecting his belief and value systems intentionally.

For the reason of complexity and immensity of the current problem
of global challenges and their negative impact on the psychiatric and
psychological states of society on the whole and man in particular we
consider it possible to allocate the primary responsibility to state authorities
and mass media that originally were designed to protect its population from
potential interference and pressure from the outside, help man to navigate
in the modern world following the morality accepted in the country.
The influence of mass media in modern society is so great that they have
turned into “the high powered force (fourth estate)” able to become the
very same standing point, which will contribute to the maintenance and
improvement of the nation’s psychiatric and psychological health. In our
opinion, the state authorities must monitor the work of mass media in
compliance with “Doctrine of IT Security in the RF”. 80 % of the Russian
Federation population share this view believing it to be necessary to control
the content of mass media and the television, in particular[5]. Besides, it is
important to marshal the information and distribute it to man consistently
on a step-by-step basis in line with the belief and value systems that a
person exists in and which are approved by the society and the state.
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Thus, in the conditions of the modern unstable world man and
society often experience a negative impact of constantly emerging threats
and challenges, which destroy their psychiatric and psychological health. In
such circumstances, the state represented by mass media must assume the
role of the force that will help to withstand the harmful effect of the
external situation which is not always favourable.

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The current situation in the world is often considered unstable. The
policy of some governments is under the spotlight as it is aimed at
overcoming other countries. The good examples of such countries are the
USA, and Western countries of NATO. In this report a brief analysis of the
latest strategies of our «potential adversary» will be presented. All
developments and concepts are relevant and cutting-edge and there is no
information published officially.

The new doctrine of Western countries is based on the concepts of
Multidomain battle (MDB). The General Staff's Operational Department is
already studying this strategy. Foreign researchers stick to different
opinions in regard with the changing world order. For instance, the analysts
of the review journal «Military review» claim quote «To change the
methods of warfare today is to gain an advantage tomorrow» [1].

The multidomain battle is a simultaneous attack in different domains:
on land; at sea, in the air; in space and in cyberspace. These types of battles
comprise several tasks: penetration through the enemy’s defense system;
constant cooperation within all the domains while maintaining full freedom
of action; flexibility and maneuverability of military facilities. Currently,
the main task is to combine the operations in different spheres into unified
multidomain action[2].

In 2020, the US Congress provided the report connected with armed
forces modernization. There were 6 main priorities: development and
application of high-precision weapons; development of armed vehicles of
the new generation; replacement of aviation with modern vertical
equipment; modernization of communication systems; development of anti-
missile defense systems; increase of American soldiers’ firepower[3].

The concept of MDB meets these priorities. The armed conflicts are
supposed to be deployed in the absolutely different places, from the Central
Asia to the Internet. Robots, unmanned aircraft, and underwater vehicles
are assumed to be the most perspective tools to gain military advantage.
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An example of the multidomain conflict could be as follows: if F-35
jet detects the launch of a rocket targeted to the American cruiser, this
rocket will be intercepted by a missile from the cruiser[4]. This example
describes not only coordination of the Navyand Air forces, but also the
development of methods, which allow Army to use Navy facilities, and Air
forces — to use Army facilities, etc.

Political and information tools are the efficient methods of modern
warfare too. It is aimed mainly at intimidating the civilians. For example,
the cyberattack in Venezuela in March 2019. The group of hackers attacked
the control system of hydroelectric power plant. That has resulted in
complete blackout and public transport standstill in some regions.
Nowadays, the information domain includes not only hacker's attacks but
the influence on the people’s minds as well. That’s why, it's necessary to
counter it[2].

Some foreign governments don't try to conceal their potential
adversaries. It's obviously, that these countries are Russia and China. On
the other hand, there are some rogue states - like Syria or Iran, which may
ask for Russian and China’s support. American government had been
confident in its superiority. But the situation has changed due to the
cutting-edge developments of Moscow and Beijing, and Russia’s
successful military campaign in Syria. Therefore, the very emergence of the
multidomain battle concept was a response to both countries’ build-up. The
formation of the advanced alliance forces is the essential task of US
Government. Among the allied countries are the UK, German, Poland,
Belgium, and Denmark[5].

The other main issue is to organize cooperation within the alliance.
For instance, The Joint Air Power strategy was adopted in 2018. Its purpose
is to suppress the adversary forces in the air and space domains. Moreover,
the Alliance Maritime Strategy has already been signed. It is aimed at
enemy deterrent, collective defense and security provision.

The Russian government announced the change in war strategy. First
Deputy Chief of General Staff emphasized that modern conflicts would
take action on land, at sea, in the air, in space and in cyberspace. As it
could be seen, they were talking about multidomain conflicts[6].

In this situation it is necessary not only to modernize different
technologies, implement up-to-date weapons, and improve personnel
management. The main purpose is to provide the defense and security
system against potential adversary. It corresponds the doctrine of our
country, which is defensive. The other issue is to organize joint cooperation
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with other governments, for example, joint missile defense system with
China.

Nowadays Russia strengthens its Army and Fleet. Besides, the
Strategic Missile Forces attract much attention. There are many divisions
which have been rearmed and supplied with the missiles of new generation
such as «Avangard» and «Yars». The SMF are definitely considered one of
the main leverages of Russia’ deterrence system.

To conclude, we can admit that the tensions are increasing in today’s
world. The new concept of multidomain battle was presented in this report.
As far as our country is concerned, the new strategy of deterring the
adversary should be developed further.

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It is common knowledge that until 1991, the world was divided into
a bipolar one, distinguishing two main forces: The United States of
America, on the one hand, and the Soviet Union, on the other. After the
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collapse of the Soviet Union, the whole geopolitical picture changed:
a multi-polarity was formed, in which the United States are still singled out
as one of the main force[1l]. The current government of the Russian
Federation is trying to maintain bipolarity, using the new forces that have
emerged to its advantage, because there is a logical explanation for all the
geopolitical conflicts in which Russia has taken a direct or indirect part.

After the collapse of a strong rival to the United States, NATO began
to advance its sphere of influence to the East: Poland, Hungary, the Czech
Republic in 1999; Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania, Slovenia, Slovakia, Bulgaria,
Romania in 2004; Albania, Croatia in 2009, and new NATO members
(aspiring countries) — Bosnia, Georgia, Ukraine, Montenegro[2]. In 2005,
Russian President Viadimir V. Putin said: "The collapse of the Soviet
Union was a great geopolitical catastrophe”, however he was not talking
about the collapse of communism, but about the fact that almost three
centuries of Russian territorial expansion had sunk into oblivion in a few
days. Russia actually returned to its borders of the 17th century. Looking at
the map and analyzing the situation in Eastern Europe, one can understand
that the only thing that the Baltic States, Ukraine and the Caucasus give to
NATO is the strengthening of a multi-directional strategy that threatens the
Russian Federation. Realizing this fact, the old encirclement strategy used
by NATO is observed.

Taking into account the mistakes of history, or rather the USSR, you
will notice how difficult it is to retain autocratic control of the vast
territory, which implies that the control region does not need one hundred
percent annexation, and enough sphere of influence to the region consistent
with the interests of the state, that has not annexed it. For this purpose, the
Eurasian Union (EEU) was created, it resembles the European Union in its
structure, but with one condition: the complete economic and political
dominance of one country — Russia.

The industrial core of Russia is located on the Eastern European
territory (St. Petersburg-Moscow-Volgograd)[3], and the protection of this
area is one of the main geopolitical tasks of the state government. This area
is located in the East of the flat European plain, therefore, in terms of
classical warfare, this territory is defenseless. The plain stretches west to
the Carpathian Mountains and east to the Ural Range, and the further the
NATO forces go East, the more room for maneuver they will have. On the
other hand, the further west Russia extends its influence, the less the enemy
has room for maneuver. Russia's interest in the Baltic States and Ukraine is
expressed on this territory. Despite the rapid development of technology,
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geographical advantage has always been of great importance (the German
invasion of Russia in 1941, the Vietnam War in 1965, the war in
Afghanistan in 1979). In all these conflicts, the attacking side had full
confidence in its technological superiority, but the geographical factor
played a decisive role[4].

It is also necessary to consider in more detail the interests of Russia
in promoting the sphere of influence in the West. The NATO membership
of Estonia, Lithuania and Latvia means that within 3-4 minutes after
takeoff, NATO bombers and fighters will reach their targets located
in St. Petersburg[5]. Belarus is a buffer zone for Russia, or rather for its
industrial center. Over the past 10 years, Russia's influence in this region
has reached the influence of a colonist country over a colony, which has led
to interference in the politics of Belarus from outside. Ukraine can’t only
act as a buffer zone. Since its eastern part is located only 700 kilometers
from the western part of Kazakhstan, in the event of a war, the seizure of
this territory will deprive Russia of access to the two seas and lead to the
loss of the economically important North Caucasus region[6]. In the south,
Russia's sphere of influence is 3 states, between which a shaky peace is
maintained, and the level of influence in this region should not violate the
multi-directional policy of the countries located in this region.

Thus, it should be noted that the main geopolitical task of the
Russian Federation is to extend its sphere of influence to the regions that
play a strategically important role in both peacetime and wartime. The way
to overcome geopolitical crises and solve geopolitical problems can be
called the way of becoming a superpower for Russia.

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Ensuring the security of the Russian society, State and its Armed
Forces comes with increasing role of the information sphere, which implies
a set of information, infrastructure related, data collecting agents as well as
generating and spreading agents, the use of information and a regulation
system for resultant public relations.

Information domain being a system-creating factor of life in modern
society affects political, economic, defense and other aspects of security of
the Russian Federation.

The increase of information transparency of modern society amidst
an intensification of globalization process and a quantum leap in
information technology sphere, often reveals and identifies crucial
problems and deficiencies of political and legal systems of individual
States. Those deficiencies stimulate public authorities of particular States to
establish new guidelines and develop new tasks of both theoretical and
practical character. One of the key areas of activity of a society is an
implementation of joint actions with a State in the question of development
and introduction in the security and defense system of the State, society and
individuals, of mechanisms for forecasting, preventing and eliminating both
internal and external destructive affects in information environment[1].

A wide range of opportunities of verbal and visual influence both at
an interpersonal communication and different social groups levels emerge
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on a modern technology platform. As modern information society has
developed, information flows generally having transboundary dimension,
transform from an unsophisticated weapon affecting individuals or groups
into an effective type of “weapons of mass destruction” that can cause a
substantial damage to the State and social infrastructure meaning public
perception and information and technology environment. In this context,
so-called “humanitarian technologies” as soft power tools demonstrate their
high efficacy.

Western countries are actively promoting warfare technologies of a
new generation, based on non-forcible methods with no clear demarcation
between state of war and peace. The object of these wars is to cause
irreparable damage to information technology environment as in
cyberspace and also to depreciate values, culture and traditions of the
Russian society, to prevent strengthening ideological backbones such as
patriotism and love for the Motherland. In such circumstances Russia
appears to be one of the few outposts of traditional culture who has a
unique socio-cultural and civilizational identity. For this reason, negative
informational and psychological impact has been delivered on such
defining points which characterize the Russian civilizational identity like
ethnic and religious harmony, collectivity, collegiality, political
consciousness, public appeal for justice and so on.

Integrated application of heavy-handed tactics and “soft power”
methods in launching “color revolutions” and “hybrid wars”, use of non-
governmental organizations as agents of influence for awareness of key
social groups as a target enables countries possessing those technologies to
reach their objectives and ensure realization of their national interests. In a
world of globalization and information transparency of countries
instruments mentioned allow to achieve significant political results without
any physical military intervention.

It’s evident that conflicts of the future will be aimed mostly at
destruction of opposite site without any force contact but not so much
physically as psychologically, aiming at values, mentality and pursuing a
major objective- opportunity to harnessing the potential of defeated side in
the interests of a country and at its sole discretion.

Accordingly, this requires a sound theoretical understanding,
conceptualization and subsequent study of issues of legal regulation for
ensuring informational and psychological security of the Russian society
and its Armed Forces[2]. Nowadays considerable legal uncertainty and a
gap exist in the question of development and practical assurance of
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informational and psychological safety of population of the Russian
Federation as well as military personnel of the Armed Forces, reflecting
dispersed flashpoints of legal regulation in this sphere.

As Mr. A.V. Manoylo rightly points out, a key feature of modern
development of the armed forces which has young civilians as its core
body, is the process of digitalization, adjoint to issues concerning assurance
of information and informational and psychological security[3]. The most
vulnerable and the most affected by any informational and psychological
influence category of population is youth. Against a given category,
falsification and delusion of values, cultural and moral backbones within
Russian society, undermining moral fibre, patriotic and historic basis,
traditions of multi-national population of Russia and adjustments to social
guidelines —all are a defining goal of destructive impact. An example of
informational and psychological impact are the attempts to minimize and
distort the true role of soviet army in the victory over fascism in the World
War 11 (1939-1945).

NATO member States, direct opponents of Russia, build complex
systems for negative informational and psychological impact on population
and the Armed Forces of targeted countries. Today NATO members share
holistic strategy for conducting the rivalry in global information and cyber
spaces and as a general rule, its policy is conducted mainly against Russia.
In doing so, the US government regards the information and cyber space as
a new sphere of contemporary warfare along with land, sea, airspace and
outer space where the confrontation is based on classic goals and
objectives- military defeat of an enemy as evidenced by messages
announced by a newly elected US president, Joseph Biden, during his
performance at the virtual Munich Security Conference 2021, as he stated
the following: “«...addressing recklessness — Russian recklessness and
hacking into computer networks, in the United States and across Europe
and the world, has become critical to protecting our collective security.
The challenges with Russia may be different than the ones with China, but
theyre just as real... " [4].

Mr. D.G. Evstafiev and Mr. A.M. llynitskiy rightly point out the
importance of Russia’s reaching a new level of security and protection of
information space by creating defense system not only for cyberspace but
for collective consciousness from political manipulations in information
and communication environment of both regional and sub-global nature, as
those manipulations are aimed at destabilizing socio-political situation and
economic infrastructure[5].
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The complexity of problems of informational and psychological
security and frequent dynamics of processes in information sphere require
better coordination of common efforts of the State, its security agencies,
business and civil society in terms of ensuring efficiency of informational
and psychological security system.

Hence first priority for the State is to elaborate effective mechanisms
for social defense from “negative information” impact where the main role
must be played by national mass media such as social media, social
resources on the Internet WorldWide web, cross-platform information and
communication resources as these all determine a state and a degree of
protection provided against negative informational impact. Modern media
of mass communication and advanced information and communication
technologies aggravate considerably the problem of “negative information”
impact on a public climate generating not only new opportunities but new
threats. Improvement of parameters for information security of the Russian
society, State and its Armed Forces is particularly relevant in the context of
informatization of the whole Russian society and developed countries in
general.

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The Russian state implements a number of constantly updated
programs and legislation related to the national security system. However,
according to experts, the level of national security at the moment is
unstable due to the economy fluctuating state, the imperfection of
governance within the system of government, the increase in the crime rate,
large-scale international terrorism attack on the Russian Federation, the
information war against Russia, etc. All these things create a wide range of
both internal and external threats to the national security system. In order to
improve the efficiency of the management of the national security system,
it is necessary to reform and improve it constantly, as that is the national
security system is a strategically important condition for Russia's
prosperity.

In the National Security Strategy of the Russian Federation
(NS of the RF), the concept of national security is presented in the
following formulation: "... the state of protection of the individual, society
and the state from internal and external threats, which ensures the
realization of the constitutional rights and freedoms of citizens of the
Russian Federation, the worthy quality and standard of their lives,
sovereignty, independence, state and territorial integrity, sustainable socio-
economic development of the Russian Federation"[1].

To understand the essence of the term "national security of Russia" it
is necessary to analyze it comprehensively from a systemic point of view in
order to highlight the unity, balance, purposefulness of functioning and
self-requlating, as well as its other properties, defining it as a complex
system of a particular qualitative level.

Russia's modern national security system (NSS) includes a set of
interdependent elements — species and subspecies of security, bound
together, and based on multinational long-term interests, real and potential
threats to those interests, and on the protection of those interests from
external and internal threats[2]. Functional directions of the National
Security of Russia are the following: establishing relevant, significant and
peripheral, long-term and short-term interests and their distribution,
according to the significance; detection, forecasting and analyzing of
possible and real internal and external threats, their complete study and
ranking by level of danger and significance; approval of appropriate
threats, measures necessary to protect national interests of the Russian
Federation; analysis of the negative and positive factors of the NS
provision, their impact on the state of national security of the Russian
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Federation, as well as their consideration when choosing methods of
protecting the state and citizens.

The Russian National Security Council system is considered to
be an independent complex multi-level system that has a specific
organization of subordination. It includes the following levels:

1) Russia's national security system;

2) Russia's regional security system;

3) the national security system of the Russian Federation
subjects;

4) system of national security types;

5) system of constituent types of national security.

It is necessary to understand under the protection of the NS,
first of all, a set of measures aimed at ensuring national security, preventing
various kinds of dangers and practical implementation of measures to
maintain and restore the state of the country's subjects and the country as a
whole and the society where the state interests are not violated[3].

The signs of a modern national security system are the following: a
set of elements or separate subsystems performing the same function; the
interconnection and interaction of the elements forming the system
(subsystems) in the process of their functioning for the intended purpose;
combining elements (subsystems) into a single functional whole; autonomy
and independence of individual elements (subsystems); complex multi-
level structure of interconnected subsystems (elements) including equally
complicated multi-level subsystems (elements); potential and actual
performance and synergy.

The current NS System of the Russian Federation developed at
present fully meets its modern requirements[4].

Currently, the National Security System of the Russian
Federation includes 16 types of security, which are far from equal by their
importance and priority. Certain types of NS, despite the fact that they are
its elements, go beyond the limits of the Russian Federation. These types of
security include environmental, military, intellectual and information
security[5]. It is almost impossible to maintain other types of NS in case of
non-compliance with these element .

To sum up, we can draw the following conclusion: the modern
system of the National Security of the Russian Federation is a system that
must be constantly modified in accordance with the improving legislation.
The correct awareness of the nature of national security enables to develop
appropriate measures to ensure and preserve Russia's reliable security.
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National security system development should be aimed at ensuring the
political stability of the Russian Federation, improving the competitiveness
of the national economy of the state, overcoming Russia's economic and
political isolation, increasing the role of our country in resolving military
conflicts, improving citizens’ life quality and increasing social support for
the most vulnerable segments of the population.

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As history shows, the strength of the country lies in its territorial and
spiritual unity, when the people of the country feel as a single nation.
However, sometimes, under the influence of various reasons, a part of the
people in a certain territory (ethical group) wants to secede from the
country. This part of the citizens is called separatists, and this phenomenon
is called separatism. This phenomenon poses a huge threat to the integrity,
and, as a consequence, the country's defense capability. Not a single
country is interested in its territory shrinking, and therefore specialists from
all the countries are studying this danger and ways to prevent it. To
understand the essence of the issue more clearly, let us turn to the definition
of the concept of separatism.

According to a Large Legal dictionary, separatism (Fr. Separatisme,
from lat. Separatus — separate) is the desire to separate, to isolate;
movement for the separation of a part of the state and the creation of a new
state formation or for the provision of autonomy to a part of
the country[1, P. 701].

Among the reasons giving rise to separatism, there are linguistic,
religious and economic reasons, etc. Each of these reasons (or all of them
in a complex) may be a reason for the separation of a certain ethnic group
from the territory of the state[2, P. 14].

There are many ways to solve the problem of separatism. The
simplest and most obvious measure of combating separatism is to prevent
its development. Each region has a local department of the FSB, whose
task, among other things, is to track the activities of organizations that
spread ideas of separatism and fight against them. Punishment for such
activities is provided by the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation,
which contains article 280.1, which refers to responsibility for incitement to
separatism[3]. Other possible preventive measures are:

* separation of central and regional authorities;

 improving the state structure, strengthening federal foundations;

* introduction of a universal territorial principle of division of
regions;
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» improving the economic condition of the population;

* increasing the measure of responsibility for control and prevention
of manifestations of extremism and separatism[4, P. 100].

An adequate analysis of the situation will help to choose the optimal
solution to the problem. It is necessary to find out the approximate number
of separatists, as well as the reasons why they want separation.
Understanding the goals and motives of the separatists, as well as the views
of the rest of society, will help to clarify the options for compromises that
can be reached in each particular situation. If the number of separatists is
small, agreement on a compromise has not been obtained, and the demands
put forward by them are unacceptable, then the best option is to ignore
them, and any of their antisocial activities can be suppressed by force.
In other cases, if an entire area or region wants to secede, it will be
effective to study public opinion, openly discuss problems, and hold
referendum voting on various options. Probably, most citizens will agree
with the changes in the unfair, from their point of view, legislation, and this
will be enough for the reason to separate to disappear. In any case, all
possible measures should be taken to preserve the integrity of the country's
territory.

An example is the attempt by the Chechen Republic in 1991 to
secede from the Russian Federation, accompanied by violence against the
local non-Chechen population. The attempt was unsuccessful, and
Chechnya was returned to the Russian Federation during a protracted
counter-terrorist operation in 2000. The fight against the separatist-minded
local underground is still going on[4, P. 99]. Another example is the island
of Corsica, which in 1991 achieved the status of autonomy from the French
government, but did not leave it[5]. Summing up the above, we can
conclude that any attempt to secede from the state leads to a threat to the
security of the latter. In the interests of the country's defense, it is necessary
to take measures to prevent the withdrawal of the territory from the
country, as well as bloodshed in the settlement of differences between
citizens.

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Despite a challenging international situation and difficulties of an
internal nature, Russia continues to play an essential role in the worldwide
process due to its considerable economic, scientific, technical and military
potential and unique strategic position on the Eurasian continent.

The current international situation is increasingly unstable and often
critical. The settlement of disputes or, in an extreme case, of military
conflicts is a complex and multifaceted process, for which numerous
international organizations were established. Conflict resolution is simply
impossible without Russian participation due to its geographical factor and
the fact that Russia has one of the strongest armies in the world, as well as
the nuclear triad. At present, many countries suppose that the main threat to
global stability lies in terrorism, which is widespread in the Middle East.
The Russian Federation defines the Middle East as an unstable region that
has a direct impact on Russia.The goal of Middle East policy is to upgrade
the status of Russia and to present the Russian Federation as a serious
player in the region. It is only possible with solving the most important
problems.

- controlling and weakening of Islamic extremism and radicalism;

-expanding the Russian presence in regional arms markets to control
arms trafficking in particularly radical countries.

The Collective Security Treaty Organization (CSTO) was established
on the Russian Federation’s initiative to govern and control the regional
order after the collapse of the Soviet Union. As of 2020, the organization
has 6 full members and 1 associated member. The chief aim is to strengthen
peace, international and regional security and stability, and to protect
independence on a collective basis[1]. In its twenty-year history, the
organization has made significant efforts to resolve controversial issues in
Afghanistan, to reconcile the parties to a dispute in the Karabakh conflict,
etc. The activities of the CSTO are also supported by the third-party
international organizations. This is confirmed by the United Nations and
OSCE Secretaries-General multiple visits to the CSTO Permanent Council.

Peacekeeping contingent of troops was created on a permanent basis
in the CSTO in 2008.The decision was made due to political, economic,
religious and territorial contradictions in the regions of the participating
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countries, the prevention and settlement of which is only possible with
"blue Helmets". The estimated number of troops is 4-5 thousand people.
So, the CSTO is the only organization in the world that has a permanent
strength of peacekeeping forces. For example, there is a system of standby
agreements in the UN. The main point is the participating countries must
provide the organization with a specific list of forces and means, at the
request of the UN Security Council, assigned to each country, but only
within 90 days. Russian has the list consists of a helicopter group
(8 vehicles) of an engineer-sapper company and a hospital. World's any
hotspot can become a zone of application for the CSTO peacekeeping
forces.

To date, the CSTO has impressive military resources, including
Russia’s nuclear weapons, which can be used in the event of aggression
against one of the CSTO member countries. The Russian Federation holds
a key position in the organization’s activities. Russia provides regular
trainings of military specialists from allied countries based on higher
military institutions of the Russian Ministry of Defense. Regular military
training exercises, called ‘Slavic Brotherhood Drills’ and ‘Echelon’, were
conducted by the participating countries in 2019 and in 2020 respectively.
These factors remind us of the presence of the strongest regional foreign
policy actor that will not allow undermining the stability and will take
every step to settle various disputes peacefully.

However, having one of the largest armed forces in the world, Russia
is able to affect global security even without the participation in some
international organizations. Therefore, the Russian military doctrine states
that the major external threats to the country include the destabilization
activities in individual states and regions and the undermining of global and
regional stability[2]. Military security is the key aspect of enhancing
national security, and it is vital for a state to pay attention to the promotion
of external security, otherwise it may become vulnerable and, for example,
a terrorist attack or a series of terrorist attacks may be committed on its
territory. Examples of such situations in world history are legion. That is
why in 2015, Russia, by the order of the Supreme Commander-in-chief,
launched a counterterrorist operation in the Syrian Arab Republic (Syria).
The international situation developed in such a way that Syria had become
a point of global terrorism expansion; however, the international society
stayed silent and did not attach much importance to this enormous problem.
With the support of the Russian Military Aerospace Forces, the Syrian
army has become able to stand up against terrorist groups on the Syrian
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territory. At present, no one has any doubts concerning the correctness and
effectiveness of the decision to start this operation. Regarding the results,
most of Syria has been freed from the armed gangs and the Russian army’s
reputation has been improved in the region. The operation success presents
Russia has become a reliable partner and guarantor of legitimacy. Eastern
countries can ask for help. However, despites of all the success of the
operation, there are still many problems in the region, the solution of which
is impossible without the presence of the Russia Federation.

Consequently, it is safe to say that Russia plays a significant role in
maintaining international security. Today, no international conflict can be
resolved without taking into account the opinion of the Russian side. Russia
has proven to the world that it pursues the effective and forward-looking
policy in the field of enhancing international security.

There is no doubt that risk of information technology development is
one of the most pressing issues in the modern world. Experts say that the
current geopolitical reality is that the policy of states on the world stage has
undergone tremendous changes in recent decades and continues to change
rapidly. Globalization, the process of global economic, political, cultural
and religious integration and unification, is increasingly embracing all
spheres of society. As the definition itself shows, Globalization is not an
unambiguous process. The borders of states are blurring, the economies of
countries in the world are changing, their cultural values are weakening
and domestic and foreign policies are changing. An important condition
and consequence of globalization is the transformation of the industrial
economy into a "new economy" - information. Information technology is a
set of methods and means used to collect, store, process and disseminate
information. The rapid growth of information technology reflects the
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essence of our time. Globalization is entering its new, digital phase, where
information flows and data exchange channels will play a crucial role.
Integration of information technologies into scientific and production
activities develops all spheres of social production. In this article, 1 would
like to raise a topic of concern to the world community, the risks of the
development and introduction of information technologies at the state level.
I would like to express my opinion on this problem.

Back in 1815, Nathan Mayer Rothschild uttered his legendary
phrase, "Whoever owns the information owns the world." This phrase is
still relevant today. It is generally accepted that the modern world is in a
state of hybrid war between states, which is waged for dominance,
resources, maintaining control over finance, trade and technology. This
information struggle by the intensity of passions and obsessions far exceeds
the "old" hot wars of the industrial era, it introduces a new - virtual
dimension of space into the sphere of geopolitics, forcing us to think about
the future. It is becoming clear to all that information technologies lead to
the formation of a new concept of the world order. And how this world
order will depend entirely on which countries will become leaders in the
development of modern advanced developments. In this regard, States are
investing heavily in financing the above areas. For example, in terms of the
level of development of artificial intelligence technologies, China is in
second place today after the United States, and in ten years plans to become
an unconditional world leader in this area. "A country that can provide a
monopoly in the field of artificial intelligence will become the lord of the
world," said Russian President, Vladimir Putin[1]. Indeed, the high level of
information achievements provides unigue advantages in conquering new
markets in the global division of labor, helps to ensure internal and external
security, take a leading position in the economic way of the future and
compete with the United States and other developed countries from a
position of strength. All this offers huge economic opportunities but it also
carries many risks.

Nevertheless, states, companies and even ordinary users of personal
computers can no longer be sure of the security of cyberspace, as well as
the integrity and security of their data. So, in early May 2020, the German
Prosecutor General's Office issued an arrest warrant for Dmitry Badin who
is accused of cyber-attacks on the Bundestag. Hackers gained access to the
Bundestag network, downloaded at least 16 GB of data including dozens of
emails from parliamentarians[2]. The same hacker is wanted by the FBI for
alleged interference in the US presidential election. On this occasion,
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German Chancellor, Angela Merkel, said that Russia allegedly uses a
"hybrid war" strategy which includes disorientation and distortion
of facts[3]. In 2020, the EU imposed sanctions against Russia due to a
cyber-attack on the Bundestag, which occurred in 2015. Russia, for its part,
rejects involvement in cyber-attacks for unproven fact. However, no one
intends to provide evidence, although Angela Merkel refers to them.
The post-truth era (when it is not the event itself that matters, but
information about it) is excellent in the field of information security.
Attacks by hackers, whether attackers or government employees, are often
aimed only at manipulating information. These attacks or their absence,
including falsification, do not leave material traces and do not suggest
evidence. This means that such events, real or fictional, can be used as a
reason for political manipulation which gives rise to tension at the country
level. As it became known, on October 19, 2020, the United States rejected
the initiative of Russian President Vladimir Putin on international
cybersecurity, accusing him of cynical and cheap propaganda, referring to
the above cyber-attacks[4].

Moreover, Czech military intelligence published a report for 2019, in
which it believes that cyber-attacks could be the reason for the outbreak of
World War 11l. This became known on November 11, 2020. In addition, it
is seen from the report that preparations for the Third World War have
already begun. A particular danger was noted in the abuse of progressive
technologies. The ongoing increase in tension between the United States,
the Russian Federation and the PRC, which already has an extremely
negative impact on other states, can accelerate this process. A few days
earlier, Nick Carter, chief of the British defense staff, spoke about the
likelihood of the outbreak of World War Ill in an interview with Sky
News[5].

A common opinion is that modern technological systems are of great
strategic importance: political, defense, economic, social and cultural.
Along with positive trends in information innovations in the economy,
experts emphasize that the degree of risks in it is higher than the impact of
political risks and climate change. For example, the hacking of an internal
computer network in Washington's most powerful industrial group
illustrates how China tried to gain an advantage in a trade war between the
world's two largest economies.

Furthermore, entering the production of artificial intelligence can
increase the wvulnerability of automated, autonomous or self-learning
machines to cyber threats, as well as the likelihood of large -scale disruption
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and loss if it comes to critical infrastructure. For example, back in 2014, a
cyber-attack on one of the metallurgical enterprises in Germany caused
serious damage to the company and entailed millions of losses. Hackers
managed to penetrate the computer that controlled the blast furnace and
install malware on it, which forced the furnace to overheat and melt.
Attackers were able not only to gain access to the plant control system, but
also to get it out of work|[6].

In my opinion, the risks of developing information technologies will
sooner or later affect each individual. In many developed countries, more
and more technological operations are transferred every year to robotic
complexes that carry out monotonous work. At the same time, the jobs of
the workers involved in this are released. In this regard, unemployment will
increase and, as a result, impoverishment of the population.

In my judgment, artificial intelligence systems occupy areas from
voice assistants to medicine and space exploration. In all areas there are
risks of cyber-attacks - the most formidable weapons of the XXI century,
which can lead to irreversible consequences, which made it necessary for
states to confront new threats. These threats may also be related to the
ability of artificial intelligence to self-develop. Self-learning programmes
can pose a public danger and harm public relations protected by law.

As far as, Deputy Chairman of the Bank of Russia, Vasily
Pozdyshev, in an interview with Prime noted that in the development of
banking there are also risks from the use of digital technologies. To date,
there is a bill on the introduction of artificial intelligence in banking and
Moscow banks will have to become pioneers in the experimental program.
But you need to be aware that neural networks are able to create "fake
reality." "Even the most complex neural network can be hacked," said
Mr. Pozdyshev. The neural network, he said, if it is given such a task, can
create millions of faces of non-existent people including a complete set of
non-existent biometric data. Other neural networks will perceive them as
real people. Mr. Pozdyshev added that in the same way it is possible to
create non-existent legal entities and transactions[7].

Taking into consideration all mentioned above, it can be noted that
the proliferation of information technology and the introduction of artificial
intelligence inexorably changes culture, industry and society. However, |
strongly believe, that risks of cyber-attacks are the most powerful weapon
of the XXI century. In addition, there is a necessity of resolving the use of
cyber weapons at the international level.

New geopolitical reality based on principles of a multipolar world, is
characterized by the escalation of state confrontations in all spheres of life
including cyberspace. At present cyberspace is becoming a new theater of
war as the entire country infrastructure management is carried out by
means of information technologies based on automated computer systems.
Objects of critical information infrastructure of the Russian Federation
(hereinafter — CII RF) include “... information systems, information and
telecommunication networks and automated control systems for
technological processes operating in defence industry, the field of health
care, transport, communication systems, monetary and financial policy,
power, fuel, nuclear, rocket and space, mining, metallurgical and chemical
industries”[1, p. 3]. In the context of new geopolitics actions against
cyberattacks and their prevention these are becoming essential for state
protection. Modern geopolitical reality implies that one can achieve
enormous influence over strategically important geographic areas through
the achievement of superiority in the global information space. It is under
such a powerful influence the Russian Federation’s cyberspace is today.
The Doctrine of Information Security adopted by the Russian Federation
tells: “The state of information security is characterized by the constant
increase in complexity, scale and coordination of computer attacks on
objects of critical information infrastructure ...”[2, p. 6].
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Cyberattacks, in turn, mean “...hostile actions using computers,
electronic information and digital networks in order to manipulate, steal,
disable, prevent, weaken or destroy critical systems and equipment, as well
as information or functionality”[3, p. 87].

Cyberattacks are rapidly growing in number while becoming more
sophisticated. The function of recently created State System for Detection,
Prevention and Elimination of the Consequences of Computer Attacks
(GosSOPKA) is to ensure preventive protection against cyberattacks in the
Russian Federation. According to the information published on the official
website of the Russian Ministry of Foreign Affairs, since the beginning of
2020, more than 1 billion malicious information actions have already been
recorded on the CIl RF.

Organized terrorist groups are also emerging in cyberspace.
For example, the terrorist organization ISIS (banned in Russia) has formed
a special unit called Cyber Caliphate in its network. Its tasks include
carrying out computer attacks on infrastructure facilities of the Russian
Federation and other countries fighting actively against international
terrorism.

There are various methods of carrying out cyberattacks and they are
constantly being improved. It is generally accepted that today the main tool
of cyberattacks is malicious software. The algorithm of such a cyber-action
is to infect a computer with virus software which will later have full control
over the attacked object entire information system operation. Malicious
software includes the following programs: network worms, file viruses,
trojans, hacker utilities, etc.[4, p. 91].

All these facts indicate increase in scale and intensity of cyberattack
threats in modern international environment. To protect the Russian
Federation’s cyberspace and to ensure its information infrastructure
functional stability in cyberattack threats or while actively repelling them,
there is a complex program being implemented. This program includes
organization of systems for monitoring and predicting cyber threats,
creation of specialized state structures for cyber security, development and
improvement of information protection technologies, organization of
interstate interaction, coordination of state and non-state agencies
cooperation, changes in the norms of national and international law in the
field of cyber terrorism, training of qualified personnel and training
mass[2, pp. 1-17].

Therefore, in the new geopolitical reality cyberattacks form a direct
state security threat. In modern conditions, the Russian Federation
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information space is in the growing need of reliable cyber protection
preventive system creation. But a considerable public danger of
cyberattacks requires the use of the entire countermeasures arsenal
provided by the international law in relation to the crimes against peace and
security of the mankind.

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Obvious policy changes in higher education are determined by
external and institutional (internal) factors. The current globalization and
increasing knowledge commercialization mix cause relationship
transformation between the state and the universities with the shift in state
control from full regulation to supervision. Such transformation of higher
education systems in the image of ‘world-class’ university took place in
different European and Asian countries, e.g. the integration of Portuguese
universities in the global higher education arena[l]; Taiwan under the
pressure to internationalize higher education[2].

The Soviet Union education institutions, being initially strictly
controlled by the Government, maintained the tradition of passivity with
respect to diffusion of re- search results and innovations. However, the
global economic crisis and current trends of participating in the global
higher education arena reflected in the Lisbon strategy aiming at making
Europe the world’s ‘most dynamic and competitive economy’ and
innovation connecting to research and development activities as well as
Russia’s entry into the World Trade Organization (WTO), contributed to
the modification of universities funding mechanism and as a result their
pursuit of prestige in worldwide rankings. With strong intentions to
perform well in the Global University Ranking due to increasing demands
for accountability from universities as measured by research productivity
and the overall number of international students enrolled in education
programs, institutions have adopted different measures to enhance their
performance. Promotion of the necessary foreign dimensions in higher
education, particularly with regards to curriculum design, inter-institutional
cooperation, mobility schemes and integrated programs of study and
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research contributed to higher education institutions in Russia having a
unique opportunity to shape their own future abroad and to play a crucial
role in the development and implementation of the Bologna process.

The Bologna reform of the 90s forced the Russian Universities and
other institutions of higher education to function as actors, rather than
objects of this essential process of change. They might, in particular, profile
their own curriculum in accordance with the emerging post-Bologna
environment through the introduction of Bachelor courses and design
Master courses meeting the demands of mobile prospective students from
around the world. Moreover, the higher education establishments got the
right to activate their networks in key areas such as joint curriculum
development, joint ventures overseas or worldwide mobility schemes in
order to contribute individually and collectively to the next steps in the
process.

It should be noted that the access to education opportunities common
in overseas countries has witnessed significant facilitation in Russia.
Gradually becoming an open society Russia encountered challenges
connected with transformations almost in all spheres including education.
These changes are not always perceived as useful by the conservative
stakeholders of education process: technology reluctant teachers or non-
flexible government sector of higher education.

A European degree system adoption which is essentially based on the
two main cycles, undergraduate and graduate, had considerably shaken the
foundations of the five-year well-established education framework in
Russia. In the newly accepted sys- tem the access to the second cycle shall
require the first cycle studies completion lasting minimum four years.
The degree awarded after the first cycle is also supposed to be relevant to
the European, American or Asian labour market as an appropriate level of
qualification. The second cycle leads to Master and/or Doctorate degree as
in many foreign countries. The overwhelming majority of Russian high
educational establishments nowadays rely on the European approach to a
degree system: Bachelor Degree (a four — year course) and Master Degree
(a two-year course). Only a few universities continue working with the old
five-year programs along with the new ones, which arises much public
controversy since it still remains unclear what the crucial difference
between the two systems is. The ‘old” Soviet system is aimed at assigning a
qualification of the so-called Specialist while the new Bachelor - Master
degree system presupposes a division into different profiles.
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The abovementioned tendencies seem to cause diversity, which can
be observed in education programs of top Russian universities.
The interdisciplinary linguistic Master's program of Moscow State
University, which is included in the QS rating, com- prises, for example,
the following fields of study: Foreign language and intercultural
communication in politics and diplomacy, Translator of international
conferences, Translation in international organizations. The faculty of
Philology of Saint Peters- burg State University presents a Master's degree
program, emphasizing its creativity — Innovative translation technologies. It
includes the following areas: Film translation, Computer translation tools,
Methods of linguistic analysis, Translation of judicial and contract
documentation. Obviously, each program profile is focused on the demand
for narrow specialists who are ready to work without prior training in a
specific area.

The integration of Russia in the Bologna process resulted in focusing
on new disciplines in linguistic curriculum such as pragmatics, text
linguistics, discourse analysis, sociolinguistics and cognitive linguistics as
elective disciplines share the interest in contextual language usage,
focusing on units larger than a sentence. Traditional areas of language
studies, phonetics with phonology, morphology and syntax have for a long
time provided the standard theoretical framework for the study of language
in Russia.

The introduction of new disciplines was able to enrich the existing
forms of language teaching, promote better understanding of language
mechanisms and mastering of practical language skills.

Thus, current world tendencies force all spheres of human life to
undergo constant transformations. Communication in all its forms, even
digital, appears to be in the foreground. Information society loses its
strengths since information is becoming more and more available and thus
less valuable. As a result, universities are encouraged to design education
environments that go beyond traditional learning practices and focus
mainly on students’ needs, interests and creativity and support the
development of highly skilled professionals who feel free to solve
problems, work on projects and think critically. Regardless of the variety of
communicative activities in the class- room, their purpose stems to
preparing learners to use the foreign language in the world beyond.

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At present the most important issue for Russia is the problem of
ensuring national security. The author believes that tough relations with
Western countries, the Middle East conflicts and organized crime activities
in the RF and its neighbours force the issue of ensuring national security
and its serious analyzing.

First of all, let us refer to the terminology. National security is a
difficult complex with multi-level functional system in which processes of
interaction and confrontation of the vital interests of the individual, society,
and the state are continuously facing with threats to these interests, both
internal and external[1].

Next, it is worth identifying a threat to national security as a direct or
indirect possibility of damaging constitutional rights, freedoms, citizen
decent quality living standards, sovereignty and territorial integrity,
sustainable development of the Russian Federation, defense and security of
the state[2]. Consequently, potential threats may be divided into 2 groups:
internal and external. Main internal threats are as follows: the raw material
nature of the economy, lack of domestic goods production, low labor
productivity, low level of agricultural development and insufficient
production of domestic foodstuffs. Social disadvantage and low living
standard of the majority population, high corruption level, terrorism and
attempts to change violently the constitutional order, for example — an
attempt to change governmental management policy in Russia in 1993.
Creation, equipment, training and operation of illegal armed groups and
distribution of weapons, ammunition and explosives, large-scale activities
of organized crime that threaten political stability on the scale of the
constituent country entity, separatist activities and radical religious
nationalist movements in the RF such as those in the North Caucasus from
the first Chechen war to antiterrorist operations in 2008 are included in this
group[3]. Yet main external threats are as follows: deployment of forces
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and assets pursuing a military attack goal on the country or its allies and
constant training of NATO troops near the borders of the Russian
Federation where Russia is represented as a potential enemy. That is an
obvious example, as well as territorial claims, the risk of seizing Russian
territories, the program implementation to create weapons of mass
destruction by a so-called third force, unacceptable interference in the
internal affairs of the RF, the presence of armed conflicts near the borders
of the country, the 2008 Russian-Georgian war, military actions in Donbas
in 2014. Weakness of the state system in some border countries, the
expansion of military alliances to the detriment of Russia’s state security or
its allies, the foreign troops presence within the Russia’s territory without
the consent of the RF and the UN Security Council sanction are also
considered to be internal threats.

Thus, analyzing external and internal threats it becomes obvious that
it is necessary to take timely action for ensuring national security and
strengthening the internal social unity. Achieving social stability,
interethnic harmony and religious tolerance should be a priority. Besides, it
is important to pursue a balanced foreign policy, to build international
relations in accordance with the legal provisions in force and on the basis
of mutual respect states must strive to preserve the diversity of cultures and
traditions. Applying diplomacy and peacekeeping means in the field of
international security must be taken as urgency. So that to protect national
interests military forces might be employed unless all the non-violent
measures undertaken were efficient. Lastly we may sum up that ensuring
national security is a condition for the existence and development of
individuals, society and the state, which lets them preserve the accumulated
spiritual and material values. Moreover, the foregoing considerations allow
us to conclude that ensuring the national security in Russia requires an
integrated approach to improving existing methods of work and finding
new ones in this direction.

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Geopolitics is one of the most influential intellectual areas of the
XXI century, determining the nature of research in such areas as foreign
policy and military strategy, national interests and security, analysis and
forecasting of domestic and foreign policy of States[1]. The new political
architecture of the world began to form after the events that took place in
the United States on September 11, 2011. Let's focus on some of the
current trends in the development of world geopolitics, which, in our
opinion, determine the world development.

First, it is a narrowing of the geopolitical map of the world,
associated with the limitations of the sphere of activity of geopolitics and
contradicting the trend towards globalization of the modern world[2].

Secondly, the economic growth of countries such as China and India
and the increase in Russia's military power led to the emergence of a
second trend — a shift in the center of the coordinate axis West—East,
North—South[2].

Third, the information revolution that began at the end of the XIX
century, the digitalization of almost all spheres of human activity, led to the
emergence of a third trend — the transition to new postclassical technologies
(for example, organizing rallies and strikes through social networks).
The concept of information warfare involves the use of massive
communication flows, in which the destructive information phantoms “axis
of evil”, “clash of civilizations”, “fight against terrorism”, “violation of
human rights” operate. These phantoms become part of effective
geopolitical technologies in the struggle for control of space.

And finally, the fourth trend is globalization, which is associated
with uncontrolled migration flows (the war in Libya, Syria, the civil war
and the economic crisis in Ukraine), global drug trafficking, etc.
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As for geopolitics, it is also closely related to geopolitical risks; their
appearance is considered a violation of strategic stability in a certain
geostrategic space. Geopolitical risks are strategic and global in terms of
the scale of damage.

The main geopolitical risks include:

- interstate conflicts;

- split of the state or crisis of state power;

- terrorist attacks[3].

Speaking about interstate conflicts, it should be noted that they often
lead to human losses, economic crisis, subsequent impoverishment of the
population and an increase in the migration flow (for example, the conflict
between the unrecognized Republic of Nagorno-Karabakh and Azerbaijan).

With regard to the split of state power, its crisis, which arose as a
result of internal or external influence, inevitably leads to a crisis of
governance (loss of sovereignty, for example, Ukraine), an economic crisis,
and dependence on international economic organizations (for example, the
International Monetary Fund).

As for terrorist attacks, it is important to note the following.
The clash of geopolitical interests on the world map inevitably leads to
protracted often military conflicts. Thus, the United States, asserting itself
on the world stage as opposed to the USSR, created and financed a terrorist
organization led by Bin Laden, which later turned into the so-called Islamic
State. This and a number of terrorist groups are responsible for the war in
Syria, Libya, a huge number of terrorist acts around the world with a large
number of human victims.

In our view, geopolitical risks can be divided into regional and
intraracial ones. The economic war unleashed by the United States against
China leads, first of all, to increased globalization, which negatively affects
the expansion of economic ties between the countries.

Intraracial risks include the risks of changing political, military or
“palace” coups, “color” revolution, international unrest, ethnic conflicts,
and pandemics[4].

The crisis of state power that occurred in Ukraine, under the
influence of external interference, led to a civil war in the Donbass, the
separation of the Crimea (loss of territory) and numerous victims among
the local population. These are all consequences of geopolitical changes.

Thus, a new geopolitical reality has now emerged based on the
following key trends:

- narrowing of the geopolitical map of the world;
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- shifting centers of influence;

- transition to new information technologies;

— globalization.

The emergence of a new architecture of geopolitics is associated with
increased geopolitical risks — interstate conflicts, a split of the state or a
crisis of state power, terrorist attacks that lead to serious political and
military conflicts. At this stage we can say with confidence that only a real
assessment and analysis of possible geopolitical risks and the transition to a
multipolar world will stabilize the geopolitical picture of the world.

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During the last 30 years Russian defense industry had to go through
a number of dramatic events. In the 90s the enterprises were declared
bankrupt since funding for the work was discontinued. Also there was an
outflow of highly qualified specialists. Defense and industrial enterprises
were sold for nothing. Our likely opponents decided that Russia would
never rise, so they may not create new weapons. They were sure, they
could strike Russia with their old weapons systems such as cruise missiles
‘Tomohawk’ and bombers B-52 as soon as they wanted.
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But the year 2000 has come. V.V. Putin became President of our
country. People concerned about the interests of the state but non-personal
economic benefits came to the ministries and departments. So the situation
in Russian defense industry began to change.

The first significant success was the creation of the sea-based missile
“Bulova”, developed by Moscow ‘Institute of Heat Engineering’ headed by
academician Y.S. Solomonov[1]. Besides the fact the missile was built on a
modern element base, the main dignity of it is a deep compatibility with a
missile ‘Topol-M’. All these made possible to reduce the cost of the missile
and to start mass production as soon as possible.

At the same time under the guidance of Y.S. Solomonova new solid
fuel mine and mobile based missile “Yars”, based on the missile “Topol-M,
were created.”

The modernization of railway complex Molodets is continued.
This complex has caused particular concern in the USA because it is hard
to track the railway complex. It can appear anywhere in the country
completely unexpectedly.

And finally, let’s consider the types of missile weapons voiced by
President in March 2018 in his address to the Federal Assembly.

Tests of the missile system “Sarmat” is completed in the Russian
Federation. This complex will replace the Soviet missiles R-36 M2
“Voevoda” (NATO'’s classification: SS-X-30 “Satan”).

The reason for the replacement was the fact that these missiles were
on combat duty for more than 40 years and the most importantly that they
were developed and produced by KB “Yuznoe” in Dnepropetrovsk,
Ukraine.

The new missile will be produced by Krasnoyarsk’s “Mechanical
Engineering plant” basing on Russian components only.

Another unigue development of our defense industry is hypersonic
complex “Avangard.” Controlled battle blocks of “Avangard”, moving
upon the upper levels of the atmosphere and constantly maneuvering in the
plasma cloud, can hit objects at any point of the globe and from any
direction.

It’s rather difficult to list all the new types of weapons in the armed
forces of Russia now. So, these are: the global-range missiles with nuclear
power system “Burevestnik,” the underwater robotic complex “Poseidon”,
laser complexes for protecting the positions of the Strategic Missile Forces
from means of reconnaissance and destruction “Peresvet” and much more.
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Presently armament of the Russian Army and Naval Fleet are
equipped with new modern models by 70%[2].

And what about our potential or likely opponents? Sudden growth of
defense capability of our Army became a complete surprise for them. For
the first time in the history of the USA they play the role of catching up.
The main strike missile in the USA is the missile LGM-30G “Minuteman
III.” The parameters of this missile are inferior in comparison of our
missile “Yars.” But its replacing is not yet in sight.

Some years ago, the USA attempted to test the hypersonic blocks
like “Avangard” but the efforts put into service the ramjet engine failed.
The new tests have not been seen yet.

But that’s not a reason to relax. President of Russia V.V. Putin in the
address to the Federal Assembly said: “Today we are years or even decade
ahead of our likely opponents, but we understand, they will do everything
to eliminate this gap. Our task over the years is to create a new even more
advanced weapons”[3].

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Russia's entry into the Bologna process implies new approaches to
training students from higher educational institutions who are ready to
acquire knowledge within the European educational environment. For those
who study a foreign language, this means not only traditional, actual
knowledge of all the language aspects, but also forming a conceptual
construct that allows for cultural and educational orientation and activities
in European institutions of higher education.

Competent approach in education, in contrast to the concept of
"learning knowledge", but in fact the sum of information (information),
involves developing various kinds of skills in students that allows them to
act efficiently in various situations of professional, personal and public life
in the future. An individual’s competence is manifested in professional
activity and professional communication and, therefore, includes
knowledge, skills and abilities necessary for the implementation of future
professional activities. Since the new learning goal is a feature of the
competence approach, it becomes obvious that all components of the
learning process must be adapted to it[1].
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One of the ways to intensify students’ learning activities, increase
their motivation to learn a foreign language and team work skills that
develop activity and creativity, is a competence-based approach to teaching
a foreign language. In the new Federal State Standards of Higher Education
3++ (FGOS 3++) for various areas of training and specialties, the emphasis
is shifted from teaching mandatory didactic units in each discipline to
forming universal competencies (UC) necessary for the implementation of
professional activities of future bachelors, masters and specialists. These
competencies include the universal competence No. 4 -Communication.
UC-4, specified in the Federal State Educational Standard 3++ for
bachelors, aims to develop the ability to carry out business communication
in oral and written forms in the state language of the Russian Federation
and a foreign language (s). UC-4, prescribed in the Federal State
Educational Standard 3++ for specialists and masters, reflects the ability to
apply modern communication technologies, including the ones in a foreign
language (s), for academic and professional interaction. This leads to new
requirements for training tools as well.

The formation of information competence provides for the
mandatory use of computer technology and multimedia tools in the
educational process and ensuring the mastery of information processing
techniques by students. The use of information technologies in foreign
language classes increases students’ motivation and cognitive activity,
expands their horizons and allows them to apply a personality-oriented
technology of interactive foreign language learning, i.e. learning in
interaction. In this regard, information technologies play an important role
in teaching foreign languages. The technology of computer training
programs itself embodies the ideas of cognitive linguistics, methodology
and psychology in the dynamics of development. Information training
programs allow you to model certain linguistic tasks, for example, the
ability to cope with difficult fragments of a readable text, the formation and
consolidation of grammatical skills, the ability to conduct a dialogue in
typical situations and etc. At the same time, the system monitors the
student’ actions and corrects his mistakes. Computerization of the
pedagogical knowledge control procedure allows for a comprehensive and
objective verification of competence forming.

Among the didactic collections, it is advisable to give preference to
those ones that contain communicative and situational tasks that require the
involvement of students’ experience, which stimulates their active mental
activity. A self-education program can be a means of passing the student’s
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own educational trajectory. The autonomous information and
communication activity of students studying a foreign language is as
follows.

1. The search for the necessary information on a given topic in
various types of sources. Extracting the necessary information from the
source, separating the main information from the secondary one, critically
evaluating the reliability of the information received, transmitting the
content of the information adequately to the goal (concisely, fully,
selectively), the ability to fully justify judgments, give definitions, and
provide evidence (including from the opposite). An explanation of the
studied positions on self-selected concrete examples.

2. The use of multimedia resources and computer technologies for
processing, transmitting, systematizing information, creating databases, and
presenting the results of cognitive and practical activities.

3. The ability to transmit the content of the listened text in a
compressed or expanded form in accordance with the purpose of the
training task.

4. The choice of the type of reading in accordance with the goal
(studying, familiarization, viewing, search, etc.). Free work with the texts
of the artistic style of the epistolary genre and understanding their specifics.

5. Conducting information and semantic analysis of the text.

6. Creating written statements that adequately convey the
information you read with a given degree of convolution (briefly,
selectively, fully).

7. Drawing up a plan, theses, and synopsis.

8. Giving examples, selecting arguments, and drawing conclusions.

9. Reflection in oral or written form of the results of your activities.

10. The ability to paraphrase a thought (explain "in other words").

11. The choice and use of expressive means of language in
accordance with the communicative task, sphere and situation of
communication.

12. The wuse of wvarious sources of information, including
encyclopedias, dictionaries, Internet resources and other databases, to solve
cognitive and communicative tasks[2].

The most controversial opinion is the ability to form a universal
communicative competence in distance learning, when the student is
separated from the teacher by distance. This form of education was not
used in the practice of teaching foreign languages as widely as in other
areas. Previously, there were part time foreign language courses, as well as
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educational TV and radio programs for those who want to learn a foreign
language. Language faculties and universities were limited to part time
departments, since it is almost hopeless to teach practical knowledge of a
foreign language in the conditions of occasional meetings with a teacher.
Therefore, for a long time, there has been a search for the ways to learn
more effectively at a distance. In recent years along with print media,
television, video recording Internet resources have been widely used for
these purposes. However, without systematic feedback from a qualified
teacher, such courses are usually doomed to failure, despite various
attempts to give them elements of entertainment and communication.

In modern conditions, universities in various countries were forced to
find urgent possibility to use computer telecommunications technologies
for distance learning, including foreign languages. Unlike other forms,
computer-based telecommunications training provides opportunities for:

- rapid transmission of any information at a distance;

- storing this information in memory for the required time, editing it,
etc.;

- interactivity by means of multimedia information specially created
for this purpose and prompt feedback from the teacher and other
participants of the training course;

- access to various sources of information, including remote and
distributed databases, numerous conferences around the world via the
Internet;

- organization of joint telecommunication projects, as well as
international, electronic conferences, computer audio and video
conferences and etc[3].

The degree of effectiveness of any type of distance learning depends
on four factors:

- effective interaction between the teacher and the student, despite
the fact that they are separated by distance;

- the pedagogical technologies used in this process;

- the effectiveness of the developed methodological materials and
methods of their delivery;

- the effectiveness of feedback.

Thus, the effectiveness of distance learning, as well as the ability to
form a particular competence, depends on the organization and
methodological quality of the materials used, as well as the skill of the
teachers involved in this process. In addition, there are a number of
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characteristics that should be inherent in any type of distance learning, so
that it can be considered as effective. They are the following.

— Distance learning involves a more thorough and detailed planning
of the student's activities and its organization; a clear statement of the tasks
and goals of training; the delivery of the necessary training materials.

— The key concept of distance learning educational programs is
interactivity. Distance learning courses should provide the maximum
possible interactivity between the student and the teacher, feedback
between the student and the training material, as well as provide the
opportunity for group learning.

— It is necessary to provide highly effective feedback so that students
can be confident in the correctness of their actions; such communication
should be operational, post-operative or delayed in the form of external
evaluation.

— The most important element of any course is motivation; to do this,
you need to use a variety of tools and technique.

— The structure of the distance learning course should be modular, so
that the student should have an opportunity to realize their progress from
module to module, choose any module at their own discretion or at the
discretion of the supervising teacher, depending on the level of training, i.e.
the degree of competence formation (it should be noted that large-volume
modules reduce the motivation of training significantly).

— Sound accompaniment, which can be implemented by means of
network technologies, is of particular importance when teaching a foreign
language[4].

Currently, modern information technologies provide unlimited
opportunities to solve the problem of distance learning, since it is possible
to store, process and deliver information of any volume and content at any
distance.

In such conditions, the methodological and substantive organization
of distance learning comes to the fore when organizing a distance learning
system. You should take into account not only the selection of content for
learning, but also the structural organization of the educational material.

Thus, the understanding of knowledge as the accumulation of the
sum of subject information in the competence approach is contrasted with
knowledge as a set of skills that allow you to act and achieve the desired
result often in uncertain, problematic situations. This is what the teachers’
efforts should be aimed at.

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2020 is called the year of globalization and growing political risks.
Society does not stand still, it develops, and at the same time in different
directions. The authors of this article examine the latest trends in current
reality and possible threats that these trends may cause. It is worth noting
that all the risks are closely related, changes in one area can lead to changes
in several others.

There are 5 main directions: geopolitical, economic, technological,
environmental and social risks[1].

Let’s consider geopolitical risks and trends, i.e. the risks created by
humanity itself, which can lead to the halting of social and economic
progress of society and its destabilization[1]. The main geopolitical risks
include: terrorist acts, clashes of states on various issues, mass riots and
discontent, etc. Terrorism is one of the most important problems of the 21
century. Federal Law of the Russian Federation of March 6, 2006 No.
35-FZ” On Countering Terrorism “ defines terrorism as an:” “Ideology of
violence and practice of influence on decision-making by public
authorities, local governments or the international organizations, related to
intimidation and (or) other forms of illegal violent actions”[2].
The complexity of countering terrorism lies in the absence of a single
center for combating extremism and the resulting high complexity of
predicting the next terrorist attacks. To trace the relationship between the
level of terrorism in a state and the degree of its economic and
technological development, let’s turn to specialists’ research from Sydney
University under the auspices of the Institute of Economics and Peace,
which ranked countries on the terrorism index[3]. From the first
50 countries on the list, more than 90 % are developing ones. And among
the developed countries, this indicator is highly important either due to
migration flows of the population (Germany, France), or extremist
activities caused mainly by racial tensions (USA). From the above
statistics, it can be concluded that terrorism undoubtedly has a detrimental
effect on the economy and on the development of the state as a whole. This
group of risks also includes mass riots. Mass riots broke out in the United
States on the basis of racial discrimination in early summer 2020.
Supporters of the “Black lives matter” movement, outraged by the
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arbitrariness of the American police, went to the streets and staged strikes.
The will of the people was expressed by both legal methods (rallies,
marches) and illegal ones (street fights, shootings, violence). It influenced
the results of the US presidential election on November 3, 2020. Due to
controversial policies on migration, racial inequality and injustice,
President Donald Trump, the Republican candidate, lost the trust of a large
part of the population, which allowed the Democratic candidate Joe Biden
to win the elections.

The conflict in Nagorno-Karabakh between Armenia and
Azerbaijan attracted public attention in the last months of 2020. Both
Armenians and Azerbaijanis have historically been associated with
Karabakh, but as time has shown, they have not been able to coexist
peacefully. All peaceful ways of resolving the conflict have deadlocked.
In the morning of September 27, the Azerbaijani troops began the offensive
by way of large-scale use of aviation, armored vehicles and artillery.
Azerbaijan immediately seized the initiative and held it to the end. Both
sides reported about numerous casualties among the military and the
civilian population. It is necessary to note that Turkey in this conflict
provided political (information pressure) and military and economic
support to Azerbaijan, which confirms the increase in Turkey’s military
exports to Azerbaijan six times for the first nine months of 2020. A lot of
world powers and international organizations strongly condemned the
conflict and called on both sides to resume negotiations without delay.
The heads of state signed a Russia-brokered peace deal on a full ceasefire
and all military actions in the Nagorno-Karabakh conflict zone, on
November 10, 2020. The peace agreement in Nagorno-Karabakh, signed by
Armenia, Azerbaijan and Russia, provides for the entry of Russian
peacekeepers, the withdrawal of Armenian forces from the areas adjacent to
Nagorno-Karabakh and the abandonment of part of the territory of
Nagorno-Karabakh under Azerbaijani control. Armenia regards the
concluded treaty as a betrayal on the part of Russia and it can seriously
affect the relations between two countries.

Another important group is social risks, including: instability of
population dynamics, social crises and diseases (pandemics)[1]. There has
been a tendency recently to improve the well-being of the inhabitants of the
planet, increasing the level of medical equipment. However, this is not
common in all countries or on all continents. Another very significant
social trend is the problem of migration in European foreign countries.
Despite the regular conflicts due to the clash of diametrically opposed
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cultures of the East and the West, migration is almost the only way to solve
the demographic problems of Western Europe. It is impossible not to
mention the COVID-19 epidemic. Russia proposed NATO not to conduct
military exercises and other active military activities during the pandemic.
The Alliance “did not hear” Moscow, considering the proposal propaganda,
the purpose of which is to drive a wedge between the Atlantic allies.
According to the US Strategic Command, the B-1B Lancer bomber made a
non-stop flight from the US air base in South Dakota to Japan and back to
demonstrate its readiness to solve problems even in the face of a pandemic.
“To confront from the invisible threats of a global pandemic to military
aggression and the use of force, we remain deadly... force,” the Strategic
Command said in a statement[4]. Based on these data, it can be concluded
that the conditions of the pandemic are actively used by geopolitical
players to cause significant damage to the opposing side.

Thus, all trends and risks have a more or less direct impact on
the life of any system. They give a completely objective picture of the
modern geopolitical reality. With sufficient awareness, interest and
responsibility for the decision-making, humanity is able to choose the most
preferred ways of the development.

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Consider some problematic aspects of criminal law measures to
counter extremism using the example of the United States and Russia, in
this regard, we will propose an optimal method of legal regulation for the
legislation of the United States of America and the Russian Federation.

In all states, local government and law enforcement have good
relationships with communities, community leaders, and some members of
those same communities. This practice developed during the mandatory
activities for each police department and sheriff’s office on behalf of the
department of national security. This is necessary to exclude the possibility
of development and to be constantly aware of the state of violent
extremism.

For the immediate future, the US government has set goals and
objectives to counter violent extremism. In today’s society, old methods are
not always effective for field work, and outdoor surveillance can be
dangerous. In our time, the world information sphere is highly developed.
The US Department of Homeland Security, guided by the latest technology,
has infiltrated the worldwide information computer network. All methods
of struggle, strategic plans, innovative developments are listed in the Center
for Common Vulnerabilities and Risks (CVE), access to which is a state
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secret. Jerome P. Bjelopera, an expert in the fight against organized crime
and terrorism, in his work on countering violent extremism in the United
States of America, notes that the Department of Homeland Security
controls not only US territories, but also significant Internet space outside
the state[1].

The United States Department of Homeland Security has partnered
with the National Counter Terrorism Center (NCTC) to lead the
development of a public awareness project that broadcasts unclassified
information about the realities of terrorist and extremist recruitment at
home and on the Internet[2]. The project, which can be used by
departments and agencies to timely eliminate the ideas of violent
extremism, as well as to develop the patriotic duty of citizens is constantly
being improved. To implement all the ideas that were introduced or will be
introduced at the initiative of the US government, a separate budget has
been allocated from taxpayers’ funds, but the cost of implementing the
DNB plans exceeds the average cost of maintaining emergency services in
the country. For this reason, all ideas cannot be fully implemented despite
the fact that the United States has a huge external economic debt.

The first amendment of the US Constitution protects the expression
of extremist views. All crimes are considered only specific actions in cases
where they fall within the relevant definitions in the legislation. The term
“extremism” is not widespread in legal practice. In the Anglo-American
legal system, judicial precedent plays an important role; for this reason,
there is no separate normative legal act regulating the amount of
punishment, the severity of the offense and the consequences. Such crimes
are often classified as “hate crimes” in some US states.

The Constitution of the Russian Federation guarantees fundamental
human and civil rights and freedoms, including freedom of speech,
expression of opinion, and the creation of associations. At the same time,
it prohibits public associations aimed at forcibly changing the fundamental
principles of the constitutional system and violating the integrity of the
Russian Federation, undermining its security, and creating armed
formations.

In addition, propaganda of social, racial, national or religious hatred
and incitement of such hatred is prohibited[3].

In 2014, an amendment was made to the criminal code of the
Russian Federation. This amendment toughened penalties for committing
extremist activities. The new provisions doubled the duration of
compulsory correctional labor and almost tripled the size of fines for
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committing extremist crimes. The maximum fine is three hundred thousand
rubles[4].

Investigation of extremist crimes is often delayed. There are facts
that the prosecutor’s office often refuses to initiate a case[5]. Law
enforcement officials explain this by the fact that there is a serious
complexity and need: in the duration of research, which will give an
exhaustive answer on the qualifications of extremist activities; increasing
the number of independent experts who are specialists in the field of social
psychology and psycholinguistics; reducing the duration of examinations,
when the materials are voluminous and require the participation of many
people in their study[6].

Thus, a comparison was made of some aspects of criminal law
measures to counter extremism in the United States and Russia, which
reflected the degree of effectiveness of work in this area. It should be noted
that work on improving legislation and applying norms in the territories is
being carried out in full. It remains to recommend the optimal method of
legal regulation for these countries. It is necessary at the legislative level to
clearly and clearly list the entire spectrum that relates to extremist activity
and falls under a certain section of the normative legal act, this is necessary
to avoid confusion in the qualifications of a case related to violent
extremism in America and the implementation of extremist activity in
Russia. For a long historical period, the compared powers have been
leading a rival way of existence, but the issue of security should unite states
for joint activities, as well as develop fruitful cooperation of professionals
in the fight against national and international crime.

Achieving balance, stability and dynamic development of society are
the most important tasks of any state’s social policy. Russia, regardless of
its name: Ancient Rus, the Moscow 218 tardom, the Russian Empire, the
USSR, the Russian Federation-has been fighting for freedom and
independence for many years. Therefore, defenders of the Fatherland have
always enjoyed special honor and respect. But there were periods in
Russian history when the leaders of the state and the government “turned
away” from their protectors, and this always ended tragically for the
country. This was also the case during the 1917 revolution and the political
events of 1991 and 1993, when the main driving force that disrupted the
stability of the state and caused the resulting unrest was demobilized
military personnel and veterans of combat operations.
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The Federal Assembly of the Russian Federation and the Ministry of
defense of the Russian Federation, in order to prevent negative
consequences and reduce social tension during and after the First Chechen
campaign (1995-1996), adopted more than twenty Federal laws and orders
of the Minister of defense of the Russian Federation regulating military and
social policy, including the implementation of social guarantees for war
veterans[1], [2].

The state can guarantee the implementation of military and social
policy only if its activities are supported by financial resources. State
implementation of the developed programs of economic and social policy is
possible only if they are fully financially supported and achieved by the
implementation of financial and legal norms.

The primary role of the state budget in the implementation of social
policy goals and objectives is recognized by international law. Thus, in the
period from March 6 to 12, 1995, during a conference held in Copenhagen
(Kingdom of Denmark) under the auspices of the United Nations, the
governments of most countries of the world committed themselves to apply
a “people-oriented” approach to social and economic development[3].
But without financial support, the military and social policy of the state will
remain unrealized. At the same time, it should be understood that it is
necessary not only to increase state allocations for social policy, but also to
use them more efficiently.

The practice of recent years clearly shows that one of the main tools
for managing military construction, in general, and military and social
policy, in particular, is the Federal budget. The constituent part of the
Federal budget is the military budget, which is the most important financial
instrument for implementing the state’s military-economic, military-social,
military-scientific, military-technical and military policy. The military
budget covers many aspects of the formation and use of centralized military
budget resources and serves to redistribute financial resources between the
state, the military organization, and the military-industrial complex.

Military and social policy requires large financial expenditures, but
at the same time solves many important national security tasks related to
the use of the moral, psychological, intellectual and physical potential of
citizens who participate in the protection of the state and ensure a high
level of social potential of the state’s defense power.

During combat operations, military personnel are exposed to various
stresses and as a result, returning from the combat zone, they perceive
reality more acutely, they are more sensitive to various manifestations of
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injustice and rudeness, they react more aggressively and sharply to them.
Veterans of military operations do not spare their lives and their health
when performing official combat tasks and have the right, as they believe,
to demand from the state a more sensitive attitude to solving their social
problems.

Not all managers at the Federal and municipal levels properly
address the problems and needs of combat veterans (housing and land
issues, medical support, primarily prosthetics and complex expensive
operations to treat the consequences of injuries and contusions), citing lack
of funding. For example, as of November 1, 2020, the allocation of land
plots by combat veterans has been suspended in most Federal subjects.

It is necessary to solve the problems of social security for combat
veterans simultaneously in several areas:

- transferring responsibility for the implementation of social benefits
for combat veterans from municipal to Federal jurisdiction and fulfilling all
social obligations of the state;

- creation of centers for social adaptation and rehabilitation of war
veterans throughout the country;

- wider involvement of combat veterans in military-Patriotic and
sports education of young people, to work in various positions of state
authorities responsible for working with veterans.

Thus, we can conclude that only a reasonable, balanced and socially
oriented state policy will allow us to fulfil all social obligations to war
veterans and prevent violations of the stability of the state.

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With friendly intentions, the Russian Federation seeks to establish
political relations with its closest geographical neighbors. Japan plays a
special role in the far Eastern region. This is a country with a developed
economy, with which in the future it is possible to develop cooperation in
the field of energy, agriculture, industry, healthcare, high technologies, as
well as in a number of other areas. The plan of cooperation in these areas
was presented by Japanese Prime Minister Shinzo Abe in May 2016[1].

The Islands of Kunashir and Iturup belong to the chain of the
Large range of Islands that stretches from the Kamchatka Peninsula.
This ridge forms a continuous sea border, making the sea of Okhotsk
internal. In case of the transfer of the southern islands with ice-free straits,
the Russian Federation loses control of the sea of Okhotsk, and sea
communication between Petropavlovsk-Kamchatsky and Vladivostok is
interrupted for the winter period[1].

Despite the great prospects for the development of relations,
there are some circumstances that need to be taken into account — Japan's
territorial claims to some islands of the Kuril ridge, namely, the islands of
Kunashir, Iturup, Shikotan and the Habomai island group, which considers
the islands an occupied part of Japan. Russia claims that its sovereignty
over the southern Kuril Islands is absolutely legitimate and beyond doubt,
and Russia does not recognize the fact of a territorial dispute
with Japan[2].

Japan's constant attempts to seize the islands of the Small range
Shikotan and Habomai by any means are of purely political significance for
the development of relations between Russia and Japan. These territories
do not affect navigation in the region. It is possible that the symbolic
gesture of handing over the islands of the Small range will give rise to
negotiations on the Peace Treaty. However, the loss of the islands of
Kunashir and Iturup would be a disaster for the Russian Federation.

For Russia, it is so important not to lose control of its water
territories in the Far East for a number of reasons.

First of all, the sea of Okhotsk is not only rich in fish and oil, but
also plays a key role in organizing the defense of the country's Eastern
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border. The geographical location of the islands allows you to create an
outer ring of defense by the Navy, air force and artillery, and behind the
walls of this "Bastion” to place in safety submarines — strategic missile
carriers with intercontinental ballistic missiles.

The next reason for the Russian Federation's unwillingness to
transfer the southern Kuril Islands is Japan's military cooperation with the
United States. More than 90 military facilities belonging to the United
States army are located on the islands of Honshu, Kyushu and Okinawa,
about 47 thousand military personnel serve at these bases[3]. In the case of
the transfer of Kunashir and Iturup, Japan cannot guarantee that there will
not be NATO military bases on these islands. In this case, the ice-free
Straits of Catherine and Frieze form a gap in the sea border of Russia, and
the sea of Okhotsk ceases to be internal. It will not be difficult for the
United States Navy to approach the minimum distance to the Russian coast,
and the appearance of military bases threatens the presence of submarines
with strategic ballistic missiles. In this case, the Russian Navy remains
blocked in ports, and without the approval of Japan, the ships will not be
able to go to the Pacific ocean. The nuclear submarines based in
Vilyuchinsk (Kamchatka Peninsula) will no longer be able to enter the
waters of the sea of Okhotsk, from where they can discreetly monitor
military vessels of the United States, China or North Korea.

And so, let's look at a number of military-strategic factors that
affect hypothetical military operations in this area. First of all, its isolation
and underdeveloped infrastructure, difficult navigation conditions in the
surrounding seas, close proximity to the borders of Japan and the open
ocean, as well as the key position of the "Northern territories” in the
contour of the borders of the sea of Okhotsk[4].

The following conclusion can be drawn from the above. Japan's
continued non-aligned status does not guarantee that US Navy ships will
not appear in the sea of Okhotsk. In addition, Japan does not have the
ability to withdraw the us military from its territory. For this reason, it is
too early to talk about resolving all the differences between the Russian
Federation and the PRC that hinder the free development of friendly
relations.

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Global trends in the socio-economic development of modern society
suggest a bigger role of the private bankruptcy concept. Private bankruptcy
is useful for society since it significantly reduces social pressure in society
and prevents shadow flows in the economy[l]. The modern statutory
regulation in Russia considers bankruptcy of natural persons as one of its
primary tasks, which corresponds to the general global trend in
understanding this phenomenon. In 2015, when private bankruptcy became
possible, it was suggested that this procedure would not become large-
scale, since it was unusual for social conscience and law enforcement
practice. The first cases of private bankruptcy caused a vast interest due to
their novelty, and private bankruptcy mechanisms were applied in practice.
The current conditions of the pandemic crisis of 2020 caused by restrictions
aimed at preventing the propagation of the new coronavirus infection
intensified the urgency of private bankruptcy.

As this trend was developing, two primary groups of consumers of
private bankruptcy procedures were distinguished: large debtors having
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significant debts to creditors and having assets or those in relation to whom
creditors or finance managers saw the possibility to search for hidden
assets; debtors with low debts and no property or other sources of payment.
While the first type of debtors corresponded to the idea of the legislator
who provided full-fledged regulated procedures, involving a financial
manager to manage debtors’ matters and, as a consequence, debtors being
subject to respective legal expenses, the second-type debtors had
difficulties in searching a financial manager, without which the bankruptcy
case is to be closed, and in searching for money to make a deposit and
cover legal expenses[2].

Debtors of the second group formed a massive layer intended for
quick debt relief. The Unified Federal Register of Bankruptcy Information
web-site shows that 70-80% of debtors in this category have no property
and it cannot be found during their bankruptcy procedures, so 60-75% of
creditors get nothing from such procedures, and positively closed
rehabilitation procedures are few[3]. Private bankruptcy greatly reduced the
negative effects of debt collection agencies while hopes placed on such
agencies did not justify themselves[4].

To correct legislation taking into account new practical challenges,
the legislator took steps to simplify bankruptcy for most private bankrupts
using the so-called consumer bankruptcy procedure. On September 1, 2020,
extra-judicial private bankruptcy was applied to natural persons having
debts from 50,000 to 500,000 rubles along with enforcement proceeding
terminated upon no property for enforced seizure according to enforcement
documents[5]. When analyzing this legislation decree, it becomes clear that
the legislator desired to make it the simplest administrative regulation
representing a chain of technical actions. Statutory regulation covers
5 articles in paragraph 5 of Chapter X of the Bankruptcy Act.

The primary idea of extra-judicial bankruptcy is to simplify the
bankruptcy procedure for a large group of private debtors and relieve them
from searching candidates for financial managers and money to finance
their activity — this can be regarded as a positive trend that has been long
expected by legal practitioners[6]. However, from a legal point of view,
this decision is not that indisputable.

A principal point is that the Russian Federal Civil Code suggests
admission as a bankrupt solely upon an arbitration decision (Art. 25)[7].
New extra-judicial bankruptcy is in conflict with the Russian Federal Civil
Code. The idea of excluding court in a private bankruptcy procedure seems
disputable because multi-functional centers replacing judicial authorities in
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such procedures will take decisions that directly and significantly affect
natural persons. For example, a multi-functional center will have to make a
decision concerning the extent to which the debtor will be relieved from
further debt payment taking into account grounds for non-relief envisaged
by the Bankruptcy Act, or this issue will be unsolved for the debtor and its
creditors. It should be additionally considered that extra-judicial
bankruptcy excludes a financial manager from participants of such a
procedure.

Rules of extra-judicial bankruptcy define the debtor’s obligation to
report its debt and creditors when submitting a bankruptcy application.
Otherwise, the debt moratorium will not be applied to non-specified claims.
However, the legislator leaves no opportunity to specify information and
does not take into account that individuals usually do not know or are
mistaken in good faith as to their creditors or the debt amount. This will
make debtors indicate the debt amount in a tentative manner, with a
margin.

An important practical issue is a case when the debtor has income
that allows neither using a regular bankruptcy procedure nor redeeming
creditors’ claims, for example, due to dependent persons. Income will not
allow terminating the enforcement proceeding, which will formally impede
the possible use of extra-judicial bankruptcy.

The Bankruptcy Act provides a number of simplified procedures of
bankruptcy including the bankruptcy of an absent private debtor[5].
This procedure is applicable independent of the debt amount of such
debtor. The condition for the procedure is the actual absence of the debtor.
In terms of legal technique, there are no grounds to regard extra-judicial
bankruptcy as the most simplified type of bankruptcy procedure. A follow-
up of simplified bankruptcy of an absent private debtor would extend its
rules to those who are not absent physically but have no assets and
sufficient income to pay the debt.

In this manner, the novelty of extra-judicial bankruptcy in the
system of bankruptcy procedures, the specific inclusion of multi-functional
centers into the number of bankruptcy law subjects, shortness of the
legislator in setting out legal regulations may lead to complications in the
practical application of extra-judicial bankruptcy. In general, the
simplification trend of bankruptcy procedures creates additional legal
opportunities to ensure the compliance of the bankruptcy concept with
relevant social needs.

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At present, a state stability is one of the important elements of
national security on the back drop of the unfolding global processes and
events related to the problems of international terrorism in the Middle East,
in particular, in Syria. The author believes that it is necessary to know and
studythe components of state security, so as the stable development of our
country depends on them too.

In the study a state security is defined as a component of a national
security system which characterizes the state protection degree from threats
coming from outside, as well as from the impact of internal negative
factors[1]. Today, terrorism is the overriding global problem in connection
with the process of globalization and transnational corporation
developments. These challenges have led to the state role decline in many
fields[2]. At the government meeting President Vladimir V. Putin has
issued a national defense plan for 2021 which continues the existing
strategic plans. The document clarifies the interests and strategic priorities
of the country in domestic and foreign policy[3]. In this regard, ensuring
the state security should be defined as a set of political, economic, social,
legal and military measures. The aim of its implementation is to protect the
social and political order against the destructive activities of foreign states,
along with internal ones. Firstly, in order to verify the state security, the
protection of citizens within and outside their territory must be achieved
through the functioning of consular and embassy institutions and
representative offices[4]. The ensuring state security tools, in their turn are
as follows: the rule of law in the realization of activities to ensure national
security, operational mutual information and action coordination of the
forces involved. Besides, the unity, interrelation and balance of all types of
state security, the priority of political, economic, legal and informational
measures and, accordingly, monitoring the fulfillment of the National
Defense Package should be taken into account. The state stability, along
with security, is a prerequisite for the development of an independent
sovereign Power. Moreover, the promotion of favourable domestic and
external public affairs cannot be separated from State security. The state
stability is a measure of state security. In modern political science, it is
customary to establish three stability levels. Depending on their
achievement the degree of national security is different. The first level of
State stability comprises a political and military State administration
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reflected in its relative duration, and permanence and loyalty to the main
leadership. The second level is the preservation of the social and political
State system. It is only changed due to evolutionary changes that are not
accompanied by elements of political violence. The third one is the stability
of society and people[5]. This level is the preservation of the territorial
integrity of a State ensuring the personal safety of citizens, improving their
welfare and environmental conditions, as well as maintaining the
demographic balance.

Thus, the study of the above-mentioned levels allows us to conclude
that it is the third level that is hardly ever to achieve in practice. It is,
however, the social stability that corresponds to the universal ideas of
stability as an integral property and the State security element.

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In the objective conditions of the transition from a unipolar world
order to a multipolar one, the efforts undertaken by the leadership of the
leading world powers aimed at imposing their will and forming unfriendly
military-political and political-economic coalitions for this purpose dictate
the need to consolidate Russian society. A striking example of national
unity was the support by the Russian population during the voting on the
amendments to the Russian Constitution proposed by the Russian
Federation President, which affected the social and legal spheres of public
life, aspects of public power and defense.

Russia possesses powerful security forces equipped with the latest
weapons and reliable equipment capable to suppress any military threats
from any state or supranational blocs, guaranteeing the safety of its own
citizens and ensuring the inviolability of its sovereignty. However, today
the institutions of state defense against all kinds of non-violent types of
aggression, both domestic and outside, are acquiring decisive importance.

The challenges faced by Russia and its army determined the
relevance of considering the topic about structure formation of military-
political bodies and the legislative and legal foundations of this process as
tools for ensuring the stability of the state.
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In the post-Soviet decades, the Russian army declared itself outside
of politics and religion. Now it is clear that it was a fundamental mistake,
and the Armed Forces, among other things, are called upon to ensure the
inviolability of the constitutional order and sovereignty, the moral values
and customs of the people, and the stability of the social political
system[1].

Therefore, the President of the Russian Federation introduced by his
Decree the organization of military-political work in the powers of the
Ministry of Defense of Russia[2]. The very formulation of these goals
predetermined the need for a prompt solution of a wide range of
organizational tasks, revision of personnel policy approaches, scientific and
legal justification of the taken measures.

Now a fundamentally new approachesof work with subordinates are
being introduced in stages. First, the Main Military-Political Directorate of
the RF Armed Forces was created, and the position of its head was
endowed with the status of Deputy Minister of Defense. Then the vertical
of military-political institutions and bodies was built[3].

The legislative work of setting out unified approaches and norms of
law relating to the educational process and Patriotic training in the troops
established in the basis for the functioning of the political vector of the
army administration.

The specifics of the tasks solved by the Russian defense department
make necessary the publication of legal documents regulating military-
political activity both in peacetime and in the circumstances of war.

Today, normative acts which have been issued and supplemented,
designed to become the legal basis of the mechanism of military-political
work, such as orders of the head of the Russian defense department,
defining the procedure for actions in various areas of this work[4], as well
as on the establishment of military-political structures and other policy and
administrative departmental documents.

In addition, a wide range of teaching aids, instructions and guidelines
has been published, for practical assistance to specialists in everyday life,
educational programs for military educational institutions have been
modernized.

The experience of recent decades in the use of military force to
resolve interstate contradictions, during maneuvers and exercises, including
the fight against terrorism in Syria, proved the need for continuous military
and political work with personnel both in the circumstances of the battle,
and in resolving the assigned tasks by non-military methods, in cooperation
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with local government structures and in communicating with the civilian
population.

This experience is regularly summarized, analyzed and studied in the
military and scientific institutions (organizations), and the research results
are formulated into the legal foundations of military political work and
taken into account in the methods of management, articles of combat
manuals and admonitions.

In conclusion, it should be noted that the Military University, in turn,
implementing the directions of military-political activity and formulating
proposals for their renewal, is an active participant of the historical process
of building the military-political system, and provides assistance in its legal
registration. The invaluable experience gained in improving the legal basis
of military and political work will undoubtedly become useful for the
development of the Russian Army, maintaining the country's defense
capability and stability.

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Under present-day conditions of socio-economic and military-
political development, the issues of moral and psychological support of
troops are relevant. The relevance of their research arises from the need to
solve the strategic tasks of adaptation work aimed at preventing and
minimizing the negative consequences of armed struggle for the mental
health of military personnel.

Activities on the formation, maintenance, and restoration of the
moral and psychological state of personnel, ensuring the successful
fulfillment of operational and service tasks, includes the formation of
psychological resistance of the individual to adequate conditions of the
military situation; behavioral reactions and moral and psychological
adaptation to the consequences of challenges.

Various aspects of personal adaptation to the conditions of military
service and military and professional activity were the sphere of interests of
S.V. Zabegalina.[1], Khaustova A.l.[2], Chikhachev M.V.[3], and others.
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The results of the analysis of research problems have shown that modern
researchers consider adaptation as:

- the inclusion of a person in new forms and conditions of activity;

- the process of selection and implementation of behavioral methods
that allow agreeing on the requirements and expectations of all participants
in the adaptive situation; the process of internal changes and active external
adaptation to new living conditions, leading to results that are evaluated
subjectively and objectively positively.

Successful adaptation is understood to mean the achievement by a
person of such a result of internal changes and interaction with the outside
world, in which he is effectively included in a new social situation without
mentality and health damage[4]. Moral and psychological adaptation can be
described as a phenomenon and a form of reflection of the social
environment. They are expressed in the adaptation of a person to the
conditions of his life and in the development of his own style of behavior
with the maximum efficiency of the tasks performed. Moral and
psychological support of the adaptation of service and fighting activities
and the consequences of challenges is based on the solution of strategic
tasks: firstly, prevention (early psychological training of personnel to
perform service and fighting tasks) and psychological support; secondly,
diagnostics, assessment, and development of adaptive abilities; thirdly,
regulation and correction (providing psychological assistance to military
personnel).

The formation of a system of moral and psychological adaptation,
associated with a comprehensive solution of the designated strategic tasks
of moral and psychological adaptation to the consequences of challenges, is
aimed at the rapid achievement of high productivity and quality of
performed duties in a changing social and professional environment. This is
achieved by monitoring the dynamics of the adaptation process, timely
prevention of maladaptation states of military personnel, and increasing
their adaptive capabilities, minimizing the psycho-traumatic impact of the
conditions of combat activity.

The adaptation process is individual, both in terms of personal
qualities and in terms of the scale, intensity, and conditions of the armed
struggle. Each member of the armed forces reacts to the impact of extreme
factors depending on his individual psychological characteristics and the
time spent in the extreme zone. General strategic tasks and principles of
adaptation (consistency, stability, actualization, and activity, support and
mutual assistance), along with the individual characteristics of the adaptant,
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underlie the development of a general program of moral and psychological
adaptation.

Thus, the adaptive potential determines the adaptive capabilities of a
person and is one of the integral indicators of the personality of a member
of the armed forces. Moral and psychological training of troops and moral
and psychological adaptation to the consequences of challenges is a process
and result of a set of measures designed to maintain the moral fighting
spirit of military personnel and raise the level of their fighting efficiency
and morale. They can affect the ability to achieve and fulfill your goal.
Strategic tasks (achieving productivity and the quality of professional

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Various kinds of stress associated with university degree earning can
disrupt the students' work and rest regime since long hours in a sedentary
position lead to mobility reduction and often cause health problems.
Moreover, in some cases, freshmen tend to endure melancholy, loneliness,
moral and physical exhaustion and depression which makes them
susceptible to the outer negative influence. However, it can be adjusted by
increasing the physical activity amount and promoting healthy mobility in
students' routines from the very first days at campus.

The North and similar areas are often referred to by modern
researchers as a zone of adverse natural and climatic living conditions[1].
Hence, people living in this environment have to face constant challenges
as human body, work, life and recreation are being affected by the extreme
climatic conditions. According to the researchers, the academic
performance shown by the northern students is in direct proportion to their
physical performance meaning that a decrease in one aspect results in the
plunge of the other[2].

This indication became a basis for the 2020 study of Yugra State
University freshmen's mental states (Khanty-Mansiysk, Russia). The
survey involved 86 male and female first-year students in the age pool of
17 and 18, who were divided into two groups according to of their training;
this left us with 47 representatives of the humanities department
(undergraduates of Psychology, Philology and Linguistics BA) and 39
students with the major in Physical Education. The questionnaires used in
the research were Eysenck's "Self-assessment of mental states " and
"Mental states of students” (Prokhorov, A., 1991)[3]. For the statistical
processing, the data difference significance was evaluated with Student's
t-test.

According to the Eysenck test results, the Humanities freshmen (who
are rarely exposed to the workout and sports) shown a significantly higher
degree of anxiety, frustration and rigidity than their PE counterparts. The
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numerical values obtained for the two control groups respectively are
shown below.

1. Anxiety - 7.72 and 5.79 points (p < 0.01).

2. Frustration 6.60 and 4.97 points (p < 0.05)

3. Rigidity of 9.38 and 8.47 points

On the other hand, the BA students of the Physical Education
department surpass the first group on the aggressiveness level (8.82 and
6.77 points) (p < 0.01).

It must be taken into account that along with the aspect described,
the Humanities students’ lifestyle usually lacks physical activity which the
majority of respondents confirmed in their questionnaires.

Thus, it has been revealed that the most pronounced feature of this
students group is rigidity, i. e. the poor flexibility of cognitive processes
and behavior together with low adaptability to existing (pre-modified)
conditions. In addition, a high level of anxiety indicates that they often find
themselves in a state of increased uneasiness and anxiety, especially in
those life situations that might carry a psychological threat of ending with a
trouble or failure. Their third most distinctive feature is the aggressiveness
level which characterizes the Humanities freshmen group as having low
chance to experience the inclination to attack or insult other people without
objective reasons (for example, in case of for self-defense or other people
protection).

As expected, their aggressiveness level is lower marked than one of
the athletes. This leads to the idea that students majoring in Physical
Education are more likely to be hostile towards other people, objects or
phenomena of the environment.

They also indicate lower anxiety which defines their inner stability
and strong self-controlling abilities as well as disinclination to prolonged
and severe state of anxiety (in contrast to the compared group). Finally, this
group shows the lowest levels of frustration. Athletes do not tend to indulge
in severe sadness be depressed because of failures for a long time. On such
occasions, they usually demonstrate strong will and do not stop trying to
achieve their goal.

The Prokhorov's questionnaire "Mental states of students" results of
the two groups compared are also marked by different dynamics.

In comparison with their counterparts, PE freshmen show higher
values in terms positive activity states (31.56 and 28.13 points) and
emotional states (16.90 and 14.64 points). They also surpass the first group
on positive communication states (23.18 and 21.49 points), motivation
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states (15, 31 and 13.55 points) and volition states (7.54 and 6.11 points).
In turn, the Humanities department students show higher average values of
negative motivation states (associated with a negative attitude to learning,
teachers, and others) as compared to the second group (2.26 and 1.97
points).

This research results refute the widespread prejudice about the poor
intellectual abilities the athletes assumingly possess since they even slightly
exceed the students of the Humanities department in the positive
intellectual states aspect. These data also relate to the results of a study
conducted at the Chelyabinsk State Pedagogical University[4].

Thus, the study confirmed the hypothesis that the students' mental
states depend a lot on their level of physical activity. The results for two
groups with different degrees of physical activity show that such states are
heterogeneous, and they are generally more positive considering the
Physical Education students in comparison to the Humanities department
freshmen (including positive activity, motivation, emotion and volition
states).

The data obtained allow for concluding that the mental states of
students can and should be improved during their studies at the university,
since regular physical activity contributes to the strong emotional and
mental health of young generation.

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The conditions of the pandemic have made their adjustments to the
life of the whole society, affecting the institutions of educational and
professional activities. It has been reflected in the training of military
specialists, among other things. In particular, the military institutions of
higher education more and more often have problems associated with the
appearance of frustration states among cadets.

Frustration (from Lat. frustratio — deception, disorder, plans defeat)
is considered as “a mental state expressed in the characteristic features of
ruefulness and behavior caused by objectively insurmountable
(or subjectively understood this way) difficulties that arise on the way to
achieving a goal or solving a problem”[1, p.381].

Its presence, protracted nature, and predicted consequences for future
military specialists cause certain fears due to the fact that they may lead to
an inadequate reflection of reality, the formation and reinforcement of a
distorted attitude to the world, the emergence of pathological forms of
behavior and personality traits; and at its worst-case scenario, they may
contribute to degradation that occurs because of the changes in socially
conditioned need (it becomes less mediated and conscious), hierarchical
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construction of motives, their meaning-making and disappearance of
distant motives[2].

At the same time, the specifics of modern warfare impose increased
demands on servicemen both in peacetime and at war[3]. Accordingly,
close attention is given to their psychological readiness and stability as well
as their ability to withstand destructive influences.

In this regard, among other tasks of psychologists, the most
important ones are timely identification of the reasons for frustration states
of cadets at military institutions and designation of the ways to overcome
them.

An empirical study carried out with the help of survey and
observation methods has made it possible to determine the following
reasons that cause frustration among cadets under the conditions of the
pandemic.

Firstly, it is long-term isolation from society that leads to the
increase in the socio-cultural gap between cadets and their age mates, the
weakening and loss of previous contacts, the impossibility of meeting one
of the key needs of their age category — the need for love.

Secondly, these are rueful feelings associated with the anxiety for
family members, the threat of their infection with COVID-19, the
consequences of the disease, and the possibility of death.

Thirdly, it is “showcase” of living, being under constant supervision
and control, sometimes excessive in their manifestation, the inability to
retire and be alone with oneself — with one’s thoughts and feelings.

Fourthly, it is monotony of the tasks performed, low emotional
saturation of life, need to be within the same team and obey (or not obey)
its requirements, a narrow circle of contacts.

Fifthly, these are worries about the partial or complete loss of the
meaning of the chosen profession, which cause emotional instability and a
number of other consequences.

Considering the ways of dealing with frustration states of cadets, one
should refer to the experience of previously conducted studies by Russian
psychologists that indicate the presence of a number of factors that can
enhance or weaken the adaptive capabilities of servicemen to frustration.
There are opinions that these include: psychological traumas sustained
before, physical condition, temperamental peculiarities, personal anxiety as
well as special social conditions in which they find themselves — strict
regulation of social roles, submission to a rigid hierarchy, unfailing and
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accurate obedience to orders from higher officials, constant physical and
psycho-emotional tension, the performance of combat duties, etc.[4; 5].

For example, while trying to establish the relationship between the
performance efficiency, motivational orientation, and particular features of
thinking (cognitive styles) it has been proved that certain individual
personality traits, a special motivational orientation, professional
knowledge, potential capabilities, and cognitive styles contribute to
effective professional activities and they can be considered as factors
influencing the adaptation of conscripts respectively. According to the data
obtained, it is affirmed that the idealistic professional orientation of the
military is less productive than the materialistic one. “Idealists” do not
achieve high results in military activities. They are sociable, flexible,
emotionally labile, etc., but this is not enough for productive service. At the
same time, “materialists” are more effective thanks to their personality and
thinking characteristics. They have a higher level of general intellectual
abilities, a certain set of cognitive styles (reflexive, rigid, with a high speed
of problems solving), more developed emotional and volitional stability as
well as motivation aimed at achieving high results that allow them to adapt
to the military environment better and to improve professional
competence[6].

In turn, based on understanding the personality as a foundation that
integrates all mental processes, properties, and states according to which
“mental processes of a person are manifestations of his personality. ... <...>
they do not remain only processes for a person that take place by gravity
but turn into consciously regulated actions or operations that the person
seems to master and which he directs to resolve the tasks faced by him in
life”[7, p. 512]. Taking into account the fact that “the nature of a human act
is determined by the inherent relationship of a person to a person and the
world around him that constitutes his inner content expressed in his
motives and goals”[7, p. 24], it can be assumed that the ways of
overcoming frustration states of cadets should be considered in the
direction of their personal qualities development, the formation of
constructive coping strategies, the increase in the psychological
competence of military command subjects who carry out the organization
of educational and military-political work at military institutions as well as
the partial lifting of the imposed restrictions.

This instills a healthy lifestyle from early childhood, constantly
increasing the motivation to engage in sports or fitness.

The level of personal claims is the desire to achieve the goal of the
degree of complexity to which a person considers himself capable.[1]
The relevance of this question is to identify how the level of complexity of
the physical training curriculum affects the level of motivation of learners.
This study will solve a serious question for teachers and teachers about the
requirements for students and the variety of educational tasks being solved.
Resolving this issue leads to an increase in the effectiveness of educational
programs, which indirectly affects the overall level of health of the
population of the whole country, and especially of the younger generation.
Of course, you need to take into account both the age and the category of
students in the study, so that the result is as objective as possible.
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The study was conducted on the basis of a methodology developed
by the Doctor of Psychological Sciences, Professor E.l. Kuzmina.[2]
It consists of 9 levels, which are divided into 3 categories. 1.2.3 levels of
difficulty fall into the category of "light," 4.5.6 levels fall into the category
of "medium difficulty”; 7.8.9 levels - in the category "somewhat more
complicated.” This is how the -categories of subjects should be
characterized by the complexity of educational tasks. In each level, 3 tasks
are defined. The procedure was carried out in a group of students of
approximately the same age. The subject came out in front of the group and
chose the category at will. The selected ticket indicated a physical training
task from different directions, such as: workout, athletics, weightlifting,
gymnastics, hand-to-hand combat. After the subject took the ticket, he was
given a certain time to complete the task. After completing or not fulfilling
the task, the subject took any other ticket. The claim level was fixed,
depending on the luck and failure of the task, i.e., the increase or decrease
in the difficulty level of the next ticket. In this way, you can set the claim
level in the group. The study was conducted with cadets of the Faculty of
Psychology of the Military University of the Ministry of Defense of the
Russian Federation. The author suggested that the level of claim to physical
training for cadets will be high if the leader (commander) also has a high
level of claim, that is, the rest of the cadets of the group will try to comply
with it. The study was conducted on the staff of 6 training groups. A clear
trend is seen: if the first subjects show a high level of claim, then, on
average, the group has a higher level of claim, compared to those groups in
which the first subjects showed a low level of claim, regardless of success
or failure in performing the educational task. In general, the result showed
that the claim level was higher than the average, and the most popular
category in the choice was "somewhat more complicated,” that is, 7.8.9
difficulty level. In the further questionnaire of the course, the subjects
noted that they were interested in the variety of tasks.

According to the results of studies, it can be concluded that the level
of claim depends on a number of factors, namely: the level of claim of the
group leader, the diversity and level of complexity of educational tasks. In
general, the faculty showed a high level of claim, which is confirmed by
statistical data.

Thus, a healthy lifestyle is aimed at preventing diseases and
strengthening the human body with the help of simple components - proper
nutrition, sports, abandonment of bad habits, etc. Active physical education
and sports help to get rid of excess weight, give a sense of physical well-




being, improve general well-being, increase mood, improve mental state,
help to get rid of stress and negative thoughts.

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Due to the global spread of coronavirus infection and the adoption of
restrictive measures by most countries of the world aimed at reducing the
number of diseases among the population, an increasing number of people,
including military personnel and employees serving under contract, are
being transferred to remote (shift) work mode. Under these conditions, the
influence of information resources, especially social networks, is
increasing.

A social network is an interactive multi-user website, the content of
which is filled by the network participants themselves. This is a kind of
social environment that allows a group of people united by a common
interest to communicate[1].

In modern conditions, the most vulnerable and susceptible to
information impact from social networks are military personnel serving
under contract as sergeants and soldiers, and employees of ordinary and
junior commanding officers (hereinafter referred to as "military personnel
and employees™). Mainly this category of people consists of young people
under 25, wherein, due to the specific characteristics inherent in the
individuals with unformed socio-political and social outlook, caused by the
minimum social experience of servicemen and employees and the need for
guidelines. These guidelines are values.

At the present stage of development, the moral and moral values of
military personnel and employees practically do not correspond to the basic
values of Russian society, and spiritual and cultural values occupy an
extreme place in the hierarchy. This is primarily due to the fact that military

personnel and employees compare their value system with the criteria of
life success[2]. The basic incentive for the modern generation of military
personnel and employees is increasingly the maximum material well-being
combined with indifference to any ideals and a cynical attitude to life.

All this creates prerequisites for the inclusion of military personnel
and employees in various informal organizations, associations, social
groups that promote or engage in opposition, and in some cases, terrorist,
extremist activities for the purpose of rapid material enrichment. At the
same time, modern social networks often promote the concepts of freedom,
independence, and tolerance, linking these concepts with modern armed
conflicts and social contradictions in various states, interpreting them in a
peculiar, distorted form, distributed by pro-Western media and not
corresponding to the concepts and values of Russian society.

Given that the modern generation of military personnel and
employees actively uses social networks, both for communication and for
obtaining information about various aspects of the life of society and the
state, we can say with confidence that social networks have a significant
impact on the formation of their motivational and value orientations.

It should be noted that members represent the category of personnel
that is directly involved in the protection of public order and public
security, the protection of important state objects, perform other tasks that
support stability and the rule of law in the country that makes them special
moral and ethical requirements[3]. Events occurring both on the territory of
the Russian Federation and abroad, associated with the presence of a large
number of internal contradictions, increased rally activity, and the constant
activity of destructive forces, show the need for information protection of
personnel from negative information impact[4].

In 2019, the country's leadership took measures to restrict the use of
mobile devices in connection with expanded multimedia functions,
including access to the Internet, during the performance of official duties
by Rosgvardiya military personnel[5]. This measure has significantly
reduced the impact of social networks on military personnel and employees
by minimizing their time spent on the Internet, but in the context of the
pandemic and the transfer of personnel to remote (shift) mode of operation
it does not fulfill its function. All this requires special attention on the part
of managers, officers-educators, direct commanders and superiors when
planning and conducting military-political activities aimed at protecting
personnel from negative information and psychological impact through
social networks.
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Thus, social networks have a significant negative impact on the
motivational and value orientations of military personnel, employees, they
are firmly in use and are actively used by special services of various states
as a way to change public consciousness. Under the influence of social
networks, military personnel and employees who have not fully formed
basic moral and value guidelines may prioritize personal interests, while
simultaneously forming an indifferent attitude to the Military oath, society,
family, and the performance of their official duties.

Based on the above, officials of divisions, departments of military
units, territorial administrations need to step up work with personnel.
This work should be aimed at maintaining high moral, political and
psychological qualities of military personnel and employees of the Russian
Guard, as well as forming state-legal, moral, motivational and value
orientations necessary for effective performance of the tasks assigned to
them by the personnel.

It aggravates the situation the fact that
people face the above symptoms, but they don’t ask a counselor for help.

The main goal of the state is to improve the citizens’ emotional and
the psychological state, so that people can further cope with complex
challenges that are beyond the control of a person, such as the death of a
loved one, a global financial crisis, natural disasters, etc. It will be easier
for the society to cope the effects in case of right moral psychological
preparation by the state’s side and will decrease risk of occurrence
psychological disorders among the population and should lead to society’s
development.

According to the statistics by World Population Review, Ukraine is
ranked at the 1st place among the countries with depression spread.
6.3 percent of country’s population suffer from severe depression.
Ukrainian authorities examine and develop projects in order to combat the
population's depression which is based on Swiss method. The project aims
on teaching the doctors and supporting psychological state among the
citizens. Exacerbated psychological states often can lead to serious effects
and even to suicide.

The organization The Nippon Foundation develop miscellaneous
projects in order to prevent acts of suicide among Japan's population.
According to the stats of Statista[4] since 2010 the Japan’s suicide rate has
much downgraded for the last 10 years.

From this we can conclude that developing projects and holding
events among population in order of increasing emotional and
psychological state, can significantly increase stress-resistant among
citizens.

To understand what psychological disorder begins with examine
several examples. Emotional and Psychological state of person forms from
early childhood. One unforeseen event may radically change child’s life
and affect his future. Different types of traumatic events can effect on
people differently. According to international organization of children
protection D2L 90 percent of criminals convicted of sexual misconduct
against children were themselves sexually abused by adults. From that it
can be concluded that children psychological traumas often affect person's
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the further emotional and psychological state. To prevent various types of
trauma in children, first of all should be considered parenting and control.

Consider the methods are being taken by people who had already
have psychological trauma and how they cope with them. Helpguide[6]
states that in cases of post-traumatic stress, person must eliminating the
cause, communicate with society and visit a counselor. In the most difficult
cases, may be required many years of psychological counseling.

From all of the above, it should be concluded that to form a society
with improved emotional and psychological state, first of all is to develop a
help project in order to eliminate the problem and prevent the mechanisms
of psychological disorder emergences among the population. Introduction
of counselors in various state institutions for free consultations, anonymous
hotline consultation for all citizens. Introduction of various non-educational
lectures nationwide or online. According to online wonderzine[7], the
Russian Federation is also combat the psychological problems among
citizens, but those attempts lead no result.

Currently, servicemen continue to actively participate in counter-
terrorism operations and in hostilities deployed in armed conflict zones in
various regions, the so-called "hot spots". This applies to the greatest extent
to the participants in local wars in Afghanistan, and on the territory of the
North Caucasian and South Caucasian regions of Russia, and now also to
the participants in the war in Syria. Any wars leave behind not only
destruction and death, they pose a number of serious problems associated
with the psychological status of military personnel who participated in
these wars, continuing to influence them even after the return of these
people to a peaceful life. Therefore, in our time, the need for a moral and
psychological readaptation of the individual to the consequences of
hostilities remains relevant. Servicemen returning to civilian life need
assistance in adaptation at the socio-psychological level. While in a war
zone, even experienced military personnel are under constant stress. This is
the feeling of a threat to life (biological fear of death, injury, pain,
disability), psycho-emotional stress associated with death in front of
comrades, or with the need to Kill a person, even an enemy, plus
uncertainty, lack of adequate sleep, unusual climate, and even
the terrain[1].

One of the main areas of work of a military psychologist is medical,
psychological and social support for military personnel who participated in
hostilities. Socio-psychological readaptation presupposes an organized
psychological "return™ of servicemen to conditions of peaceful life[2].

For a military psychologist, the main, initial strategic tasks in this
direction are:

1. reconstruction of the value-orientational system of the combatants
themselves.

2. creation of an adaptive social environment around them[2].

Let us consider in more detail the first task of socio-psychological
adaptation.

Initially, help is shown in caring and compassion. You should show
maximum interest in the experiences of this category of military personnel.
It is recommended to analyze and positively evaluate the contribution of
each of them to the solution of combat missions. Individual conversations
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should be conducted, allowing them to express all the painful. Then you
need to convince them that these are temporary experiences that are
inherent in everyone who has been in a combat situation[3]. It is necessary
that they feel that they are understood, you are always ready to help them,
so that they gain confidence in comradely support.

The next important step in the readaptation of servicemen should be
measures that allow them to feel that the acquired combat experience
carries very important positive consequences in peaceful life. For example,
there appears a reassessment of their own life, their relationships with the
loved ones, and a new understanding of the concept of military
brotherhood[2]. Furthermore, you must not allow these servicemen to have
a feeling of loneliness, since this stage is fraught with suicidal attempts in
those who are more susceptible to psycho-traumatic effects. Another
problem for combatants may be the appearance of cravings for alcohol and
drugs. To avoid this, you need to involve them in some interesting
activities, give feasible physical activity, and organize their leisure time
well. If, nevertheless, this happens, then you should convince the military
that this is not an option. For successful readaptation, at this stage, it is
necessary to actively carry out psychophysiological examinations, medical
examinations, psychodiagnostics, socio-psychological trainings and
psychotherapy, measures for psychoregulation and psychocorrection[4].

The second, no less important task of social and psychological
readaptation is the creation of a readapting social environment. It is
necessary to prepare, first of all, those who meet, for the specifics of the
manifestation of the psyche of veterans, to teach them the simplest methods
of providing psychological assistance and support[1]. The ground must be
prepared to re-establish the relationship between the servicemen and their
former colleagues and friends. You should organize their active
involvement in the cultural and leisure life of the garrison. It is necessary to
constantly be interested in the mental state of the returnees, and to correct it
in a timely manner. The attitude of colleagues, commanders, and family
members towards them should in every way contribute to the relaxation of
the accumulated mental stress, and the prevention of additional
psychotraumatization[3].

Creating a readapting environment includes: 1) a worthy
meeting of servicemen who arrived from the zone of military conflicts, for
example, with the ritual of carrying the banner and with the organization of
a solemn meeting; 2) official recognition of the importance of their military
merits. This must be done even when they are performing their military
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duty. The successful performance of their combat missions, the feats they
accomplished, examples of their courage and determination should be
widely promoted; 3) involving veterans in active social activities;
4) an understanding of their special relationship to the fighting
brotherhood, for example, at the initial stage of readaptation, to leave the
control levers in the hands of their military commanders; 5) delicate
resolution of interpersonal conflicts that may arise between veterans and
“civilians", in their understanding, the military, from this part, who were
not in the combat zone; 6) individual and family psychological counseling,
in order to create the best "climate" in family relations for a returned
soldier.

In the process of carrying out socio-psychological readaptation,
and for the effective implementation of its strategic tasks, commanders and
military psychologists should:

1. understand that the work should be planned, purposeful, and
phased. It is necessary to skillfully use all the known techniques used in
such cases.

2. Thoroughly study the individual psychological characteristics of
the readapted serviceman, in order to establish good contact and trusting
relationships with him, since his attitude and desire to actively participate
in this process is the key to success.

3. Competently navigate the legal framework, which defines and
regulates the rights and benefits of servicemen who have been to "hot
spots".

4. Contacts should be established with organizations that deal with
war veterans. Their experience can help with the readaptation process.

5. It is desirable, even at the beginning of work, to present the
process of readaptation successfully completed, as a consequence of their
professional accomplishments.  Patience, tact, persistence, and even
inventiveness should be shown to understand that even if a very difficult
problem arises, you can always show professionalism in finding your own
non-standard way of solving it.

Thus, only the competent formulation and implementation of the
strategic tasks described above will help the military psychologist to
effectively carry out the necessary process of socio-psychological
readaptation of military personnel who participated in the fighting.

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Nowadays 90,000 women serve in the Armed Forces of the Russian
Federation, making up about 15% of the total number of military personnel.
Women have proven capable of competing with men in many professions:
financiers, lawyers, interpreters, political officers and military doctors,
among others.

The phenomenon of female “"encroachment” upon the army has a
debatable impact on society. There are two opposing viewpoints on this
issue. Some people are adherents of the theory that the male prototype of
activity has to in today's society, despite the fact that the influx of women
into the army should have changed this stereotype. Others believe that the
female presence in the military is beneficial to morale setting and gives
peace of mind to men's activities and, as a result, is beneficial for society.

Regardless of public opinion, women's military service faces a lot of
challenges. These have arisen because of prejudiced attitude of women’s
service in the armed forces, the physiological characteristics of the female
body, and male dominance in teams. There are several sets of difficulties
for servicewomen that cannot but affect the process of adaptation to
military service[1]:

1) problems in military service organizational structure;

2) career development problems;

3) sexual abuse problems.

Military service organizational problems are predetermined by the
peculiarities of military service. In most cases, the conditions for high
quality military duties performance is not provided for servicewomen.
Not enough attention is paid to physiological peculiarities of a woman's
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body, creation of appropriate working conditions, satisfaction of hygienic
and everyday needs. To a greater extent, these problems concern enlisted
women serving under contract. With regard to female military personnel
serving and studying in military higher education institutions, the most
favourable conditions have been created in order to enhance the prestige of
the military education institution and prevent an economic crisis and loss of
social status.

The problem of career development covers a large part of the female
component of the national army. Because of the need for qualified
personnel, the reduction in the number of male personnel on health
grounds, women are filling the vacuum in the lower ranks of the army,
doing so called "men's work", which provokes negative emotions among
men. This phenomenon is a prerequisite for a number of discriminatory
actions on the part of men. As a result, gender distributions within military
collectives follow the principle: where there is more power, there are fewer
women (similar to the logic: "If a woman is on the ship, there will be
trouble™). The very existence of a female commander affects male ego and,
as a consequence, triggers a process of unreasonable demotion of women's
intellectual and physical potential on the part of the stronger sex. However,
theoretically, men allow a woman to occupy a managerial position, making
inflated requirements for her professional qualities and even for her
appearance. In opposition to the widespread prejudice of the male part of
the population, we can quote A. Bebel who said that "if we talk about the
equality of all people, it is absurd to exclude half of the human race
from it".

In highlighting this issue, it is also useful to touch upon the issue of
education of female military personnel. Although most servicewomen have
a higher or secondary vocational education, this is often inadequate for
their position and, as a result, women are not able to realize their full
potential and achieve their desirable goals. The factors that hamper the
career development of both female military personnel and civilian women
are the same: the burden of family and domestic chores, and the
interruption of carrying out official responsibilities in case of maternity and
childcare leave upon the attainment of the age of 3. The most serious
obstacle to take up a desired position is the conservative patriarchal
stereotype of public consciousness. "It is not a woman's business to serve in
the army", "Her place is in the kitchen with the children". People consider
the professional servicewomen’s achievements as pathological ones and an
adequate woman in the military environment as an abnormal woman.
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Since the majority hold onto this view, it proves once again that officers
need special training to help them eliminate the contradictions between
men and women in the military team and look at things objectively and
more liberally.

The problem of sexual violence is one of the negative factors for
female service personnel. A considerable part of female personnel has
faced this type of violence being in service, namely, about 15% according
to F.A. Gabueva's study ("Psychophysical prediction of military-
professional adaptation of female servicemen”)[2]. The reason for high
percentage is the fact that sexual dishonoring is one of the common
situations when a woman decides to join the army, the military collective in
many military training institutions. This indicates that girls risk developing
serious psychological trauma already at a young age. Moreover, after
returning from "hot" spots every third woman reports sexual trauma, which
subsequently leads to post-traumatic psychological disorder.

Thus, taking into account all of the above, we can conclude that the
problem remains as urgent as ever, because to this day, the work on the
adaptation of female servicemen is inefficiently and chaotically organized.
Now our state is repeating the path passed by other countries, therefore, for
the harmonious integration of the act of feminization of military service
into the everyday life of our country, it is necessary to adopt foreign
experience.

In the context of modern trends in the displacement of military
dangers and threats in the information space, it becomes relevant to carry
out competent ideologically based activities. This work is carried out in the
armed forces by commanders, command posts, and military-political bodies
in order to strengthen the protection of the traditional values of our society
and the importance of the spiritual unity of society in the difficult
conditions of global instability.

The system of propaganda of troops in the USSR, based on the
political ideology of communism, and after the events of 1991 remained
without theoretical grounds. From the moment of the disintegration of the
Soviet Union as a state to the modern political image of the Russian
Federation, the coordination of work with personnel in general and the
direction of propaganda practice in particular in the Armed Forces
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underwent periodic reorganization due to changes in the specifics of the
tasks being solved.

The need to publish a regulatory framework on the problem of
propaganda activities as the main direction of influence on personnel in the
new realities is reflected in the Order of the Minister of Defense No. 226 of
1995[1]. This document provides a general overview of the measures of
information support for troops in the framework of educational work,
without a specific algorithm, as a rule, based at best on the experience of
former "political workers", at worst-on the personal perception of the
commanders about the methodology of its implementation. Information
support of the troops as an element of the system of support work of the
Armed Forces of the Russian Federation lasted until 2004.

Due to the fact that the Armed Forces of the Russian Federation
began active reform in the early 2000s, there is a need for new approaches
to the implementation of the program. Since 2004, a number of orders have
been issued[2],[3] regulating propaganda within the framework of the
organization of work with personnel. These documents already present a
more systematic mechanism for implementing means and forms of
influence on the personnel of the Armed Forces of the Russian Federation
in order to form and maintain a high moral, political and psychological
state of the personnel.

But, like propaganda activities, the conditions for new security
challenges for the Russian state tend to develop. Such a" fruitful” condition
of the 21st century has become an actively developing information
environment. At the legislative level, as a reaction to the current situation,
the "Information Security Doctrine of the Russian Federation" was
published. It performs the function of control on the scale of the state,
representing a system of official views on ensuring security in the
information sphere[4].

In the Armed Forces of the Russian Federation, thanks to the
accumulated experience, in response to the changed conditions of the
struggle, a new structure was created, the system of military and political
work was reorganized and also, as a result of it, the direction of military
and political propaganda and agitation.

At the moment military and political propaganda and agitation is a
system of targeted and coordinated activities carried out by the command
of all degrees, military and political bodies, military mass media for:

- military and political orientation of the personnel, timely
communication of the decisions of the country's leadership, information
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about the military and political situation and the tasks received;

- communicating the decisions taken by the state authorities in order
to fulfill the tasks of the Armed Forces;

- representation of actions in the field of defense of their troops
(forces) in the interests of forming the necessary level of moral, political
and psychological state among military personnel and civilian personnel of
the Armed Forces on the basis of socially significant beliefs, asserting in
their knowledge and behavior the ideas of patriotism and high spiritual
needs;

- protection from negative information and psychological impact[5].

Military-political propaganda and agitation in the face of new
challenges to the security of the Russian Federation was tested in the
implementation of the" international duty” in the Syrian Arab Republic,
where the importance and necessity of high-quality implementation of this
work was proved. This area of military and political work was aimed at
explaining the decision of the Federation Council of the Russian Federation
to use the Russian Aerospace Forces against terrorist groups in Syria at the
request of the President of that country, Bashar al-Assad. In a relatively
short time, the work was quickly organized both on propaganda influence
and on the protection of troops from the enemy's influence. In its essence, it
was military and political propaganda and agitation, reformed from
information and propaganda work in 2019 with the release of the
corresponding order[5], as indicated earlier.

Summing up, it should be noted that such a direction of military and
political work as military and political propaganda and agitation has been
developed for a long time and occupies an important place in the general
system. The name has changed, the awareness of the importance of this
direction has changed, but the current situation demonstrates the need to
engage in propaganda activities in any conditions not only in the armed
forces, but also across the state.

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The experience of Russian military history says that the decisive
victory factor was the fierce spirit of fighters. Supreme Commander-in-
Chief of the Armed Forces of the Russian Federation, Vladimir Putin
believes that the utmost attention should be paid to the personnel
education."At all times the high officers and soldiers morale was the
honorable core of the Russian army. These traditions should be revived and
actively developed today", he noted at the government meeting on the
Army and Navy rearmament[1l]. However, the present feeling of
ideological emptiness and the lack of ideology make it difficult to
determine the nature of the ancient path and our present place in the
historical space. The problem also lies in the fact that to the modern
younger generation author’s cinema on the novel basis seems to be a more
attractive source of social information than Russian classical literature[2].
We believe that a person receives the national past experience accumulated
over centuries through literature, a unique socio-historical and cultural
information bearer. To believe that this experience is inapplicable in
modern conditions is to give up belonging to one's own culture. As a
contrast to modern pseudo-historical novel projects the authors decided to
draw attention to the literary word of N.V. Gogol and his impact on a
contemporary.

From our point of view, it is relevant to study the psychological
portrait of the main character of the historical story N.V. Gogol's "Taras
Bulba". In writer's words it is a powerful character, "an extraordinary
phenomenon of Russian might[3]". Its uniqueness lies in the personal
appeal to everyone who picks up a book and the opportunity to feel like
his contemporary. The story was written in 1835 when N.V. Gogol was an
adjunct professor at St. Petersburg University and seriously engaged in
history. He described the events of the XV-XVI centuries before Russian
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and Ukrainian reunification when the local population was oppressed by
numerous enemies. Describing his hero, Nikolai Vasilyevich noted that “it
was one of those figures that could arise only in the difficult XV th century
...”[3] Taras is not characterized by hesitation. He always sees the goal and
considers the impeccable service to his country. It was there that his
courage and fearlessness took root. Gogol's patriot is one who is ready to
give everything for the patriotic struggle cause. All physical and mental
strength of Taras is supported by this feeling. Special emphasis is placed on
the character’s membership in the Orthodox Church. The bearers of
Orthodoxy are presented as defenders of the country and brave warriors.
The last minutes of Taras Bulba's life are full of heroism and love for his
people. He does not think that he will die soon a painful death.
The Cossack seeks to help out comrades in trouble. Taras is confident that
they will continue the work thathe gives his life for. At the stake the
warrior delivers a speech imbued with love for the Russian land, anger and
contempt for enemies: “Farewell, comrades,” he shouted to them. - So, you
got me, the damn Poles! Do you think there is anything in the world that
the Cossack would be afraid of? Wait, the time will come,... you will learn
what the Russian Orthodox faith is! And already the fire was rising over ...
But are there such fires, torments and such a force in the world that would
overpower the Russian force. ..”[3] It should be noted that reading the story
of N.V. Gogol where such concepts as honor, courage, patriotism, loyalty,
faith are described with talent and truth, a soldier learns his great ancestor
experience. We dare to assume that Gogol's story can be attributed to a
mandatory reading in the Army along with "The Science of Victory" by
A.V. Suvorov. Therefore, let us turn to the moral and psychological
foundations of general's science of winning. The first condition for victory
is to minimize a person's death fear. On the other hand, death is not terrible
if you die for the Faith, for the Empress, for the Fatherland, for the highest
moral ideals. The commander tried to convince the servicemen that the
victory, as a rule, is won by those with the stronger faith. Until 1702 the
Russian Army went into battle with the Savior on a huge red banner. The
Russians defeated the Mongols in Kulikovo Battle (1380), took Kazan
(1552) and made campaigns to the Crimea in 1687-1689 with it. The tactics
adopted by the Russian Army in the 18th century in many respects relied
on the mentality of Russians. It was predominantly offensive in nature.
It demanded spiritual uplift from combatants. In European armies where
morally and psychologically weak mercenaries were used, line combat
tactics prevailed. For commanders it was easier to follow soldier actions in
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battle because they were completely unprepared to sacrifice their lives for
the foreign homeland prosperity[4]. Colonel-General Omelichev,
considering the factors affecting the current moral and psychological
Russian serviceman condition believes that morale is a specific state of
public consciousness characterized by the ability and willingness of
personnel to achieve the goals and objectives set at maximum tension of
spiritual and physical strength. But being objective, the general thinks that
in recent years a number of factors that negatively affect the morale of the
army have increased. In the new realities the concept devaluation of
military duty, honor and dignity is taking place and the mood of military
service futility is often manifested[5].

Based on the foregoing, it should be noted that a Russian modern
serviceman in his daily life should feel like a thousand-year cultural and
historical tradition successor. At all times it is necessary for him to
understand Russian civilization historical significance and his personal
involvement in it. We conclude that in order to achieve the educational
goals it is necessary to pay attention to the formation of a conscious soldier
attitude to his military duty fulfillment relying on the highest spiritual and
moral social foundations, and on Russian classical literature containing a
moral element, in our case, an immortal writer's piercingly patriotic story.
At the present stage it seems to have changed its genre and passed into the
category of textbooks on raising the military personnel morale.

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The current transformation of socio-political systems and processes
taking place in the Russian Federation over the past 20 years has a negative
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impact on the state of Russian society, giving rise to various crisis
phenomena among young people in the form of extremism and terrorism.

In order to ensure State and public security in the Russian
Federation, plans and strategies are being implemented that represent a
comprehensive and coordinated solution to urgent problems to reduce the
level of crime and illegal actions among citizens. One of the really working
strategies is a system for identifying and suppressing counteraction to the
activities of extremist and terrorist actors, as well as a system of
professional training of personnel in the field of ensuring state and public
security[1, P.4.]. Thus, in order to improve the quality of ensuring the
security of the individual, society and the state from criminal and other
encroachments, a new state military organization was created in 2016 — the
Federal Service of the National Guard of the Russian Federation
(hereinafter- Russian National Guard), which priority task is to participate
in the fight against extremism and terrorism[2, P.2.].

Based on the achievements of modern domestic and foreign research
in the field of studying the phenomenon of extremism from the point of
view of its philosophical, social, legal and pedagogical aspects, we
understand by "anti-extremist activity" the activities of state authorities at
the federal and municipal levels to identify, suppress and eliminate the
causes and conditions that contribute to the manifestations of extremism
among individuals, legal entities, public and religious associations and
organizations[3, P.32.].

As we know, any activity is a form of activity of an individual,
driven by need, that is, a state of need in certain conditions of normal
functioning, and involves a set of actions to achieve the goal. Based on the
subject of our research, anti-extremist activity includes: the motives,
methods and techniques of carrying out this activity, the goal and the result.

The result of anti-extremist activities is a state of law and order that
makes it possible to predict, detect and stop attempts at extremist activities
in a timely manner, as well as to create conditions to prevent the recurrence
of extremist crimes.

The goal of anti-extremist activities is to achieve a high level of legal
awareness, law and order and the rule of law of citizens, based on the
preservation of the harmonious development of society and the state, the
consolidation of efforts on the ideas of patriotism, humanity, peace and
harmony.

Methods and techniques are a set of methods and means to achieve
the goals of anti-extremist activities, including preventive measures
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(prevention) — coordination with civil society institutions; service and
combat activities (suppression) — detection and investigation of crimes of
extremism; elimination of the consequences of extremism (minimization) —
interaction with authorities, the media, public organizations and
associations[3, P.27].

The motives of anti-extremist activity are the internal motivating
forces of the serviceman and the employee of Russian National Guard,
contributing to the implementation of the law enforcement function. The
motives can be both personal and social. The basis of any motivation of a
person is a formed system of values, which is the basis, goal and means of
social development of the individual, able to meet his material and spiritual
needs.

That is, the value of the anti-extremist activity of a serviceman and
an employee of the Russian Guard is not the sphere of needs without which
society cannot exist, not what corresponds to the interests of society — its
material benefits, but what, in the opinion of an employee of the law
enforcement forces, corresponds to the purpose and purpose of him as a
fighter against extremism, associated with his dignity and honor, conscious
choice, as a manifestation of an act of self-affirmation and personal
freedom[4, P. 26].

In the general sense, the value system is a set of opinions about the
guidelines, ideals and social attitudes that are vital for the individual,
society and the state. Based on the presented definition, we understand the
value system of anti-extremist activities as a set of interrelated moral,
moral-volitional, professional-ethical beliefs of the individual, aimed at
interpersonal, interethnic and interreligious dialogue for the harmonious
development of society and the state.

Based on the above, the following system of values of anti-extremist
activities is formed:

1) Target values (public recognition, public benefit, protection of the
interests of society and the state);

2) Instrumental and normative (equality, justice, law, independence,
tolerance, etc.);

3) Instrumental-functional (honesty, honor, duty, diligence,
responsibility, dignity, self-control, etc.);

4) Universal (life, freedom, law, independence).

Thus, the purposeful and systematic work of Russian National Guard
Troops officials on the formation of a system of values in the general
system of educational work, including targeted, instrumental-normative,
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instrumental-functional and universal values, will contribute to anti-
extremist activities among employees and military personnel, in military
and service collectives.

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Historically, the Russian people had to fight for centuries against
foreign invaders for their national existence. One of the best achievements
of the past is the developed code of morality in the Russian army-the basis
of the moral image of an officer. We are talking, first of all, about such
enduring values as honor and military duty, the system of education of

these excellent qualities in Russian officers. A great contribution to the
creation of the system of education of high moral and professional qualities
of the Russian officer was made by the great Russian commander
Generalissimo A.V. Suvorov. He demanded from them both "noble
behavior and full knowledge of the service", as well as that they should be
an example to their subordinates in everything. At the present stage, the
system of education of these qualities has not only been preserved, but also
multiplied.

Speaking about A.V. Suvorov, it should be noted that he paid great
attention to the fight against incompetence, as he said, with
"non-knowledge”. To this word, the commander attributed all cases of
confusion, indecision, fuss, from whatever reasons they did not occur.
"There is much, much trouble,” he said, "from a non — recognizer."[1]
Suvorov considered the high combat training of officers to be the most
important means of strengthening the morale of the troops.

A.V. Suvorov characterized the ideal of the Russian officer as
follows: "Very bold, but without passion, quick without rashness, active
without frivolity, subordinate without humiliation, easy without guile, firm
without stubbornness, thorough without pedantry, pleasant without
frivolity, benevolent without guile, insightful without simplicity (stupidity),
friendly without circumlocution, helpful without greed[2]".

As for the moral and professional qualities of a modern Russian
officer, they are boundless love for the Motherland, loyalty to the oath, the
Battle Banner, high discipline and general culture, respect for subordinates,
understanding of duty, and a deep sense of camaraderie. And this is only a
small part of what was passed down from generation to generation in the
officer environment, which has always protected and saved Russia from
numerous troubles and shocks.

As an example, we should mention the officers who, with their
professionalism, courage and competent leadership of their subordinates,
embody loyalty to the traditions of the Russian officer corps.

Colonel-General Anatoly Romanov in 1995 became the commander
of the internal troops of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Russia and was
appointed commander of the joint group of federal troops on the territory of
the Chechen Republic. His colleagues described him as an officer with a
special tact, who possessed exceptional decency, not allowing a disdainful
attitude either to himself or to his subordinates. It was never harsh, but it
was never soft either. He was distinguished by an iron firmness in
management, the ability to finish any business started, a unique ability to
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organize people so that each of them not only knew the purpose of a
particular task, but also understood their human and professional
responsibility for its implementation” [3]. On October 6, 1995, as a result
of a terrorist attack, Colonel-General Romanov was seriously injured.
But even now, being bedridden, he continues to be the officer that his
colleagues and family knew him to be-unyielding and unbroken.

Police Lieutenant Magomed Nurbagandov, being captured by the
militants, under threat of death, called on all his colleagues to " Work,
brothers!". Thus, he proved that the most important thing for an officer is
his honor and loyalty to his duty. President of the Russian Federation
Vladimir Putin at a meeting with the parents of the policeman, presenting
them with the star of the Hero of the Russian Federation, called him "a real
hero, a real man who, under the threat of death, remained faithful to his
oath, duty and his people"[4].

At the training ground in the city of Lesnoy during the exercises, the
commander of the regiment, Colonel Serik Sultangabiyev, when a RGD-5
grenade fell out of the sergeant's hands, without a moment's hesitation,
pushed him away and covered him from the explosion, receiving multiple
injuries. However, everyone who knows Sultangabiyev believes that he
closed the grenade not because of the fact that it is prescribed by some
documents, but because the life of a soldier is the most important thing for
him[5]. And as a true officer, despite the multiple injuries he received, he is
still in the ranks, actively participating in the military-patriotic education of
young people and military personnel.

The modern officer continues the glorious traditions of the Russian
officer corps. He has all the qualities that have been instilled in those who
led soldiers into battle over the centuries. "They devote their lives to the
defense of the Motherland, and this is their ideals, honor and main
values"[6].

Thousands of officers were awarded the highest state awards,
including posthumously. Every day, regardless of time, despite the most
difficult conditions and the risk to life, they perform their military duty,
train and educate their subordinates, fight terrorism, protect public order
and protect the constitutional order and independence of the state, thus
preserving the continuity of generations.

In the modern world, there are quite a few global problems, and one
of them is high crime. One of the ways to prevent it should be a profiling
system.

"Profiling" is a system of psychological techniques and methods that
allow you to predict a person's behavior based on the study of the most
significant characteristics of verbal and nonverbal behavior, as well as on
the analysis of signs of appearance[1].

The foundation of the study of personality in "profiling” is two

components:
1) character, its types, development processes, etc.
2) verification information (lie detection)

In psychology, the method of "profiling" is based on the study of
emotions, verbal and nonverbal behavior, and the psychology of deception.
The greatest contribution to the development of this direction was made by
such scientists-psychologists as P. Ekman; D. Morris; D. Navarro;
G. Duchene.

For the first time, "profiling" was widely used in the field of aviation
security in Israel, in the late 70s, by the airline EI-Al. The purpose of this
procedure was to identify potentially dangerous passengers who may be
involved in illegal activities, and in particular terrorist activities.

According to experts, profiling makes it possible to obtain the most
objective information about the potential danger of the subject and can be
effectively used as preventive measures to identify illegal intentions at the
border[2].

In our opinion, based on the existing service and combat experience
in the border service of the Federal Security Service of Russia, the
"profiling" system should be used most effectively in passport control.




Everyone knows that people who cross the state border and have
criminal intentions, the line of behavior is different from ordinary citizens.
This is due to the peculiarities of the psychology of the behavior of such
persons at the checkpoint and the manifestation of their characteristic
psychophysiological reactions during the passport control procedure.
In fact, there are practically no employees of the Border Service of the
Federal Security Service of Russia who are engaged in the passage of
persons across the state border and are versed in behavioral psychology, but
they also do not have systematic training in the ability to identify possible
illegal intentions of persons crossing the state border on certain grounds.

In order to ensure high-quality security, it is advisable to use not only
classical methods of border control, operational search activities, technical
means of video surveillance, but also modern psychological methods, such
as profiling, which is used to identify persons with illegal intentions.

Identification of possible criminals is carried out using methods that
consist in a comprehensive study of significant factors such as: appearance,
human behavior, as well as the identification of potentially threatening
situations[3].

One of the ways to achieve the guarantee of the security of the
individual and the state is the system of "profiling", as it can exclude an
illegal act by identifying external signs of potentially dangerous persons at
the initial stage (passing the passport control procedure when entering the
country).

"Profiling", according to the identified signs, allows you to classify
the potential danger of a person and refer him to a certain type of violators
of the state border, depending on the presence or absence of signs
indicating possible illegal actions.

"Profiling" also acts as a set of socio-psychological methods of
"reading people”, allowing the controller in express mode, in conditions of
a minimum of data and time, a minimum of resources and methods to
"count" the personal characteristics and true intentions of a person
following across the border, to reliably predict his behavior.

Thus, summing up the above, it confirms the need for the widest and
most in-depth study of "profiling" in the activities of the Border Service of
the Federal Security Service of Russia and the inclusion of this area of
psychology in the system of training personnel who perform the duties of
passing persons across the state border of the Russian Federation, in order
to prevent illegal crossing of the state border of the Russian Federation.

According to the assumption that social regulation of human
behaviour can have a negative impact on people with deviations if society
(public institution; the environment where an individual is situated)
considers those deviations as negative when, in fact, they can have
progressive and beneficial consequences for the individual in particular and
for the social system in general. The process of moral reference points and
social values shifting among young people in general can be observed in
recent times. The mood of young people is expressed in a simple statement
by Viadimir Mayakovsky, a Silver Age poet: "l place 'nihil' over everything
that has been done"[1]. Such nihilism, a sentiment in people's minds, is
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certainly at odds with social norms and thus affects behaviour and is likely
to be a deviation.

In order to analyze the abovelisted tendencies as well as to study the
possibility of moral-psychological adaptation of cadets in their first year at
the Military University of the Ministry of Defence of the Russian
Federation, a survey was conducted based on the provisions elaborated by
Erich Fromm[3]. The classification of deviance is not the first branch of the
social division into socially positive and negative subjects. But a
classification based on an individual's capacity for self-actualization and
authenticity is more important. Good conformity is often achieved only by
denying one's personality and trying to become more or less similar to the
required image from his/her point of view risking lose his/her entire
individuality and spontaneity. And vice versa: the neurotic may be
characterized as one who has not given up the struggle for his own
identity[2, p. 167].

The purpose of this study is to examine the social regulation effects
on the moral and psychological state of a person. Some issues are aimed to
identify tension, moral pressure, and apathy which indicates a defensive
reaction of the body and the presence of significant problems. The others
are aimed at identifying cadets' satisfaction with their lives now and the
relevance of the demands made to their internal attitudes and world view.
Thus, if answers to the questions revealing cadets' internal and external
self-perceptions contradict each other, the conclusion can be drawn that
there is an internal contradiction in the individual. To Chernyshevsky's
question, "What is to be done?", respondents can answer whether they
agree to accept the absence or lack of conditions to achieve authenticity and
find inner freedom, to move from "freedom from" to “freedom for" and to
comprehend the supreme value of life, to achieve maximum development
and happiness.

As a result, the study has shown how social regulation influences
both a freshman cadet's state in particular, and a person's one in general,
and the stability of the social microsystem, which has provoked the
appearance of "psychology of deviant behaviour™ science according to
E. Fromm. Some respondents realise that they are not in their environment.
They confess that they do not belong where they are and feel moral tension.
More likely the problem lies in the internal contradiction between the
person's outlook and the requirements of their environment. Another part
belongs to the group of people who are dissatisfied with their lives and
assess their behaviour as deviant. It proves they are likely to feel some
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social pressure aimed at making them 'normal’, which makes them aware of
their 'wrongness'. (However, the question is whether we should take
"normality” as a measure in terms of social task performance[3]. It is
appropriate to consider "normality” in terms of the happiness and
well-being of the person). The number of cadets who classify their
behaviour as deviant is several times higher than the statistics for deviant
individuals in other groups. This proves the fact that these servicepersons
are out of their place, and deviant behavioural psychologists’ manipulation
to make them "normal” is likely only to aggravate the situation.

In order to maintain the stability of the social microsystem, they
need, at least, a personality's foundation core, on which the psychologist
will form the ‘true philosophy of life' and fine-tune feelings and
perceptions. However, cadets in this category have only two options: to
renounce completely their own personality in order to adjust, adapt to the
environment (which may cost them their fullness of life); or to leave this
social institution to find their place to retain their identity and their
individuality. Thus, we can conclude that psychologists cannot be allowed
to apply the impact of deviant behaviour to all categories of people without
exception. Therefore, an approach to the analysis of deviance and low
social value of an individual when he or she is unable to perform socially
significant tasks requires that the norms of the social group or institution,
on the basis of which one concludes about deviant behaviour in general,
must be taken into account. The suggestion for solving this problem is that
in order to achieve positive consequences not only for the individual, but
also for the stability of the entire social system, a deeper analysis, a
comprehensive assessment of the characteristic features and a
comprehensive analysis of the individual's perception is necessary.

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In modern study, the problem of legal awareness is relevant in
relation to student youth. It is the students of higher educational institutions
that constitute the basis of the future legal society of any state. Lack of
legal knowledge and inability to do it give rise to a decrease in the
effectiveness of the culture of the individual, which leads to adverse
consequences. For this reason, it is very important to develop the legal
consciousness of modern students, regardless of their specialization.

The problem of the formation of the legal consciousness of young
people has been insufficiently studied, in connection with which we
conducted a study, the object of which was the students of the International
Law Institute (Moscow), who took part in a survey dedicated to identifying
the level of legal consciousness of modern youth.In total, ten respondents
participated, seven of whom were female and three were male. Most of the
respondents (8 people) are over 18 years old and two are under the age of
majority.Half of the students are studying for a bachelor's degree,
4 students for a specialist degree and one is a college student. To the
question "Do you know your rights and obligations?" 100% of the
respondents answered positively, but to the question "Do you know the
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legal acts that protect your rights and freedoms?" the answers were divided:
80% answered “yes”, 10% answered “no” and another 10% found it
difficult to answer. Half of the respondents believe that their rights and
freedoms are not observed, 30% believe the opposite, and the remaining
20% found it difficult to answer.Meanwhile, all the students surveyed
agreed with the statement that everyone should be equal before the law. To
the question "Do you consider yourself free?" more than half (60%)
answered that freedom is a relative concept, 10% of respondents found it
difficult to answer, 30% answered positively. It is noteworthy that none of
the students answered “no” to this question.

After analyzing the results of the survey, one can come to the
conclusion that representatives of modern youth know their rights and
obligations, but not all of them could confirm the protection of their rights
and freedoms by regulatory legal acts. In addition, many students believe
that their rights and freedoms are not respected, but everyone agrees with
the statement that everyone should be equal before the law. As you know,
the freedom of one person ends where the freedom of another begins, and
therefore the concept of “freedom” can be considered relative, since there
can be no complete and absolute freedom a priori, and most young people
agree with this.

It is difficult to understand the problem of forming the legal
consciousness of modern youth without having a clear idea of what legal
consciousness is. In the textbook "Theory of State and Law"
Tsechoev V.K., Shvanderova A.R. gave the following definition: "legal
awareness is the knowledge, perceptions and moods of people associated
with their attitude to law, legal phenomena, the need for the existence and
implementation of generally binding state rules of conduct[1]".Legal
awareness is formed along with the socialization and education of the
individual, this is a long and laborious process, but at the same time very
important both for the person himself and for the whole society and state.
During the period of study in colleges and universities, legal consciousness
continues to form and it is extremely necessary to influence its successful
formation and high level.“ A distinctive feature of the formation of the legal
consciousness of young people is that this process takes place in conditions
of general and political socialization and is most effectively carried out in
the form of political participation,” says I.P. Yakusheva, candidate of
political sciences[2].

In accordance with the Order of the Government of the Russian
Federation of November 29, 2014 N 2403-r <On Approval of the
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Fundamentals of State Youth Policy of the Russian Federation for the
Period up to 2025>, youth is a socio-demographic group distinguished on
the basis of age characteristics, social status and characterized by specific
interests and values. This group includes persons aged 14 to 30 years, and
in some cases, determined by the regulatory legal acts of the Russian
Federation and the constituent entities of the Russian Federation, up to
35 years or more, who have a permanent place of residence in the Russian
Federation or live abroad (citizens of the Russian Federation and
compatriots)[3].In total, at the beginning of 2019, 146.781 million people
lived in Russia, of which more than 17.3 million young people from 20 to
29 years old[4]. By raising the level of legal awareness in this age group,
we are making a huge contribution to the future. To do this, it is necessary
to pay special attention to teaching legal disciplines in educational
institutions, holding conferences, round tables, seminars on legal topics.
It is thanks to the educational process that certain guidelines, values and
behavior models are laid, which subsequently help the young person to
realize himself as a specialist. Family, religion, media and social
environment also play an important role here. All spheres of social life
influence the legal consciousness of an individual. Therefore, it is
important not only to educate young people, but also to improve the quality
of life of all people, to fight social problems, to increase the spiritual and
moral potential, and also to contribute to a stable political situation inside
the country.

Summing up, we can conclude that there are a number of problems
in the formation of the national legal consciousness of young people at the
present stage. Not all members of the younger generation have knowledge
of their rights, duties and freedoms, and many of them also feel insecure
that their rights are being respected. In educational institutions of secondary
vocational education and higher education, the proper level of legal
education of students is not always achieved. The existing problems can be
solved by paying special attention to the legal socialization of young
people, their moral and ethical attitudes and values, knowledge in the field
of law and the ability to apply them.

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War remains a social and political phenomenon inherent in society.
Modern wars begin under the auspices of political rhetoric; they continue to
break out because of the struggle for political and economic power.
According to American statistics, by the beginning of the XXI century,
humanity continued to live in conditions of about 40 unresolved conflicts,
and active struggle occurs only in 15-20 % of cases[1]. The analysis of
military experience shows the importance of understanding and studying
the problem of psychological stability of military personnel, since it is the
key in solving issues of improving the effectiveness of performing service
and combat tasks related to the national security of the state. Today, hybrid
warfare is widespread. The consciousness of military personnel and the
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population is increasingly affected by negative information and
psychological factors.

The functions of the state are diverse. One of the main functions of
the state is the armed protection of citizens and society as a whole[2].
In this regard, one of the mandatory institutions of the state is its law
enforcement system and the National Guard troops that are structurally part
of it. The activity of the troops assumes, if not the actual performance of
combat tasks, then a constant potential readiness for their implementation.

In modern conditions it is possible to disable entire units without the
use of physical force. Moral and psychological support for the activities of
the troops is an important component of improving the efficiency of
performing service (combat) tasks. The human psyche is the main means of
ensuring its adaptation to the constantly changing conditions of its life. It is
the process of adaptation of military personnel that is aimed at the
formation of adequate behavior of a soldier, and the percentage of mental
disorders and disorders observed in military personnel who participated in
combat operations depends on the level of adaptive abilities.

The adaptation of military personnel to service and combat activities
is an urgent problem and a strategic task of moral and psychological
support for the activities of the troops, which needs to be studied in detail.
This is also due to modern challenges, tasks of different scales and time,
and the negative information and psychological impact on the personnel.

The purpose of organizing the process of adaptation of military
personnel to the conditions of military service is to create conditions that
determine the successful inclusion of the individual in professional
activities, adequate behavior, and optimal interaction with the surrounding
military and social environment. Ensuring the adaptation process can be
divided into the following stages: the study of adaptive abilities of soldiers;
a process of adaptation; adaptation to stressful conditions (as a rule, this
stage corresponds to the stage of combat service and combat tasks);
the process of readaptation.

A military collective is a social group. Getting into it, the soldier is
under the influence of the moral and psychological climate that has
developed in this team. The moral and psychological climate determines
the mood of the team and, consequently, the attitude towards the novice
soldier. At the beginning of their formation in a new team, the more
specific — military, military personnel are particularly sensitive to the form
of communication, relationships, and influences from the personnel and
commanders[3, P. 109]. In a new team with an unfavorable moral and
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psychological climate, a soldier experiences emotional discomfort in the
absence of mutual assistance and support. But a different situation can also
develop, in which the social and psychological adaptation of the individual
to the collective, characterized by more developed properties and qualities,
is carried out. A soldier can deliberately aggravate relations with the team,
go to conflict. Most often, minor violations of military discipline and
traditions established in the military team are used for this purpose. In these
cases, it is necessary to show patience, strengthen surveillance and control,
and contain the escalation[4, P. 92].

Mentoring and supervision play a positive role in the regulation of
social and psychological adaptation, especially in complicated cases.
The mentor should be the direct commander of the serviceman, and the
subject of mentoring can also be an informal leader of the team.

Successful adaptation to the conditions of military service is
achieved by:

- studying of the needs, interests and requests of military personnel,
in order to meet them as much as possible;

- purposeful influence on the consciousness and behavior of military
personnel, in order to form a conscientious attitude to military service, the
development of discipline, organization;

- the use of methods and techniques of psychoregulation, correction
of negative mental states, mobilization of necessary psychological
resources;

- minimizing the negative impact of psychogenic factors and
conditions of military service, improving the social and psychological
climate in military collectives, increasing psychological literacy.

A low score for one or more criteria is considered a reason for the
level of adaptive abilities to be considered low. To study the peculiarities of
adaptation of military personnel, the following methods are used:
observation, expert assessment, generalization of independent
characteristics, analysis of performance results, individual conversations,
socio-psychological and psychological examinations. According to the
results of the study, the personnel is divided into three main groups: with
high adaptive abilities; with satisfactory adaptive abilities; with low
adaptive abilities[5].

Thus, an important strategic task of moral and psychological support
is the adaptation of military personnel to the conditions of military service,
both in peacetime and during combat (performance of service and combat
tasks). The successful adaptation of military personnel depends on their
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psychological readiness to perform tasks in any conditions, the
effectiveness of the tasks. In turn, the completed tasks have a positive
impact on the national security of our country.

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Morale of military personnel has a huge impact on the conduct of
military operations and stress negatively affects its recovery. Stress is a
huge problem for the moral and psychological state of units during military
operations. It forces soldiers to flee the battlefield, make bad decisions and
even commit suicide. Military personnel constantly feel unsafe. This leads
to disastrous consequences for the human psyche. This fact requires
specialists in psychological training of troops to develop new methods,
forms, techniques and means of countering stress that meet modern
requirements. The task of psychological training is to enable amilitary to
control the activity of his nervous system and psyche in an extreme
situation.

The development of humanity directly affects the nature of the wars
that it conducts. In the past wars took the form of long-term campaigns and
relatively short-lived battles. This means that previously soldiers
experienced combat stress only during battles and sometimes during
dangerous transitions. Drone wars bringtheir own rules. The autumn of
2020 was unique in the military sphere. The war in Nagorno-Karabakh
between Armenia and Azerbaijan showed the world a new war. Azerbaijan
actively used a new generation of drones, which showed their superiority
over the traditional tactics of warfare by ground forces. In this regard, the
Armenian side suffered significant losses, unlike its enemy. And this is far
from the first use of drones. The events in the Syrian Arab Republic also
demonstrated their high effectiveness in destroying the enemy, as well as in
exerting powerful psychological pressure on it. The main danger of drones
is their "invisibility" to the human eye and to some radar reconnaissance
assets or air defense assets[1]. Their attack looks like a light whistle before
an explosion. It is these factors that cause panic and force soldiers to hide
in shelters at hearing any similar sound. The"invisibility" of drones causes
military personnel to experience constant fear, which turns into chronic
stress. In the past, the stress of a short battle could be drowned out by
adrenaline or the knowledge that the battle would soon be over, and the
soldier would be able to psychologically relax. At the present time, a
soldier never knows whether he will be attacked now or tomorrow, in a
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trench or in a military barrack. Therefore, he constantly lacks a sense of
security.

The study of the nature of stress should begin with the study of its
featuresand individual reaction of a person. E. Kretschmer identifies two
types of stress that people can demonstrate: “imaginary death™ and "motor
storm". "Imaginary death" is expressed in apathy, depression, fainting and
is a passive reaction. "Motor storm" is expressed in a mania, panic and
turmoil. This is an active reaction. These reactions occur during short-term
stress. Such stress occurred in the wars of the past years. Currently, the
negative impact of drones on soldiers is a long-term impact. Any reaction,
active or passive, becomes passive under prolonged stress. This fact was
proved by the "Orbit" experiment[2]. It consisted in placing a person on a
mock-up of a proposed space station to study his psychological, moral and
other states during prolonged stress. The result of this experiment is the
establishment of some regularities: 1) any reaction to stress becomes
passive over time; 2) the phenomenon of imaginary weakness manifests
itself. This phenomenon consists in the fact that a person after several days
of apathy and depression regains his working efficiency, but at the same
time does not stop experiencing weakness.

It is also necessary to note the following stages of stress
manifestation[3]. The first is the anxiety stage, that is the phase of short
stress. It is in this phase that a person experiences a
tremendouspsychological and mental pressure from the events surrounding
him. The second stage is the resistance stage, during which the human brain
tries to develop an adaptation to the environment in which it exists and
begins to use it for some time. This stage allows the soldier to stabilize his
own morale. And the third and final stage is the exhaustion stage. It is
characterized by the manifestation of the most severe mental state of a
person after a long exposure to stress.

Thus, the aim of moral and psychological training of soldiers for
dronewars is adaptation to prolonged stress, to develop adaptive syndrome,
which consists of a set of adaptive reactions of the human body, which are
of a general protective nature and occur in response to stressors. In this
regard, it is necessary to study the process of adaptation of military
personnel in relation to the specifics of war under modern conditions
(drone wars), to analyze the nature and dynamics of psychological
adaptation, to identify criteria and indicators of psychological adaptation, to
develop a methodology for determining the main criteria and indicators of
psychological adaptation to the effects of prolonged stress, directly
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increasing the resistance stage, to create a management model of
psychological adaptation, to develop recommendations for managing the
pedagogical impact of commanders on the process of psychological
adaptation[4]. It is necessary to organize leisure time for military personnel,
which allows soldiers to quickly overcome the phase of psychological
exhaustion and not lose the adaptations achieved. Only the combination of
the above factors will allow military personnel to get the necessary moral
and psychological adaptation in the most difficult conditions of a new war
involving unmanned aerial vehicles.

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The problem of moral and psychological adaptation is of the
universal character for the reason that constantly changing conditions and
circumstances of the outside environment force every person to adapt to
provide the mere fact of his or her existence. Besides, it is important to
stress that this issue will never lose its applicability because human
civilization developing and simultaneous increasing complexity of the
modern world and the geopolitical situation, the emerging of new
challenges and threats predetermine the continuous search for relevant
ways and methods to the situation that has already changed in order to
solve the above-stated problem.

In terms of psychology the process of adaption is related to the
functioning of the human nervous system that, in turn, appears in impulse
frequency reduction when going through the patch of neurons for a limited
period.

There are the following aspects in the process of adaptation:

the presence of two interacting objects which are in contradiction
with each other;

commitment to remove a misbalance and strike a balance between
these two objects;

a hypothetical change of the objects.

Moral and psychological adaptation undergoes several phases
(the impact of the factors from the outside world, their perception by the
subject, the actualization of human resources or the change of human
characteristics to adapt successfully to the new circumstances), the
progressive trouble-free realization of which is followed by the occurrence
of a number of new things that can be divided into:

external — appropriateness of man’s behaviour to his social
environment;
internal — a person’s feeling of comfort and safety[1, p. 22].

On the whole, we think it possible to determine man’s moral and
psychological adaptation to a new life’s environment as gaining the
experience from the outside, and mastering new social roles. During this
process, difficulties and problems are overcome and in the end, the
adjustment takes place[2, p. 41]. The moral and psychological adaptation of
cadets is a complex process the speed and quality of which depend on a lot
of objective and subjective factors of the military educational
establishment. Besides, cadet’s adaptation to the military environment is
directly related to another equally troublesome process — socialization — on
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the grounds that he is in constant close interaction with a great number of
his fellows. Nevertheless, the importance of successful adaptation is of no
doubt because it influences the cadets’ ability to fulfill their academic and
military tasks. Consequently, creating conditions necessary and conducive
for the cadets to adapt and adjust to the military environment more quickly
and productively acquire special significance and can be gained only by
way of mutual efforts taken by their commanders, teaching staff, and by the
cadets themselves as all of them are in a relationship of interdependence
and interaction.

Duringcadets’ moral and psychological adaptation, a certain
transformation of their personalities’ psychological qualities and then their
adjustment to the military environment take place. It is necessary to clarify
that in the process of adaptation a cadet’s personality experiences changing
the personal qualities possessed rather than emerging new ones.
The process has a peculiarity that is its direction to oneself (for instance,
self-persuasion, self-deceptiveness, self-exercise, self-encouragement, self-
esteem, etc.) that allows a cadet to correlate his actions with the changing
circumstances of the environment and to perform both his daily studies and
military service activities more successfully[3, p. 17].

In modern conditions, military educational institutions are trying to
consider all the above-mentioned aspects and factors of moral and
psychological adaptation. On the one hand, from year to year, it is
becoming easier for the cadets to adapt to studies and military service
arrangements as the progress contributes to starting and developing new
technologies, instruments as well as working procedures with the cadets,
their teaching and upbringing. However, on the other hand, each year
results in emerging new previously unknown challenges and problems such
as pandemics, crises, local conflicts, emergencies, etc. which affect the
cadets’ lives making them find a new way of adaptation every time.

For example, the pandemic of COVID-19 has forced the Ministry of
Defence of the Russian Federation and the commanders of higher military
educational establishments to take restrictive measures to protect the
cadets’ health. Over a number of months, the cadets are adjusting to the
changing environment. Permanent staying within the campus of their
military institution without a possibility to go on a pass and naturally
diversify their life contributes to definite discomfort. Notwithstanding a
new environment has some positive effects: the cadets have more time for
self-actualization, self-development, and sporting activities. Besides the
limited interaction with the outside world, the cadets of the military
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institutions do not suffer any negative influence connected with the
economic situation in the country complicated by the coronavirus disease
and thereby the decrease in other citizens’ financial level.

Thus, we think it possible to consider the process of people’s
adaptation, as a whole, and the cadets’ one, in particular, to be complex and
multifaceted, acquiring some peculiarities in the military environment.
We suppose that the vast majority of the cadets go through the process of
adaptation to a new life in conditions of coronavirus spreading successfully
because being future officers they understand clearly that they have a more
important aim to reach that, in turn, is the most powerful drive in the
modern difficult situation. It is to get a military profession and use it to
defend the Fatherland, which “is the duty and responsibility of the citizen
of the Russian Federation”[4].

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In late 2019, the coronavirus pandemic caused a global economic
problem. Remote work, mass layoffs and plant closures have profoundly
changed the structure of the global market of goods and services. It follows
that the current level of technological progress was not enough to fully
integrate into self-isolation process. Thus, “according to the new forecast of
the Ministry of Economic Development, the Russian economy by the end
of 2020 will fall by 5%, and the second quarter will be the most disastrous,
following its results the recession will be 9.5% in annual terms.
Unemployment in Russia in 2020 will be the highest since 2011 and will
grow to 5.7%. The volume of exports of goods from the Russian Federation
in 2020 will decrease by more than a third, to $ 268 billion, imports will
decrease by 21%, to $ 200 billion."[1]. However, the foregoing economic
issues could be stabilized by the development of robotics and
computerization.

Economic agents form the aggregate demand for relevant market
industries in order to get the maximum return on investment. During
self-isolation, technology development has the potential to improve the
economic conditions of all market participants. Consequently, funding for
high technology will only be secured if the government becomes an
intermediary between investors and industry representatives. This measure
is necessary to avoid a repeat of the dot-com crisis of 1995-2001, during
which there was uncontrolled investment in technology development and
massive firms’ speculation in these conditions. As a result, during the
crisis, 74% of companies in this area suddenly became unprofitable and
went bankrupt, which resulted into a significant overall decline in the rate
of technological development[2]. An effective anti-crisis measure could be
represented by a system of state licensing of new technologies developed in
order to prevent the spread of low-quality developments. In the event that
protective measures are not taken, when trying to take advantage of mass
propaganda, the speculators would cause population’s distrust in the
industry with their activities, as it happened during the dot-com crisis.

Moreover, the transition to robotization would not only allow the
economy to function, but would also help in the fight against coronavirus
infection. This statement can be illustrated by practices used in Japan,
where more than 250,000 robots are involved in the manufacturing sector.
“Servi’ robotic waiters are starting to operate in country’s cafes and
restaurants. The price of one such robot is 99,800 yen ($ 950) per month,
excluding taxes[3]. These institutions pose a serious danger during a
pandemic, since masks are to be removed in order to have a meal. Robots
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serving such places would significantly reduce the risk of coronavirus
infecting visitors, in contrast to human waiters who come into contact with
lots of people, increasing the likelihood of infecting both themselves and
visitors. Even if this occurs, they would pose a danger even in masks,
without taking the potential violation of mask regime by them into account.
Robots function accurately, efficiently, efficiently, do not require days off,
wages and cannot be infected, which makes the choice between human
labor and robots in favor of robotic labor in this aspect obvious for
restaurant owners, and also applicable in practice. The implementation of
such technologies in Japan confirms the validity of this statement.

Economic power should also be directed towards developing
models of remotely controlled robots, as is practiced by engineers in the
medical sector, who develop robots for performing remote surgical
operations[4]. Remotely controlled robots would perform activities that
cannot be reduced to program code, to cyclical operations.
These technologies, together with programmed robots, could be applied in
all areas which would make any production process functioning possible.

In addition to robotization, there is an alternative method that
could be effectively used in a pandemic situation - computerization.
This method would allow companies to fully operate remotely. At the
moment, the aforementioned industry is not developed enough, which
significantly complicates the implementation of the activities of all
economic agents. However, firms, in order to improve the situation, would
be willing to invest into the development of this area. The government, in
turn, would determine the main directions of these investments. Several
promising ways of development in this direction should be considered:

1) the creation of an individual remote functioning system by every
organization (The RANEPA SDO could serve as an analogue of such a
system. The full-value education at the academy for 194,000 students and
listeners across the country is provided through the website during the
pandemic. This fact confirms the effectiveness of the virtual education
system for a large number of people, comparable to the number of
employees in the largest companies.

In the future an alternative to this method could be a similar unified
centralized state system, but this requires faster and more efficient
networks to maintain an undiversified flow of users);

2) the development of powerful and financially affordable computers
to ensure the stable full-fledged implementation of the range of duties of
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labor subjects, as well as the expansion of the functions of computers
(At the moment, the topic is at the research stage);

3) a unified state system of Internet providing, similar to the system
of housing and communal services, or its inclusion in the system of housing
and communal services (Potential functions: centralized regulation of the
Internet, ensuring of the general availability of the Internet when it is
included in the housing and communal services system, which is funded by
taxes. The project could be implemented similar to the GOELRO project of
the beginning of the twentieth century: “the colossal breakthrough made by
the Russian energy sector in the 1920s-1930s makes it possible to speak of
the plan in a superlative degree, as a triumph of a pragmatic approach to
planning”[5]).

The above methods would not only allow the economy to
function in the pandemic, but would also lead society to the fourth
industrial revolution, the results of which would attract the following
changes:

1) lowering of the barriers between inventors and markets - to the
accelerating of the technological progress;

2) strengthening of the role of artificial intelligence - to the increase
in the productivity of management decisions;

3) integration of different types of technology in different spheres of
life - to the development of new markets;

4) development of robotics - to the improvement of standards of
living;

5) development of the Internet - to the enhancement of the
capabilities of mobile communications[6].

Thus, these changes in the short term might complicate the crisis,
for which the states of the world should be prepared. However, as a result,
in the long run, this change in the structure of society would lead to the
increase in the rate of economic development by enhancing the productivity
of firms, provided by robotization and computerization.

In modern conditions, the effective functioning of the country's
economy, maintaining the stability of the national currency and the
implementation of other tasks facing the state are impossible without a
stable banking system and financial system. The specifics of banking, the
many features of the functioning of credit institutions and non-credit
financial institutions, as well as their relationship with creditors and
depositors necessitate significant public intervention in the activities of the
above institutions. This intervention consists in the implementation by the
Central Bank of the Russian Federation of bank control and supervision
measures aimed at maintaining the stability of the banking and financial
system, preventing financial crises in the banking sector, and ensuring the
financial security of Russia. That is, the control and supervisory activity of
the Bank of Russia is an extremely important element of the country's
financial and economic life and is an urgent topic of scientific research.

The Central Bank of the Russian Federation occupies a dominant
position in the banking system of the Russian Federation, since the stability
and financial potential of the country and individual sectors of the economy
depend on its effective functioning and correctly selected methods by
which it carries out its activities. That is why the state gives the Bank of
Russia a wide range of powers, while leaving it independent in the
implementation of its activities.

In the economic literature, banking supervision is understood as a set
of measures to ensure compliance with the rule of law in the activities of
banks[1]. The need to regulate and supervise the activities of credit
institutions and banking groups stems from their socially useful purpose, a
direct relationship to meeting society's need for money, and the close
interweaving of work with the interests of society.

Banking supervision is studied in the works of T.E.
Rozhdestvenskaya, according to which “banking supervision is a type of
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public law activity carried out by the central bank and (or) a special public
law body (or several bodies) aimed at maintaining stability and
development of the country's banking system and, as a consequence, at
maintaining stability of the entire financial system and the national
currency, as well as to protect the interests of depositors and creditors. ™
The meaning of any supervisory activity is to ensure that certain bodies and
persons exactly perform the functions assigned to them, while observing
the requirements of the legislation, if they commit violations, the
application of measures to restore the rule of law and bring the perpetrators
to justice[2].

Based on the analysis of the above definitions, in our opinion, the
categories of control and supervision in financial law can be considered
equivalent.

Considering further, let us pay attention to the fact that financial
control is rather heterogeneous. Depending on the content, they are
distinguished: budget, tax, customs, currency, banking control. Depending
on the subject, financial control can be state and non-state. At this stage, the
question arises about what type of financial control is exercised by the
Central Bank of the Russian Federation, because, as indicated above, it is
not a state authority and it would be logical not to classify it as a subject of
state financial control. However, given that in the exercise of its powers,
the Bank of Russia primarily pursues public goals and the originality of its
constitutional and legal status, we consider it possible to consider the
Central Bank of the Russian Federation as a subject of state financial
control, namely, banking control.

It should be noted that in the legislation, along with the term
"control of the Bank of Russia", the concept of "supervision of the Bank of
Russia" is used, however. according to most scientists. they are very
equivalent: since the legislator does not give a clear idea of their difference
and uses them quite arbitrarily in the process of rule-making.

Banking supervision, according to E.V. Borisova, is "a type of state
financial control exercised by the Bank of Russia in the course of ensuring
compliance by credit institutions, banking groups and holding companies
with banking legislation in order to implement the relevant goals and
objectives of the Bank of Russia[3]".

Of course, the control and supervisory activity of the Bank of Russia
is a fairly large-scale phenomenon, extending its influence on a very wide
range of issues. So, since 2013, in connection with the abolition of the
Federal Service for Financial Markets, its powers were transferred to the
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jurisdiction of the Bank of Russia. Based on this change in the structure of
financial control bodies, M.A. Golubichenko. puts forward the thesis on the
advisability of introducing into scientific circulation and into the current
financial legislation, along with the term "banking supervision", the term
“financial and banking supervision”, which means "comprehensive,
systematically carried out activities of the Central Bank of the Russian
Federation, which is a system of organizational and procedural measures
aimed at carrying out regular monitoring and inspection of the compliance
of the activities of credit (banks) and non-credit financial institutions with
the requirements of financial and banking legislation[4].

Thus, we come to the following conclusions: banking supervision is
a kind of financial control; the concepts of "banking supervision" and
"panking control” should be considered equivalent; in modern conditions,
we consider it expedient to introduce the term "financial and banking
supervision™ into circulation.

Banking supervision is very diverse and classified on various
grounds. So in terms of time it can be: preliminary, current and subsequent.
Unfortunately, banking legislation does not regulate the features of each of
them, explanations are contained only in article 265 of the Budget Code,
however, their application by analogy is very difficult, due to their purely
sectoral focus[5].

Depending on the subject of banking supervision, functional types of
supervision should be distinguished, and depending on the subject -
institutional. The subject classification of banking supervision (functional)
is that it is classified in accordance with the specifics of the regulatory,
economic and financial content of banking, which is the subject of
supervision. More important both for theory and for law enforcement
practice is the division of banking supervision into general (legal) and
prudential (financial and legal). General supervision includes checking the
compliance of the activities of the controlled organization with the law as a
whole, while prudential supervision means supervision over its compliance
with the legislation on state management of banking risks. Supervision is
divided into contact and remote. From the types of supervision should be
distinguished such a category as, forms of supervision, which is understood
as a set of techniques and methods of supervision, the external expression
of the control actions of the supervisory authority.

The legal forms of supervision of the Bank of Russia are:

1.providing reporting and calculations of performance indicators;
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2. verification of the information provided on the performance
indicators of the credit institution (this form is divided into several
subforms:  documentary, factual, complete, selective, planned,
unscheduled);

3. verification of accounting (accounting, operational, statistical);

4. verification of the execution of the decisions made [6].

All of the above types of banking supervision and specific forms of
its implementation ultimately represent a legal activity based on certain
principles. Under the principles in the legal literature it is customary to
understand the fundamental principles, the provisions on which any activity
is based.

It should be noted that there are a huge number of principles of
banking supervision in the theory of financial law, and each author
contributes to this issue, proposing a new principle or another classification
of existing ones. Considering this fact, let us consider several
classifications of the principles of banking supervision.

According to L.T. Kazakbieva, the principles of banking supervision
can be subdivided into: 1) general legal; 2) principles of financial control
(systematicity, adherence to deadlines, confidentiality of relations between
subjects; adequacy (proportionality of response measures to a perfect
offense), 3) special (an acceptable combination of centralization and
decentralization, non-disclosure of information, etc. T. E.
Rozhdestvenskaya offers a slightly different classification of the principles
of banking law. At the same time, there is also a division into general and
special. The following are considered special: legality, proportionality,
efficiency, independence, objectivity and competence.

T.E. Rozhdestvenskaya also distinguishes a group of organizational
and legal principles, which is not typical of other authors, by which he
understands the principles formulated by the Basel Committee on Banking
Supervision (Core Principles for Effective Banking Supervision).

Based on the foregoing, we state that banking supervision is an
extremely diverse activity, expressed in different forms and types, based on
the principles of both Russian and international law. In the Russian
Federation, the Bank of Russia is the banking regulatory and supervisory
authority, although in many countries it is handled by special bodies.
This is due to the radical reform of the banking system since the early
1990s, in which the Bank of Russia played the main role, its instability,
insufficient experience of government regulation, supervision, and other
factors.
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It should be said that banking supervision of credit institutions,
depending on the stage of "life" of a credit institution, is subdivided into
supervision in the process of registration and issuance of a license and
supervision of the current activities of a credit institution.

The essence of optimization of the control and supervisory functions
of the Bank of Russia is defined as a shift in emphasis from a formal
assessment of quantitative parameters to deep professional, high-quality
and timely diagnostics. In this regard, the Bank of Russia's right to
professional (motivated) judgment in assessing the prospects for a credit
institution, analyzing its financial stability, the quality of internal control
and corporate governance is of paramount importance[7]. Until such a right
is enshrined in legislation, this limits the ability of the Bank of Russia to
exercise professional judgment in its supervisory practice. As part of the
implementation of the measures envisaged by the Strategy, the issues of
improving the legislation of the Russian Federation, reducing the state's
participation in the capital of large Russian credit institutions, creating a
system of regulation and supervision in the market of financial services
provided by non-credit institutions, creating and operating modern
infrastructure complexes, including the international financial center in the
Russian Federation, as well as the development of the national payment
system.

These tasks are being solved in the context of the imposition of
stringent requirements on the Russian banking system by international
financial organizations and, in addition, in the context of intensive,
multidirectional and multilevel regional integration within the framework
of the Customs Union and the EurAsEC, in other words, in conditions of
global and regional financial integration. Based on the foregoing, one
should come to the conclusion that the control and supervision exercised by
the Bank of Russia is a rather complex and multifaceted legal phenomenon,
on the effectiveness of which the financial, economic and socio-political
situation in the state depends on.

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The increased numbers of mergers and acquisitions transactions is
explained by the ability of these processes to influence the creation of
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business value increase the competitiveness of organizations, which, in
turn, leads to an increase in offers on the market and, as a consequence, to
an increase in the quality of goods and services.

The transformation of the economy is aimed at transforming the
administrative-command system of economic entities towards the
development and formation of market competition. At the moment, the
market economy is of great importance, since it acts as one of the elements
of self-regulation of the market through the selection of goods and services
by consumers.

The relevance of the research of such a phenomenon as mergers and
acquisitions of companies is characterized by the role of this phenomenon
in the development of the economy both at the level of an individual state
and on the world stage. Almost every legal entity at a certain time period of
its activity is faced with the need to reorganize the company for various
purposes. In most cases, mergers and acquisitions take place in order to
increase productivity and, as a result, increase profits from business
activities. In addition, in the conditions of rapidly developing markets,
which requires enterprises to respond immediately in the form of improving
the efficiency of business processes, the aspect of reorganization of
companies in the form of mergers and acquisitions is the most
controversial.

In turn, the state also, in our opinion, has an interest in developing
the economy through the emergence of new and large "players" on the
market through mergers and acquisitions, naturally, within the framework
of antimonopoly policy pursued and controlled by the state itself.

The purpose of the research is to assimilate and understand the
practical meaning of mergers and acquisitions as an economic and legal
phenomenon, to consider the impact of corporate mergers and acquisitions
on the development of a market economy.

If we consider the terms of “merger” and “acquisition” themselves,
then they can be characterized as transactions entailing a change in control
over an economic entity, which imply the consolidation of capital, business
processes, as well as the transfer of property rights.

A merger is the union of two legal entities in which only one of them
survives, and the other ceases to exist. As a result of the merger, the
acquiring company takes over the assets of the acquired firm. There is also
a specific form of merger called consolidation. Consolidation is the
combination of businesses in which two or more legal entities combine to
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form a completely new company. The merging companies are liquidated
and a new legal entity continues to exist[1].

A corporate acquisition is a process whereby the shares or assets of a
corporation become the property of the buyer. This transaction can take the
form of buying shares or buying assets[2].

In view of the foregoing, we can say that the difference between
merger and acquisition is not so significant, however, acquisition implies a
broader interpretation, coverage before merger.

For the purpose of the Russian tool of mergers and acquisitions
involves the legal registration of the procedure for a newly created and
liquidated entity. However, it should be noted that mergers and acquisitions
can occur through the acquisition of a share of capital, in this case the
transaction does not lead to the liquidation of the organization and a change
in its status.

If we compare the development of the Russian market of M& A deals
with the international one, we can conclude that it is becoming more and
more similar to the market of European countries. The difference is that in
world practice, the market for mergers and acquisitions has developed in
stages over a longer period of time, in the Russian realities, the
development of this area takes place in a shorter time frame. In this regard,
it is important to note that the concept of value thinking comes to the fore
in the practice of corporate activities of companies. Mergers and
acquisitions are not the ultimate purpose of transformation, but a means to
achieve the main goal that underlies all corporate actions that represent the
structures of mergers and acquisitions - the growth of the company's value,
which, in turn, is aimed at reaching the organization to a higher level.

Synergy occurs when two merged companies are worth more than each
separately[4].

As practice shows, with the successful implementation of mergers
and acquisitions, not only rapid growth, reaching a qualitatively new level
of the company, but also the emergence of new industries is possible.
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All of this has a positive effect on the economic stability and growth
of the economy within the country and abroad. The emergence of new
organizations, the creation and development of new enterprises gives an
"impetus" to increase the quantitative and qualitative indicator of
consumption and satisfaction with the services of citizens and other
governments.

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Modern stage of society development is characterized by the
implementation of an increasing number of global technical platforms in
the system of social relations. These platforms create a basic direction in

One of the definitions considers “the Internet economy” as
“Economic management with the help of automatics that is based on
advanced technologies and knowledge”[1]. “The Internet economy” is also
regarded as “... the result of the creation of new technologies having
influence on country’s social and economic development in the area of
communications and information” within another definition[2, p. 184].

Developing organizations of small and medium-sized business,
companies manufacturing public goods, social and economic policy
implementation systems on local levels of state operation undergo some
radical changes caused by the process of service industry informatization
typical for the innovative society. The Internet economy has a great impact
on various sides of a social life, both external and internal ones.

The creation of a fundamentally new platform for development of
entrepreneurship and private companies’ establishment can be considered
as a bright example of Internet economy influence on the external life
environment. The Internet makes the process of engaging customers from
any place of our planet more available and possible. It also transforms the
whole process of selling goods and services online. “The reformation of a
market-based mechanism by the development of the Internet economy
contributes to the acceleration of process of consumers’ primary
requirements satisfaction. It can be considered as a prerequisite for the
improvement of moral and intellectual personal potential”[3, p. 18-20].

With the help of the implementation of modern technologies,
application of “green economy” concept and effective control over the
energy use it became possible to transform the ecological field. “Cost
reduction of energy consumption and other natural resources by replacing
them with virtual equivalents stimulates the growth of efficient production,
distribution and consumption of goods and services”[4, p. 47].

It is necessary to underline that many new risks appear in the
implementation of the Internet economy. Adverse effects on the external
environment are the probability of a network failure and identity theft,
transcending great competition for international market distribution,
excessive complication of relations resulted from the difference of the
network community.

Some new factors which contribute to providing long-term
sustainable economic development of a country appear in developing the
Internet economy. However, transition to the innovative form demands
time and preparation of new logistical support to work sustainably.
Industrial Internet, biotechnology and robotics, artificial intelligence,
provision of information security are the most forward looking directions of
Internet economy development.

The
necessary measures to reduce the spread of disease and protect people's
lives will have short-term negative consequences for economic activity, but
they must also be seen as important investments in human health and the
economy in the long term[1]. The first priority is to limit the impact of the
COVID-19 outbreak, especially by increasing medical costs to strengthen
health capacity and resources, while taking action to reduce the spread of
infection. Economic policy should also mitigate the impact of the economic
downturn on people, businesses and the financial system, mitigate
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the long-term severe damage from the imminent severe slowdown in
growth, and ensure that economic recovery can begin soon after the
pandemic recedes.

Many emerging and developing economies (such as India, Indonesia,
China, South Africa) have also begun providing or announced significant
budget support to hard-hit sectors and workers. Fiscal action will need to be
scaled up if economic disruptions are prolonged or if recovery is too weak
after the restrictions are lifted. External support may be required for
countries trying to raise funding to combat the pandemic and its aftermath.
Measures will become more effective when the outbreak has passed and
people can move freely.

Thus, coping with the impact of the pandemic requires close
multilateral cooperation, including assistance to financially strained
countries facing a double shock in public health and access to finance.
Countries urgently need to work together to slow the spread of the virus
and create a vaccine and drugs to fight the disease. Until such medicines
become available on a large scale, no country will be protected from this

This problem manifests itself in the
backwardness of developing countries, their inability to establish efficient
production, provide themselves with food, eliminate poverty, and solve
numerous social problems. At the moment, we are seeing an active
population movement from less developed countries to countries with a
high level of development. It increases the burden on the economy and
creates difficulties in the field of social security. The gap in all socio-
economic indicators between these countries and highly developed
countries is quite large and continues to increase. This deepens the division
of the world into rich and poor countries, creates tension in relations
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between them, and creates instability in the world system as a whole[2].
Then we will consider two other global problems that are closely related to
the problem of economic backwardness — demography and food. As a
result of the "demographic explosion" in the second half of the XX century,
the world population doubled and amounted to 6 billion by the beginning of
the XXI century. At the same time, more than 80% of the population
growth is accounted for developing countries in Asia, Africa and Latin
America[3]. These data allow us to conclude that in the nearest future more
than 90% of the world's population will be concentrated in these countries.
Such demographic situation has a number of negative consequences:
uneven distribution of the population relative to the availability of vital
resources, increased destructive impact on the environment, overpopulation
and increased poverty in backward countries, the emergence of
uncontrolled migration flows and the deterioration of people's living
conditions. In addition, the problem of poverty is the result of clear gaps in
economic policy, including the inability of the Government to ensure the
well-being of its people. In addition, the" population explosion” has
exacerbated the food problem in developing countries where, according to
the UN 800 million people live on the verge of hunger[4]. As a result, the
food crisis is closely linked to global economic problems. And developing
countries are not always able to provide the population with vital food.

Thus, the resolution of global socio-economic problems requires, on
one hand, the implementation of broad progressive transformations in
backward countries, the modernization of their national economies, and, on
the other, the provision of active assistance to these countries by the
international community. With this approach, it is possible to cope with this
problem only with the help of other States. In particular, the best solution to
the food crisis is a sharp rise in agricultural production based on the
widespread use of advanced technologies. Great attention should be paid to
increasing the area of cultivated land, improving soil cultivation, seeding
the land with high-yielding plant species and increasing the number of
livestock. To address this problem, it is also necessary to review the system
of distribution of food supplies in the world and expand food assistance to
economically backward countries.
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
