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To safeguard interests for the foreseeable future the Russian
Federation must be able to project military power around the globe [1].
Today, the Russian Federation demonstrates greater military power and is
far ahead in using new technologies in military systems than even 10 years
ago. In 2019, there were a whole range of new weapons in service,
including new nuclear weapons: RS-24 "YARS", RS-26 "Rubezh", RS-28
"Sarmat" (ICBM), bzhrk "Barguzin", R-30 (Bulava-30); samples of armor-
piercing weapons: ATGM "Cornet", RK "Hermes", MGK "Bur"; new small
arms: Kalashnikov 15, two-medium automatic ADS, SVLK-14S, 6c¢8
sniper complex, t-5000 Orsis; new military equipment: T-14 Armata,
Coalition-SV, T-15 Kurganets [2].

Like other continental nations the Russian Federation tends to
operate from its own territory, as a matter of strategic principle the Russian
Federation projects military power over long distances with medium-range
and long-range systems. The territories around form a buffer where the
Russian Federation maintains military control. The buffer is not
impermeable. It can be penetrated by long-range missiles and space-based
systems [3].
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Low-cost, highly capable commercial technologies are increasingly
enabling many nations, including some with very limited resources, to
mount regional threats based on precision strikes from their own territories.
It is recognized that in the next 20 years ships of the R.F. fleet might be
threatened in the home waters of most nations, though submarines can be
expected to remain relatively invulnerable [4].

The starting point for the fundamental needs of our army was that it
would be able to respond any aggression quickly. Quick response would
necessarily be provided by airlift, which implies lightweight forces. The
military command has a goal of being able to move a large concentration of
troops in a short period of time. Highly mobile lightweight vehicles
equipped with next-generation armor and stealth to survive against high-
intensity threats will be in priority. Infantrymen face increasingly potent
weapons and require a very high degree of information connectivity on the
battlefield. Currently, each soldier must carry heavy personal equipment
and batteries. In the future, It is planned to reduce each soldier’s load by
using lighter-weight equipment, low-power electronics, and robotics
offloading [5].

The Air Force also will require both very high speeds and very
lightweight material to fulfill its tasks successfully. Meeting these goal
carries a serious technical challenge. To fulfill its objective of decisively
influencing events on land anywhere at any time, the Navy wants systems
that are stealthy to ensure that the fleet can carry out its mission in inshore
waters.

All the military services expressed a need for systems that cost less
and require less maintenance. The principal delivery hardware — ships,
submarines, aircraft, and vehicles — will probably be expected to remain in
service for very long periods, placing new demands on underlying
technologies for durability, maintainability, and ease of upgrade. The Air Force
was particularly forceful in stating the case for aircraft with very long service
lives and the need to maintain and modernize aircraft at much lower cost.

Ships, submarines, aircraft, military vehicles, sailors, airmen,
soldiers, and marines of the future will all need advanced materials that
enable significant changes in maneuverability (mobility, speed, agility);
force protection (from nuclear, biological, chemical, kinetic, or explosive
weapons through stealth, identification, armor, and active defense);
engagement (highly concentrated and sustained firepower); and logistics
(durability, maintainability).

Advanced materials must satisfy diverse requirements for speed,
strength, precision, survivability, signature, materials selection, cost, and
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weight. Ships may be able to travel at high speeds; very lightweight tanks
will travel at speeds up to 120 km per hour; weapons will be delivered at
hypersonic speeds. Materials will have to endure tougher environments for
longer periods — from ocean depths to Arctic cold to desert heat to space
reentry. Increased survivability will require materials that can reduce
multispectral signatures (e.g., radio frequency, thermal, acoustic) and
provide ballistic protection. Materials that increase capability but also
increase cost must be compared to materials that provide current
capabilities at reduced costs, including maintenance and upkeep costs.

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The modern Russian state is profoundly interested in the creation and
development of civil society institutions and the strengthening of
interaction with them in order to improve the management of public
processes. It is facilitated by the authorities’ understanding that the security
of the state is not achievable without ensuring the safety of its citizens, and
also by the government’s awareness of the high degree of effectiveness of
cooperation with non-governmental organizations in countering the
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growing threats to the country's economic, informational, environmental,
ethnic and cultural security.

The consolidation of efforts and resources of state structures and
elements of civil society through the integrated application of
organizational, socio-economic and other measures makes an integral
contribution to the implementation of the provisions enshrined in the
National Security Strategy of the Russian Federation [1, P. 1-4].

In the context of the current atomization of society and the absence
of a constructive integrative ideology, the formation of Russian civil
society institutions is impossible to imagine without an ongoing
government policy. This policy creates favourable environment for
independent and free development of various forms of public organizations
and the strengthening of the system of national security.

Special government institutes are being created to ensure the
interconnection of the state and civil society. Since November 2004, the
Council for the Development of Civil Society and Human Rights has been
operating, that provides the head of state with proposals on the
development of civil society institutions, as well as expanding interaction
between state and public institutions. Lacking administrative powers, this
advisory body annually puts forward the technologies of taking into
account public initiatives in the formation of state policy in the field of
ensuring and protecting the rights and freedoms of citizens.

Since 2005, the Civic Chamber of the Russian Federation has been
the central institute of organized civil society. It is not only a platform for
dialogue between the state and society, but is also endowed with the right
to examine federal bills that are being adopted, which facilitates
confidence-building in the activities of state authorities among the Russian
people [2, P. 38-40].

This institution coordinates the interests of citizens, non-profit
organizations, public associations with self-governments, as well as creates
certain mechanisms for regulating public-state relations. The level of
effectiveness of the Civic Chamber determines the potential for the quality
of development of partnerships between the government and society. The
civic chambers are created in all Russian regions. In municipalities of most
regions, municipal civic chambers have been established [3].

The result of the government policy of forming the Civic Chamber of
the Russian Federation is the involvement of an increasing number of
citizens in the vital issues of the country, that contributes to the increasing
role of civil society in the system of ensuring national security of the
Russian Federation.
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In general, the state policy for the development of civil society in the
Russian Federation is to identify, generalize and disseminate the best
practices of non-profit organizations, popularize such activities and scale
up successful social technologies. Current strategy is to create and develop
public information technology projects based on open data, as well as
modern technologies for collective interaction. In addition, plenty of
measures are directed on developing digital tools to ensure open dialogue.

Promoting the formation of a culture and infrastructure for
evaluating socially significant projects and projects in the field of
protecting the rights and freedoms of man and citizen contributes to the
preservation and development of the all-Russian identity of the peoples of
the Russian Federation, a single cultural space throughout the country [4].
It is worth noting that the technologies used by the state to create civic
consciousness are aimed at increasing civic activity, that determines the
intensity of national construction and helps to increase the resilience of the
population to external and internal threats that can undermine state
sovereignty. Consequently, the level of balanced development of civil
society also determines the rise of national identity in Russia.

Thus, in a situation where civil society is an integrative element and
a source of legitimization of state power, the development policy of its
institutions has a great influence on strengthening the national security of
Russia. The process of improving state-public relations correlates with the
use of the potential of civil society to increase the efficiency and stability of
public administration, as well as to counter external threats.

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The experience of foreign countries shows that the compensation for
moral harm to victims is a common practice. However, in the Russian
Federation insufficient attention is paid to this issue. As a rule, citizens
prefer not to go to court for moral damages. Nevertheless, in our opinion,
such precedents should be considered, and most importantly, so that
citizens should know about their rights and can go to court in such
situations with confidence.

According to Art. 151 of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation, if
a citizen has suffered non-pecuniary damage (physical or moral suffering)
by actions violating his personal non-property rights, or encroaching on
intangible goods belonging to the citizen, as well as in other cases provided
for by law, the court may impose the obligation of monetary compensation
for this damage on the offender. In determining the amount of
compensation for non-pecuniary damage, the court takes into account the
degree of guilt of the offender and other circumstances noteworthy. The
court must also take into account the degree of physical and moral suffering
associated with the individual characteristics of the citizen who is harmed.

In accordance with Art. 1100 of the Civil Code of the Russian
Federation, compensation for non-pecuniary damage is carried out
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regardless of the fault of the perpetrator of the damage in cases where the
damage to the life or health of a citizen is a source of increased danger,
compensation for moral damage is carried out in cash. The amount of
compensation for non-pecuniary damage is determined by the court,
depending on the nature of the physical and moral suffering inflicted on the
victim, as well as the degree of guilt of the harm inflicted in cases where
guilt is the basis for compensation for harm. In determining the amount of
compensation for harm, the requirements of reasonableness and justice
must be taken into account. The nature of the physical and moral suffering
is assessed by the court taking into account the factual circumstances in
which the non-pecuniary damage was caused and the individual
characteristics of the victim [1].

The ruling of the Plenum of the Supreme Court of the Russian
Federation of January 26, 2010 No. 1 “On the application by the courts of
civil legislation governing the relationship of obligations as a result of harm
to the life or health of a citizen”, when considering cases of compensation
for non-pecuniary damage caused by a source of increased danger, the
court should have in view of the fact that since the victim suffers physical
or mental suffering in all cases in connection with the infliction of harm to
his health, the fact of inflicting moral harm on him lags. In this case, only
the amount of compensation for non-pecuniary damage is subject to
determination.

When considering cases of compensation for non-pecuniary damage
in connection with the death of the victim to other persons, in particular,
members of his family, dependents, the court must take into account the
circumstances that indicate physical or moral suffering caused to these
persons. Such circumstances also affect the determination of the amount of
compensation for harm. The fact of kinship is not in itself a sufficient basis
for compensation for non-pecuniary damage [2].

Among the key grounds for recovering compensation are provisions
such as: illegal infringement of property rights; copyright infringement;
unlawful sanctions against a person in administrative and civil proceedings;
illegal deprivation of employment; unreasonable imposition of disciplinary
sanctions at the place of employment; the provision of services of
inadequate quality, the sale of low-quality products; attacks on personal
intangible benefits of a person; illegal imprisonment; other circumstances
considered individually.

In comparison with Russia, in foreign countries there is already a
widespread practice of applying legal institutions similar to the Russian
legal institute of compensation for moral harm. In particular, this applies to
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states with the Anglo-Saxon (case-law) system of law applicable in
England, the USA and other states (mainly in the former English colonies).
As the largest colonial power, England spread the principles of the Anglo-
Saxon legal system to many countries. In order for a variety of harm not to
be considered too distant, it must be a direct consequence of the incident or
an anticipated consequence, even if it arises indirectly. Example: lifeguard
in a traffic accident. Although the mental harm caused to the person who
came to the aid of the victim is not a direct consequence of the accident, the
likelihood of a lifeguard occurrence is recognized as a foreseeable
circumstance.

The courts of England apply very stringent criteria regarding the
foreseeability of harm. The main provision of liability for mental harm is
how close the victim is to the incident. In situations where mental harm is
caused simultaneously with bodily harm, such proximity is assumed and is
not included in the subject of proof when considering a case in court.

Mental harm in the absence of physical harm occurs, for example, in
a situation of loss of a loved one. When carelessly causing death to a loved
one, mental harm is not compensated if it is expressed in an “ordinary”
grief from loss, since grief is considered as a normal human reaction, and
not as harm of any kind [3].

Thus, there is no place for moral suffering in the modern world; the
amounts recovered by the courts are reduced several times, although the
law provides for such a right. Foreign practice shows that in Anglo-Saxon
countries this institution is more developed. Compensation for non-
pecuniary damage is worth contacting, seeking your own right. And on the
part of the authorities, it is necessary to develop legislation in this aspect.

The Russian Federation, a country with centuries-old history,
encompasses millions of square kilometers from Kaliningrad in the West to
Vladivostok in the East, from Cape Chelyuskin in the North to Mount
Bazarduzu in the South. It is obvious that, on the one hand, such a unique
geopolitical position gives Russia an enormous amount of opportunities
and advantages to develop all areas of the country’s public life. However,
on the other hand, it poses certain difficulties for the country’s defence and
its sovereignty protection. Therefore, the provision of person’s, society’s
and state’s security becomes a primary task of Russian domestic and
international policy. In order to accomplish this goal all government bodies
must work in a coordinated and objective-focused way. This work must be
based on general principles of the assigned task completion in promoting
the national interests and priorities recognized by the law. In this regard,
the Concept of National Security of the Russian Federation was adopted by
President Boris Eltsin’s Order in 1997. It put a special emphasis on “the
concerted actions of federal and state governments, organizations and
citizens of the Russian Federation in protecting its national interests and
ensuring its security” [1]. Besides, this document expresses the legislators’
views on Russia’s place in the international arena, the country’s main
national interests and the measures to guard them.
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Nevertheless, after three years some substantial amendments were
introduced into the Concept, and in 2009 a new document was adopted.
The Concept was replaced by the Strategy of National Security of the
Russian Federation up to 2020 where, in our opinion, the issue of ensuring
the country’s national security was addressed in a more detailed and
comprehensive way. The Strategy included the indicators of Russia’s
national security status and the provisions concerning its realization but,
unfortunately, the chapter clarifying the country’s main threats was not
incorporated in the document. In 2015 some amendments were inserted
into the Strategy, namely, first of all, the term to expire was excluded from
the document title. Instead, the Strategy was declared to be used for a long-
time period. We suppose that the necessity for this resulted from the fact
that the country’s interests and the threats to its security depend directly on
the current international situation and cannot be predicted even for a short
duration. In the international politics, changes happen practically every
day; one event can influence the state of interstate relations considerably
and place them under an absolutely new tendency of development. That is
why the Strategy of National Security determines the Russian Federation’s
interests and priorities for a long time, i.e. underlines their stability together
with the opportunity to adjust them to the changing situation in the
international arena.

Hence, studying the above-mentioned legal acts allows following the
evolution of views on Russia’s position in the world, and, primarily, its
national interests and the threats to its security caused by the inner and
interpolitical circumstances. Thus, the Concept put special emphasis on the
necessity of building the multipolar world which came mainly from
strengthening the economic and political situations in many countries. The
Concept said that “prerequisites to demilitarize international relations and
to reinforce the role of the international law in regulating disputable
intergovernmental issues have been created” [1]. It implied the decrease in
the direct aggression threat against the RF and thereby the increase in the
opportunities for the country’s domestic problem solution. On the contrary,
the Strategy of National Security pays greater attention to the military force
factors in international relations development. The document stresses that
“the process of forming a new polycentric model of the world order is
accompanied by the growth in global and regional instability. The role of
the force factor does not become less important in international relations”
[2]. Thus, we can see the switch from the ultraliberal views typical of
Russia in the 90s to the clear-eyed understanding of the global changes in

the world policy and the tough position building in promoting its interests
in the international arena.

We think it essential to point out that such tendencies do not lead to the
self-imposed isolation of the Russian Federation and do not testify to its desire
to act independently. Russia is ready to extend cooperation with all the states
and to establish relations with new partners. If the Concept considered the
members of the Commonwealth of Independent States to be its key allies then
the Strategy of National Security declares the following: “The Russian
Federation extends its cooperation with the partners in the frame of BRICS,
RIC, the Shanghai Cooperation Organization, the Asia-Pacific Economic
Cooperation Forum, the Group of Twenty and other global institutions”. [2] In
our opinion, at present, the RF is cooperating actively with the countries of
South America, Asia, and Africa. The Russia-Africa Economic Forum which
took place in December 2019 is one of the eloquent evidence of the idea
expressed.

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In order to achieve a high degree of public security, the state
authorities carry out a certain set of political, economic, social, military and
legal measures to protect the existing state and the social order, the
inviolability of the territory and the independence of the state from the
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subversive activities of the intelligence and other special services of foreign
states. Imperial Russia did not have an accurate definition of security.

In the Soviet times, the term "state security" was understood as the
protection of the foundations of the soviet social and state system from the
encroachments of other countries [1].

In today's world, state security refers to the level of state protection
from external and internal threats. Based on the foregoing, it can be
concluded that the bodies providing state security are various special
services, the army and other law enforcement organizations. The problem
of regulating national security is very relevant in our time, given the
difficult military and political situation that has developed in the
international arena, and in order to understand what is happening it is
necessary to know the history. Therefore, let's consider the legal regulation
of the state security of the time of Alexander II, which is the activities of
the military intelligence agencies [2].

Alexander II carried out a set of social and political reforms, which
in many respects touched on the issue under consideration. In 1863, Russia
established the first centralized military intelligence agencies. It stands out
in a special activity, and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs ceases to be the
main organizer of military intelligence gathering abroad [3].

With the beginning of military reform, the government sent abroad
many Russian engineers and masters to study foreign experience of both
military shipbuilding and samples of the latest weapons. In England and the
United States were placed orders for the construction of propeller ships, in
addition to monitoring their construction, Russian specialists had to extract
classified information.

Before Russia's foreign and military intelligence in the second half of
the 19th century, the main task was industrial espionage - extracted any
information about new industrial inventions. In 1856, the Emperor
approved an instruction on the work of military agents, which detailed in
16 paragraphs what intelligence information they needed to collect [4]/

Established in 1863, the General Staff General Staff Office paid off
and in 1865, during the next reorganization of the military department, the
structure of military intelligence was maintained. The number of foreign
military agents has been increased. In 1867, the Military Scientist
Committee of the General Staff was formed, which until 1903 was the
central body of Russian intelligence. Its first leader was a general. N.
Obruchev.

A serious test for Russian military intelligence was the Russian-
Turkish war of 1877-1878. On the eve of the fighting, the intelligence was
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still under the control of the commanders of the compounds and units. Just
before the beginning of the war, the general leadership of intelligence
agencies in Turkey and the Balkans was entrusted to Colonel P. D.
Parensov, a recognized intelligence specialist. "The stay in the bet turned
out to be short. He was handed documents in the name of Paul Paulson and
three thousand rubles for expenses related to the organization of
intelligence work abroad." The colonel's residence provided exhaustive
information on the number of Turkish troops, their movements, mine
barriers on the Danube, the state of fortifications and food supplies. With
the beginning of the fighting required accurate operational data about the
enemy, so the intelligence began to use agents-walkers more actively.

However, despite the successes of Russian intelligence in the war, its
shortcomings were revealed, which was the reason for the next
reorganization of its central apparatus. In December 1879, a new staff of
the Office of the Military Scientist Committee was approved, and the staff
of the Asian Case-production, responsible for working in Asian military
districts, expanded. By the end of the 19th century, Russia had military
agents in 18 capitals around the world, as well as naval agents in ten
countries. Intelligence and counterintelligence in Russia have always worked
closely. In 1880, the State Police Department was established, its main task
was to protect the state security. The police have set up a huge network of
foreign agents with a center in Paris, and they have set up a service to intercept
and decrypt diplomatic mail. It was the first intelligence agency of the time to
have set itself the task of stealing and decrypting government mail from all
European countries.

Thus, ensuring state security in imperial Russia, as in the Russian
Federation today allows to preserve the sovereignty and territorial integrity of
the state, as well as to protect the population of the country from external
threats [5].

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At present, the problem of translating social and political texts is
more acute than ever, since modern politics is inseparably linked to the
concept of information war. Moreover, it is often executed in the form of
"counteraction between the parties arising from a conflict of interests and
ideologies and being carried out through targeted information impact on
each other through mass media" [1, P. 42-50].

Social and political texts on politics and economics are mainly
publications in newspapers, magazines and in the Internet sources about
politics and economics. Their main functions are to convey a message and
influence the receptor in a desired way. First of all, the task of the translator
is to convey the correct social and political meaning of such publications
and their social focus.

The translator should take into account such factors as existing
differences in perception, national specificities and desired emotional
impact of the original message and to understand the stylistic peculiarities
of the translating language in order to perform pragmatic tasks.

The common examples arise when the authors of political articles
use negative words to describe any events in order to cause a negative
perception. And it should be noted here that, in accordance with the given
purpose, the translator may be forced to invoke to a pragmatic adaptation of
the text that goes beyond the translation. Komissarov V.N. distinguishes
this type of adaptation as the one based on the "super-task" translation [2].
In this case, the purpose of a particular translation may not coincide with
the general purpose of inter-lingual communication and may not be limited
to a text that is communicatively equal to the original one.

For instance, bringing of Russian troops into Syria was presented to
the English-speaking community as an aggressive interference in the
internal affairs of a foreign state: intervention in Syria [3]. While in Russia
the same episode was covered as an act or process of participation in the
Syrian conflict, which is more in line with the English neutral term
"involvement".

Besides, foreign authors often intentionally used the verb "to annex",
e.g. "Russian annexation of the Crimea", that according to the Cambridge
Dictionary means "to take possession of an area of land or a country,
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usually by force or without permission” in the articles dealing with the
adjunction of Crimea. Thus, they reinforced the image of the aggressor,
assessing the adjunction of Crimea as a violent and illegal act. At the same
time, Russian interpreters translated this episode with the terms
"unification" or "reunification", that have a neutral meaning of forming a
single thing by bringing together separate parts in order to exclude any
value judgment.

Another example should be cited here. To make sure that the reader
did not misinterpret in the news item the author added a negative epithet to
the multivalent word "czar" in his article named The Bloody Czar. Thus,
the author did not so much call the Russian president a bloody czar, as a
bloody tyrant [5]. The word "czar" has several meanings in the English
language. The first one is interpreted as an emperor or a king, the second
one is understood as an autocratic ruler or a leader and the third one is used
as a man of power and a tyrant [6]. In this case, the epithet "bloody" is the
identifier that guides us to understanding of this lexical unit in its third
meaning. This stylistic trick was translated in compliance with its first,
neutral meaning in order to evade the author's value judgment.

Also, the translator feels a mental load not only in interpreting
official political texts but also daily and unofficial ones. This type of text is
characterized by the frequent use of familiar clichés, stereotypical phrases,
newspaper stamps and social realities that may require additional
clarification. In such cases, an interpreter or translator becomes an
intercultural specialist in the K. Reiss’s and H. Vermeer’s view [7; 8, P.
227-238].

An illustrative example of such modern social reality here is the
desire of the English language to be neutralized on the basis of gender by
evading the "sexist" suffix "-man". Thus, there is a tendency for new
politically correct words to turn the noun "policeman" into a "police
officer", i.e. officer of a police; the nouns "chairman"/"chairwoman" are
replaced by chairperson, and a "stewardess" turns into a "flight attendant".

There is also another question: how to translate politically correct
word combinations? There are dozens of them in English, especially in its
American version. For example, the noun "deaf" became less practiced than
the noun "aurally inconvenienced" that may be translated as "experiencing
hearing discomfort". The adjective "old" is replaced by the word
combination "temporally challenged" that means "a person overcoming
temporary difficulties" or "experientially enhanced" or "senior citizen". The
word '"retarded" is replaced by "mentally challenged" or "overcoming
mental difficulties"”, etc. The problem is aggravated by the fact that some
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tolerant euphemisms are still far from having been registered in the
dictionaries.

Alongside this issue another question arises. How can you translate
profanity and harsh language? And as interpreter B. Beglin correctly points
out, in this case, if one party offends another one, the interpreter is obliged
to translate it [9]. A translator may correct the text only if he or she has a
diplomat status. For instance, foreign media intensively used nouns of
general negative assessment when covering the 2016 Olympics in Rio de
Janeiro. For example, USA Today called the Russian swimmer Yulia
Efimova a villain (it means malicious or cruel person according to the
American Heritage dictionary, so the denotative meaning of this lexical
unit contains the meaning of "evil"): Russian swimmer Yulia Efimova, who
became the villain of the Rio Olympics swimming competition, took a
parting shot at fierce rival ... [10].

Thus, the issues raised in this article point to the intersection between
the interests of political linguistics and translation studies as well as to the
difficulties in translating social and political texts that the translator faces.
Undoubtedly, this subject deserves a more careful and profound analysis in
the future.

One of the most priority tasks in modern geopolitical conditions is
the implementation of national security. The main task in ensuring national
security is a critical assessment of the international situation both in the
military and civil spheres. At the present stage of human development, new
types of weapons and military equipment are being actively developed;
thus new ways and methods of warfare are appearing and therefore, new
methods of ensuring the security of society and the state are being
developed. The main problem of insuring national security is the inability
to achieve the protection of all spheres of society, state and individual from
various threats simultaneously and constantly. Security is the protection of
individual citizen’s interests, society and the state against threats from the
external world and internal dangers [1].

National security must be dynamic due to permanently changing
international situation. National security is reflected in the state of various
institutions that ensure the maintenance of living standards and individual’s
and society development. The “national security” term was first used by T.
Roosevelt in 1904. The concept of national security of the Russian
Federation is a certain system aimed at providing the safety of both the
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whole society and a RF individual citizen from all sorts of threats. National
security in Russia is the protection of its multi-ethnic people being the
bearer of sovereignty and the source of power in the Russian Federation [2].

The object of national security is the constitutional system, the basis
for freedom of the individual and society and interests as well as
sovereignty and integrity of the state. National security is provided by a
number of different organizations starting with the state and ending with
individuals who are allowed to conduct this type of activity according to
the Constitution of the Russian Federation [2].

The basis for successful operation of national security is national
security strategy formulation. Monitoring, usage and preparation of various
factors to identify external and internal threats make up the legal basis of
national security. There are three levels of national security: personal
security (citizen security), public security and state security. A component
part of national security is state, public, techno genic, economic, energy
and information security as well as personal security. National security
means a certain set of activities that ensure a prosperous life of the whole
country [3].

There is a number of main tasks:

forecasting and finding threats inside and outside the Russia

Federation;

- early warning about danger within and outside the country,
maintenance the integrity and sovereignty of the state;

- Russian successful economic growth implementation policy;

- overcoming technical backwardness and development of
technology in various spheres of social life;

- ensuring all the rights and freedoms of a human being,
improvement of state power system of the Russian Federation,
federal bodies, local self-government bodies and the Russian
Federation legislation;

- elimination of ethnic conflicts based on race prejudices;

- strengthening the rule of law and maintaining political stability of
society;

- full compliance with the legislation of the Russian Federation by all
subjects of legal relations, maintenance of constant combat and
mobilization readiness on the territory of the country;

- maintaining the regime of legal proliferation of weapons;

- exposing threats of terrorist activities and their timely warning at
various stages of preparation for a terrorist attack;
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- implementation of the environmental stability program and

measures for environmental improvement.

Normative-legal base constitutes a set of interconnected legal acts
coordinated within the country containing the main legal principles which
determine the direction of public and state relations on ensuring the
national security of the Russian Federation regulation. The purpose of these
documents is the streamlining the security system and the society
functioning as a single and constantly developing organism.

Thus, we can conclude that national security is an integral part of any
modern state; it must meet high requirements, be transparent and at the
same time respond to all new possible threats from everywhere. It should
be noted that even if it is impossible to ensure full security of the society
from threats, however, every state, must strive to guarantee that every
citizen should feel safe.

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Since the foundation of the Russian Federation, i.e. a new state in
1991, the problem of economic dependence on world oil market situation
and quotation of oil prices has appeared. The reason is: a sharp increase in
petroleum and petrochemical product prices (in 1970 a barrel of oil made 1,
9 $; in 1991 a barrel of oil amounted to 33 $), discovery of new sources of
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oil extraction, growth in oil relevance due to increasing technological level
of production, etc.

It is necessary to stress that the most unstable indicator in the world
at the end of the 20th century is the oil price. It is due to the variety of the
following reasons: the increase in the dollar volatility (due to the deviation
from “golden standard” policy), war between Iran and Iraq, referendum in
Venezuela, terrorist acts in Saudi Arabia, and others. As a result, the
liquidity of oil export rises, that in turn increases the interest of oil-
exporting countries in oil pricing. Thus, in the 1960s the Organization of
the Petroleum Exporting Countries (OPEC) designed for oil trade
coordination and oil price control between countries is founded.

Nowadays, it includes the main countries which deal with the
extraction and selling of oil (Saudi Arabia, the United Arab Emirates, Iran,
Iraq, Venezuela, Libya and others). No doubt, that these very countries
currently access oil prices. It is important for Russia to cooperate with such
an organization as OPEC. According to the Ministry of Finance for 2019, a
share of state budget revenues from petroleum export accounts for 41,3%,
that allows to make a conclusion about the direct dependence of treasury on
the prices for petroleum products formed by the world market (OPEC) [1].

The cost price of one-barrel extraction equals to 8-9 dollars in the
OPEC countries, while for Russia the cost is 14-20 dollars. Let us assume
that this organization decided to regulate oil price and to drop it from 42
dollars to 22. This decision will lead to two fatal consequences for Russia:
1) oil extraction will become money losing and therefore unprofitable for
further technological researches; 2) the decision will “hit” the state budget
badly (it will be reduced, approximately, by 20 %) that will lead to state
destabilization, economic crises, different social unrests and other
consequences. In other words, that will threaten country's sovereignty [2].

It is necessary to remember that Russia is also a significant oil
exporter and that is why it has a certain impact on OPEC. No doubt that the
provision of economic security of Russia is one of the most important
national priorities and a guarantee of the country’s independence as well as
a condition for stability and effective life activity of the society and for
achieving success. In 2017 the Economic Security Strategy of the Russian
Federation up to 2030 was adopted by V. Putin’s decree. It explains the
term “economic security” as protection of national economy against any
external and internal threats under which the economic sovereignty of
Russia is provided [3]. Therefore, in the contemporary world Russia
implements the following actions for interaction with OPEC to protect its
economic interests (in this case, to stabilize oil selling): conducting of
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various consultations at coordinators ‘level (between the RF Minister of
Energy and the OPEC Secretary General), Russian experts’ participating in
the organization's activities and arranging joint seminars and conferences.
Thus, during the last years the relations between OPEC and Russia are
improving and the prices are becoming more stable, that leads to economic
stabilization of the country that is the principal goal of protection of national
interests in the area of economy (maintaining stable economic growth).

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The problem of national security is interesting today for
representatives of military science, sociology, political science and
economics, among which there are philosophers, historians, psychologists,
demographers, ecologists, lawyers, biologists, etc. As a rule, issues of
national security directly affect the activities of law enforcement agencies
and Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Ministry of Trade and Economic
Development, Ministry of Energy, Ministry for Taxes and Levies, as well
as other agencies and services of the Russian Federation. To ensure security
the state uses measures of a political, diplomatic, economic, legal and
military nature, as well as property, resources and equipment.

The use of military-technical measures, namely, the creation and
maintenance of an integrated weapons system of Russia is of great
importance for the material support of national security. It is a combination
of armaments of the armed forces of the Russian Federation as well as
military units and bodies ensuring the solution of the country's defence and
security tasks at the required level. This level is achieved by practical
actions implemented by federal executive bodies with a view to military-
technical support of the national security of the state.

The main goal of the military-technical policy is to ensure the
organizational and technical unity of the Russian weapons system, the
military-industrial and scientific-technological complexes, as well as the
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military-technical cooperation of the Russian Federation with foreign
countries through targeted planning and forecasting methods [1, P. 549].

In solving certain and unforeseen tasks of ensuring national security
under normal, optimal and extreme conditions, a large role is played by
various kinds of resources, which are a combination of currently known
means and sources of their access.

The definition of material resources of national security is a
prerequisite for the formulation of national security strategies in various
spheres of society. Security is ensured through the development and
improvement of the military organization of the state and defence potential,
as well as the allocation of a sufficient amount of financial, material and
other resources for these purposes. Much attention is paid to military stocks
of materiel, which include a certain number of weapons and military
equipment, ammunition, fuel, food, engineering, clothing and medical and
other military equipment intended to satisfy the material needs of troops in
peacetime and wartime.

Military stocks of material resources are divided into state ones
(which are held at the Rosreserv bases); strategic ones — (at the disposal of
the highest military command stored in central arsenals, at bases and
warehouses); operational ones (at the disposal of the commanders of the
fronts, military forces, fleets, armies, flotillas and other associations held at
the appropriate bases and warehouses) and military ones (kept at the
warehouses of formations, units, ships and various units, in combat
vehicles, aircraft and with personnel).

According to the intended purpose and the order of expenditure,
material assets are divided into expendable stocks or stocks of current
security, as well as untouchable stocks, which are used only in special cases
by order of respective commandants, commanders and chiefs. The supreme
state and military leadership of the state establishes the amount of material
resources, the procedure of their accumulation, placement and use in
peacetime. At the same time, the state’s economic capabilities, operational
and strategic importance, transport links, physical properties of materiel as
well as the presence and condition of storage tanks, etc. are considered.
During combat operations the amount of the created operational and
military reserves is established by the higher command considering their
estimated consumption, the possibility of transportation, as well as the
availability and ability to use the local industrial and economic base.

The state has established a tendency to combine optimally the
advance creation of material assets, the nomenclature of which is
constantly increasing with the process of preparing the economy for the
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conditions of possible wars. Weapons and military equipment designed to
engage or destroy the enemy’s manpower, equipment and facilities, protect
them from the action of their weapons are of great importance in the system
of national security means. It’s important in combat, technical and rear
support of military operations, too [2, P.15-19].

Moreover, the presence of nuclear missile weapons in Russia is
considered the most important and decisive element of deterring a possible
aggressor and maintaining strategic stability [2, P.15-19]. The Russian
Federation has been trying to authorize the latest military equipment
recently. The same goes for the equipment, weapons, and communications
equipment to equip the army and navy. As an example, these are the
recently appeared Su-57 fighter, the Armata tracked platform and drones.
The Ministry of Defence of the Russian Federation researches the weapons,
military and special equipment of general purpose [3]. To equip the armed
forces with new military means, orders and deliveries to the troops is being
planned.

According to the Ministry of Defence, the troops received over 120
units of aircraft and helicopters, more than 400 samples of armored
vehicles, about 170 radar stations, 170 anti-aircraft missile systems and
over 20 ships and accessory fleet ships and at least 15 thousand units have
been repaired. An attack helicopter is being developed now. It will combine
the advantages of the best Russian army aircraft Ka-52 and Mi-28. The new
helicopter will be supplemented with a wing and will be able to reach the
speeds of over 400 kilometers per hour [4].

The unmanned helicopter complexes are being created. They will
interact with conventional rotary-wing aircraft and act in the interests of the
Army. The development of a long-range unmanned complex is in progress
now. It will be able to perform automatic low-altitude flight at supersonic
speeds and hit both stationary and moving targets in the operational
strategic depth. There are no machines of such kind in any army in the
world yet. Recently, the concept of the first Russian ship capable of
carrying an assault landing boat with the possibility of its launch on the
course of the carrier ship was approved [5].

Strategic submarine missile cruisers with new ballistic missiles are
being developed and a new aircraft carrier complex is under construction.

Today, hyper sound, UHF technology and lasers have already
become the part of the state armament program. The execution of the state
defence order in 2018 amounted to almost 99%.

Thus, it can be concluded that the military-economic support and
equipping of the armed forces with weapons, military special equipment
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and the material means play an important role in the defence of the state
and the formation of the national security strategy of the Russian
Federation.

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Nowadays, a great attention is paid to the economic security of the
state. In this regard, it is necessary to consider such aspect as financial
security, since it is an important component of the economic security of the
country. One of the main obligations of the government is to protect the
national interests of the state and financial security represents an important
factor for the promotion of the country on the international arena.

First and foremost, it is necessary to highlight the definition of
financial security. Financial and economic security of the state implies a set
of measures, means and ways to protect the interests of the state at the
global level in a market economy [1]. A financial system is capable of
adapting to changes quickly and to work in a constantly shifting
environment being exposed to adverse factors. That fact reduces risks and
brings about stable economic development.

The principle of operation and the strategy of financial security
guarantees the achievement of the assigned objectives in the structure of
the country’s national protection. The main aims of this process are:
identification of trends and factors affecting the country's economy and to
elimination of negative influences.

The factors listed below determine financial security of any state: the
level of financial independence; the nature of financial and credit policy
pursued by the state; political climate in the country; the level of legislative
support for the functioning of the financial sector [2]. Financial security is a

complex multilevel system. It incorporates: tax, budget and financial
security of the banking system as well as debt security, currency, monetary
security, investment security and financial security of insurance and stock
market. Threats to financial security of a country are divided into external
and internal. External threats emerge from outside the state. The examples
include the loss of foreign economic positions due to high competition on
the international arena. Internal threats arise within the state itself.
Examples of internal threats are the long-term nature of the economic crisis
or a protracted escape from it, etc.

Without doubt, each state has its own characteristics, and therefore
the financial security of each of them has a multitude of individual
singularities. Here is an example of the peculiarities of financial security in
Russia. The strategy of ensuring economic security of Russia is based on
officially adopted normative acts, such as: the Constitution of the Russian
Federation, the State Strategy of Economic Security of the Russian
Federation, and the Concept of National Security of the Russian Federation.

Threats to financial security of the Russian Federation are also
divided into internal and external. Internal threats appear in connection
with  incorrectly implemented financial and economic policy,
miscalculations and mistakes of authorities and management as well as
abuses in the management of the financial system of the state. External
threats to financial security of the Russian Federation include
internationalization and globalization of the world economy. [3] At present,
these threats represent a particular danger.

In accordance with the information mentioned above, the measures
taken to improve the system of financial security in the Russian Federation
should be mentioned. In modern conditions the following ways of
improvement of this system are used in Russia: the establishment of limits
of foreign participation in the capital of domestic organizations; sectoral
restrictions, which include restrictions to access of foreign investment to
major industries; measures against campaigns that implement restrictive
business policies that distort the terms of competition; production,
technology transfer and etc.; development of effective control systems to
attracting and use foreign borrowings [4].

However, all these factors may have a decidedly negative impact on
the security of the Russian economy and in modern conditions require
serious amendments to the Russian financial security system.

To sum up, it is important to note that in the system of ensuring
economic security financial security takes the most important place. The
development of the situation in financial sectors of the economy, first and
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foremost, depends on sustainable and safe development of the economy as
a whole.

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The main task of every government is to ensure national security. On
the example of the history of the Soviet Union, it can be stated that the use
of tools of segregation in the labor market, money market and capital
market proved to be highly efficient and played a major role in the
development of the state economy, and, that is more important, it was also
one of the key factors in the victory of the USSR in the Great Patriotic War.
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That, consequently, made it possible to ensure the national security of the
USSR. And the opposite approach, which involves attracting foreign
capital, proved itself to be economically unstable in many countries. It
confirms that it is also dangerous for national security [1, P. 3-5].

To minimize that threat, the control over labor market is required.
Indeed, one of the most important tasks that Russia has to prioritize to solve
in the nearest future is to reduce the outflow of personnel that weakens the
Russian economy and strengthens the economy of those countries where
the most talented minds of our country are leaving. According to statistics,
7-15% of those who leave Russia permanently cut all ties with it [2, P. 7].
To achieve that, it is necessary to provide not only appropriate working
conditions, but also a social spectrum of services in order to convince
people to stay in Russia. Moreover, these days, it would seem, the level of
education in the country has increased, but this is more likely to be true for
higher education. But the truth is that the country does not require huge
numbers of people with higher education. The driving force of the economy
is the working class, middle-level professions. Now, according to the
generally accepted opinion, it is considered prestigious to receive higher
education, and not upper secondary education. And it is this problem that
should be eradicated.

The value of middle-level workers in the USSR was largely
promoted, and people dreamed of becoming one of them, not only because
of propaganda, but also due to the social privileges theses jobs provided
and rather high salary of people with upper secondary education. That
tendency in the masses — to contribute to the growth of production and,
accordingly, to the country's economic welfare, led to the rapid economic
growth that allowed to raise the production of all necessary goods. Now,
the country basically sells raw materials and purchases the final products
from abroad, although there are no relevant obstacles in Russia producing
finished goods itself. Even Japan, which is low on resources, has found a
way to produce its own unique product and therefore is among the most
advanced countries of our time. The USA, on the other hand, that is rich on
commodities, naturally has the upper hand in determining the welfare of its
economy in comparison to other developed countries. Summing up what
was mentioned above, the restoration of the prestige of mid-level
professions should be in top priorities for Russia at the moment.

Another paramount task is to establish control over the money
market, specifically, to minimize foreign intervention in the Russian
economy. To stress the level of involvement of the USA into the Russian
economy, the following fact can be cited: at present the United States has
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invested more than $ 13 billion in the Russian oil industry — the most
valuable resource of the Russian economy [3, P. 4]. Taking in
consideration main economic shocks of these days, the Great Depression
and the Great Regression, it can be concluded that these crises that
occurred in the USA had a strong negative effect on all countries that had
close economic ties with them. For example, the main areas of US direct
investment in 2007 (the year the Great Regression began) were the UK ($
426.4 billion) and the Netherlands (412.1 billion). The loss of such amounts
of money for the any economy would cause a sharp decline in the money
supply in the state and with a high probability will lead to a crisis [4, P. 1].
Moreover, the Great Regression in Russia itself occurred primarily due to
the withdrawal of foreign investment from the Russian economy. And since
the main function of the Central Bank's interest rate is to stabilize the flow
of money in the country, it was nearly impossible to oversee the close
collapse or make up for the unexpected withdrawal of huge sums of foreign
capital in a short time. These events indicate that if Russia allows an
alarmingly high level of concentration of foreign investment, that would
make the state vulnerable to crises in these countries that Russia would be
economically connected to, collapses that could not be predicted or
stopped, which, in turn, would inevitably threaten national security.

The last aim concerns the capital market. It is vital to reduce the
dependence on imports. The consequences of the sanctions in this case
clearly reflect Russia's market dependence on other states’ products.
Therefore, in order to be able to defend against these kinds of attacks on the
Russian economic welfare, it is required of a country to produce most of
the goods with its own devices and reduce the population’s dependence on
foreign-made goods. That condition not only does nothing to stimulate the
Russian economy in any way, but also deprives the country of national
income, as the money of the population flows to other countries, which, in
turn, strengthens these countries and weakens Russia, that naturally
undermines national security. Protection against the dominance of imported
goods in the market can be ensured by high customs, reduction in
advertising of foreign products which would lead to increase in demand for
goods produced domestically. This would encourage local manufacturers to
develop their industries and orient them towards domestic market. All these
tools brought together should be able to reduce the level of dependence on
the foreign economy and would allow to control domestic economy better,
especially to more effectively protect it from collapse. All these tools were
efficiently applied in the USSR that resulted into strengthening of the
country's economy. The proposed solutions have proven effective in the
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Soviet Union, China, as well as in North Korea that all experienced an
economic recovery when they were isolated from foreign intervention. And
given the fact that the Communist Party is still widely supported by at least
11.77% of the Russian population, according to the results of the Russian
presidential election on March 18, 2018, the use of a number of elements of
the system should not cause strong dissonance in society, especially if they
are implied gradually, giving people the opportunity to adapt to slightly
changing economic situation [5]. That statement can be confirmed by brief
description of the condition of economy in the countries where foreign
intervention is welcomed or even forms the basis of the economy [6,P.171-
177;7, P. 4].

Summing up, it is proposed to use the following economic
instruments that would help to ensure the independence of the Russian
economy from foreign interference and, accordingly, would be aimed at
protecting the sovereignty of the state and ensuring national security of the
country:

- in the labor market: reducing the outflow of personnel, restoring
the prestige of middle-level professions;

- in the money market: minimizing external investments;

- in the capital market: reducing the dependence on imports.

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The urgency of this topic is that the real guarantor of the security and
defense capability of any state is the high level of readiness of its Armed
Forces to repel a sudden enemy attack and to repel any emerging external
threats. For this purpose, it is the duty of each soldier to improve their own
physical and military special training level, which is the most suitable type
of military applied sport, namely, naval pentathlon. The theme is
considered in this article.

The main purpose of physical training in the Armed Forces is to
ensure the necessary level of military personnel fitness to perform combat
and other tasks in accordance with their purpose [1].

Special attention should be paid to the naval pentathlon. The history
of the naval pentathlon is closely connected with the history of the Russian
Navy and with the formation of Maritime education in the training program
for students of Marine and Maritime schools. In 1949, the first all-Union
sea all-around competition was organized. It was the USSR Championship,
led by the Voluntary society for fleet assistance (DOSFLOT), after which
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the sea all-around competition was recognized and cultivated in the Armed
forces [2]. A little later, in 1955, the sea all-around competition was finally
allocated as an independent sport. It was included into the Olympics. For
the most outstanding performance the participants were awarded the title of
sports master and other sports categories. The first international
competitions in sea pentathlon as an independent sport were held in 1956 in
Poland under the motto "Friendship and brotherhood", where Russian
men's team took the first team place and the first places in individual types
of all-around events.

Modern naval pentathlon includes a whole range of sports, different
in nature, weighting and method of performing exercises [3]. Classes in
military-applied all-around competition have a positive impact on the
combat capability of military personnel. It increases combat training, by
including in the set of exercises not only for physical, but also for military
special training, such as shooting with a machine gun, pistol, throwing hand
fragmentation grenades and diving training. This also requires military
personnel to have a good knowledge of the material part of the weapon and
the skills to use it. Due to both the mental and physical development of
participants in military-applied competitions, athletes adopt their body to
the effects of various adverse factors, as well as form high moral, political
and psychological stability [4].

At the moment, the naval all-around competition is actively
developed in the Armed Forces of the Russian Federation. The example is
the team of the Military University of the Ministry of Defence of the
Russian Federation. The team has been taking part in competitions in this
sport for several years, and the results achieved are significant. This team
participates in the team of the Western Military District and successfully
takes prizes, for example: the first place in the championship of the Russian
Armed Forces held in the city of Sevastopol from 24 to 30 September in
2018, the second place in the championship of the Russian Armed Forces
in 2019 in the city of Sevastopol. The competition was attended by
representatives of the Navy, Military Districts and military institutions.
Athletes competed in five events: obstacle course, race for survival,
swimming, marine practice and, the heaviest, amphibious cross, including
the distance of 2.5 kilometers divided into sections. At a distance of 700-
900 meters from the start line, participants make shooting from small-bore
5.6 mm rifle on 5 targets with a diameter of 100 mm. At a distance of
1,500-1700 meters an athlete swims a water barrier with a length of 100m
in a rubber boat. At a distance of 2100 meters an athlete needs to hit a
target — a circle with a diameter of 2 meters — with a grenade at a distance
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of 25 meters. The team of the Military University made a high competition
and showed the results of the level of the national team of the Armed
Forces in the "Race for survival" discipline. The team consists of Yegor
Zherdetsky, master of sports, world Cup medallist, as well as Sergey
Revenchuk, Denis Denisov, Andrey Ananchenko and Kirill Papenov,
Dmitry Kulenkov, masters of sports. All participants have international
experience of competitions in this military-applied sport. Nevertheless,
participation in competitions does not prevent athletes of the national team
of the Military University of the Ministry of Defence of the RF from
studying perfectly.

Thus, one can trace that the naval pentathlon, as well as physical
training, in general, are an important tool for improving the combat skills of
personnel of all Military Services and Arms of the Armed Forces and an
indicator of the level of military personnel’s professional training. Its role is
shown, first of all, in maintaining and improving both physical and mental
performance. Thanks to this, military personnel use weapons and military
equipment more effectively and reliably in training and combat activities,
and operate faster, more accurately and more successfully in a variety of
conditions.

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The concept of a national security for any state is the priority
direction in activity and it plays an especially important role in forming
national interests of the state. The legal basis of national security is
regulated first of all by the decree of the President of the Federation of
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31.12.2015 No. 683 “On the Strategy of Homeland Security of the Russian
Federation» [1]. The main task of Strategy of Homeland Security is the
protection of the state and its citizens from various threats and dangers,
both in the state and beyond its borders.

It should be noted that today terrorism is the biggest threat to
mankind. Losses from terrorism are difficult to replenish in full. Presently
the scope of terrorism is so high that it is difficult to imagine whether there
are any framework or borders for it. In 1999 "The International Convention
on the Fight Against Terrorism Financing" was adopted in New York to
fight against financing terrorism at the international level. For the first time
Russia faced financing terrorism and its consequences in June, 2000 when
the Financial Action Task Force (FATF) [2] included Russia in the "black
list" [3]. To be excluded from the "black list" and not to get under a number
of economic sanctions, after carrying out a number of important meetings
with the commission of FATF in Russian state bodies, the Federal law of
07.08.2001 No. 115-FZ "On countering legalization (laundering) of income
gained in the criminal way and terrorism financing" was adopted [4]. This
law was directed to protect the rights and legitimate interests of citizens,
society and the state by creation of a legal mechanism of countering
legalization (laundering) of income gained in the criminal way, financing
of terrorism and financing of distribution of weapons of mass destruction.

It should be noted that the work that had already been done was
fruitful and since June 19, 2003 Russia has become the full-fledged
member of FATF. For the systematization of recommendations to create
measures to fight against terrorism financing, FATF developed 40
recommendations which represent the code of measures which member-
countries use for the creation of the most effective mode of counting money
laundering and terrorism financing. These recommendations do not
regulate in any way and do not substitute the existing regulatory legal acts,
but on the contrary, supplement them creating more accurate, harmonious
system of the principles and regulations in the sphere of LCI\FT.

You should not forget that according to the resolution of UN
Security Council No. 1617 (2005), all recommendations are mandatory
international standards to be followed by the UN member states. At the
same time the executive body performing functions of terrorism financing
counteraction —  Federal Service for Financial Monitoring
(Rosfinmonitoring) — was created to fight against terrorism financing.
Rosfinmonitoring is the federal executive body performing functions on
countering legalization (laundering) of income gained in the criminal way,
terrorism financing and financing the distribution of weapons of mass
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destruction as well as functions of developing state policy and legal
regulations in this sphere, of coordination of the related activity of federal
executive bodies, other state bodies and organizations and also the function
of the national center for assessment bodies and the organizations and also
function of the national center for assessment of threats to homeland
security resulting from performing transactions (transactions) with money
or other property and for creating measures of countering these threats [5].

This Federal executive body created relatively recently managed to
prove in the international market and on behalf of Russia participates in the
activities of the international organizations which fight against terrorism
financing at the international level. Cooperating with law enforcement
agencies, other interdepartmental organizations and also other states, UN
member-states and Rosfinmonitoring staff daily one can trace cash flows
terrorist groups use for the maintenance of their activity. To realize the
actions and to support the networks, terrorist groups need huge financing
which is sometimes earned on legal grounds with use of all possible legal
financial instruments. Money transfers, e-wallets, "cryptocurrency",
fraudulent schemes (taxes, charges, charity), weapon and drug trafficking,
natural and agricultural resources sale, kidnapping for ransom — everything
is sources of terrorism financing.

Harmonious work of law enforcement agencies and local
government authorities is fruitful and attempts of acts of terrorism which
are capable to undermine Russian citizens’ peaceful life are daily stopped.
However despite harmonious work of the authorities on the identification
of the facts of terrorism financing, in more profound analysis of this
concept and sources of terrorism financing it is possible to draw a
conclusion that despite legal regulation and criminal liability for assisting
terrorist activity according to Article 205.1 of the Criminal Code of the
Russian Federation [6], sometimes it is difficult to prove the terrorism
financing fact as the note to this article contains formulations which have
no exact definition neither in the legal theory nor in economic sciences.
However, you should not forget that despite all protective measures, fight
against terrorism financing cannot be effective if you react only to the
committed crimes. Accepting all available methods for fight against
terrorism financing, it is necessary to create the correct conditions which
would minimize an opportunity of committing an act of terrorism and of its
consequences.

Thus it should be noted that despite defects in respect of criminal
liability for terrorism financing complicity, Russia created prerequisites for
active counteraction to terrorism financing which needs more detailed
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analysis and improvement taking into account the practice of ensuring
terrorism financing, legal and illegal opportunities of financial assistance.

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In the realities of the 21st century global economic and financial
crises, the situation in the international arena is contradictory and dynamic.
This fact has a direct impact on the vector of Russian development both
domestically and globally. Significant changes in the global economic
system and foreign economic threats reinforce the importance of the
Russian Federation’s national security.

National security of the Russian Federation is the state of the
individual’s, society’s and the state’s security from internal and external
threats, which ensures the implementation of the RF citizens’ constitutional
rights and freedoms, a decent standard of living, sovereignty,
independence, state and territorial integrity as well as sustainable socio-
economic development of the Russian Federation [1]. It follows from this
definition that the foreign economic aspect is an indispensable component
of the national security strategy. The term “foreign economic security”
means the ability of the state to confront the external threats, adapt and
realize its economic interests in the foreign market by creating competitive
advantages that provide sustained economic growth [2].

It is possible to identify several key elements in the structure of the
national security foreign economic aspect. One of them is the need to
ensure a high level of the national economy adaptability to continuous
transformation of the global economic environment. This can be achieved
by the rational use of geographical and geopolitical position and by active
participation in the international division of labor. It is also important to
increase the competitiveness of national production and at the same time to
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expand the borders of foreign economic relations, which will provide
access to new markets, resources and consumers. It is necessary to optimize
the structure of foreign trade (concerning Russia it should increase the
share of high-tech product export) and maintain the trade balance at a
positive level. Integration into the system of international transport
communications, a reasonable degree of state intervention in foreign
economic activity - all these factors are mandatory points for the
implementation of foreign economic security.

Being one of the main participants in the world economy Russia
constantly needs to confront the challenges and threats to its national
security in the framework of foreign economic activity. At first, adhering to
the sanctions policy Western countries introduced discriminatory sanctions
regarding key sectors of the Russian economy and partially limited access
to foreign financial resources and cutting-edge production technologies. At
second, there is an artificially induced increase in the conflict potential in
the zones of Russian economic interests. At third, the structure of world
demand for energy is undergoing changes, material consumption is
decreasing and “green technologies” are gaining popularity. This has a
negative effect on the development of the national economy since Russia is
traditionally considered to be a resource-dependent Power: oil and gas are
still the main sources of the state budget replenishment. At fourth, the
financial system of the Russian Federation is highly vulnerable due to the
large share of speculative foreign capital. At the same time, the real sector
of domestic economy is experiencing an acute shortage of foreign
investment due to unfavorable investment climate.

Thus, many leading economists and experts are firmly convinced that
for a given period of time the most crucial threats to the Russian economy
are precisely external ones. With a number of competitive advantages,
Russia is well integrated into the global economic system. Therefore, it is
absolutely impossible to deny the dependence of the Russian Federation’s
national security on the security of other states. It should be borne in mind
that today the world is constantly becoming more complex and changing: a
new world order, a new architecture of world security and a new system of
world coordinates are being formed [3]. Taking into account the unstable
situation, it is necessary to assess Russia's place in the international
economic arena correctly, respond to challenges and threats in a timely
manner, and build an effective program of cooperation with foreign states
in order to ensure national security.

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One more socially negative phenomenon has been added to the
existing global security threats such as infectious diseases, environmental
degradation, mass destruction weapon spreading and transnational
organized crime — cyberterrorism. This requires the creation of a coherent,
consistent and scientifically sound anti-terrorist legislation. According to
the statistics, despite a small rate of crime, in general, acts of terrorism take
a huge number of innocent lives, simultaneously inspire fear and horror to
the inhabitants of an entire country or even world, for a long time
destabilize everyday life, undermine the authority of the state power and
the law enforcement system and cause long lasting pain to thousands of
people. But also, cyberterrorism threatens countries information security.

In modern literature there is no generally accepted definition of terror
and a clear distinction between the concepts of “terror”, “terrorism” and
“cyberterrorism”. Terror is the intimidation of its political opponents,
which is expressed in physical violence, including destruction, severe
intimidation, and violence. The conditions for the manifestation of
terrorism include political, social, or ideological mistakes. These are, for
example, miscalculations in national policy in the form of infringement of
the rights of a certain national or religious group.

Accordingly, the question arises about the line that each State should
not cross while fighting terrorism and of course cyberterrorism, in order not
to put at risk the security of their country. Conflicts of a political, social,
territorial, national and ideological nature lead to terrorist struggle.
Terrorists can use arson and explosions of residential buildings, shops,
railway stations, public places, headquarters of political parties, etc. to
create this atmosphere of fear. In modern conditions, terrorists used to take
hostages and hijacking planes. And cyberterrorists are aimed at hacking the
computer systems of companies and organizations, which is a threat to state
security, individuals and society.

Terrorist actions are always public and aimed at society or the
government, which certainly affects relations within the country and, as a
result, its national and information security. At the same time, terrorists
quickly getting aware of a number in our time features: power is highly
dependent on elections and, consequently, on public opinion, there are
powerful media that are addicted to “terrorist sensations” and can instantly
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form mass public opinion, people in most countries are weaned from
political violence and are afraid of it. Terrorist attacks affect mass
psychology. Mass — the people, the people — the country, the country — the
whole nation.

Terrorists are difficult to detect and defeat using classic methods of
armed struggle, because they hide behind the backs of the civilian
population. That is why a small, relatively weakly armed front of national
terrorism for a lot of years has successfully resisted the most modern states
in the world. One of the priority tasks of the antiterrorist struggle is to
ensure internal security, i.e. protection of the civilian population,
infrastructure, properties, adoption of laws and regulations, implementation
of preventive measures and procedures designed to identify terrorists and
their intentions, and prevent the terrorist acts itself [1].

In recent years, most countries have significantly tightened control at
their borders, airports, trains, and crowded areas. More attention is paid to
intelligence and counterintelligence operations to identify terrorists and
cyberterrorists. Many legislative acts have been adopted to improve the
legal framework to fight all forms of terrorism. Civil society is being
mobilized to support this fight.

These measures can be illustrated by the example of those to ensure
internal security in the United States after the September 11, 2001 attacks.
First reaction was a mass demonstration of patriotism, the unification of
society around the country’s political leadership, and a demonstration of
readiness to support the fight against terrorism. The public discussion
among specialists and experts has allowed us to form a fairly broad
consensus on the lessons of this event, the new quality of threat that has
arisen and measures designed to counter it. Many experts compare the
attack on the international trade center in New York on the depth of the
impact on society and the state with the attack on Pearl-Harbor in 1941.

Since terrorism has acquired a transnational character, it is inevitable
to create a broad anti-terrorist coalition for each state.

Thus in the last few decades, the issue of national and information
security in each country is an initial one and requires the necessary measures
and strengthening, and cyberterrorism is one of the largest problems today.
Looking on global scale of modern terrorism, we can assume that this is a
long-term threat. It has and will have the most serious impact on various
aspects of the formation of a new national security system. Each state must
urgently determine the place and weight of the threat of national terrorism and
apply measures in the right time and prevent it in order to save the country.

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In the history of the Russian state, maintenance and equipment of the
Armed Forces, purchase of outfits, clothes and military uniforms along
with the manufacture of new weapons and vehicles have always been one
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of the most vital and obliged government’s necessities related to providing
the national security. At present, as before, competent budgeting and
planning of spendings on the country’s defence are a high-priority task for
the Russian Federation to accomplish in the field of national security.

Military spendings due to a number of special aspects and their
critical importance may be quite a large item of expenses in the country’s
federal budget. It is necessary to point out the following: in order to
understand how the material should be spent while providing the country’s
national security, first of all, it is essential to start with the primary source
of information, namely, the War Doctrine of the Russian Federation.

The War Doctrine of the Russian Federation enacted by the
President’s Order of April 21, 2000 refers to the country’s basic external
threats such as:

- interference in the domestic affairs of the Russian Federation;

- attempts to ignore (infringe) the interests of the Russian Federation
in tackling the international security issues, to oppose its strengthening as
one of the influential centres of the multipolar world;

- the existence of the armed conflict areas, primarily near the state
border of the Russian Federation and its allies [1].

In peacetime, expenditures aimed to be spent on strengthening the
defence capability of the country and improving its military domain are
often excessive, and the suggestions to raise these items of the budget
expenses are negatively met by the society, especially, if there are some
social matters to consider which occur even in the high-developed
industrial countries. From our point of view, the function to defend
designated to provide the country’s national security is of vital importance and
must be performed regardless of the current public opinion or political mood.

The Federal Law On Defence says that “financing national defence
expenditures must be provided from the federal budget by way of
allocating funds to the Ministry of Defence by all federal executive bodies
which provide and are interested in the defensive measures” [2].

According to the finance and development plans for the Russian
Federation Armed Forces up to 2021, the priorities in financing
expenditures on the country’s defence are divided the following way:

- re-equipment of the Russian Federation Armed Forces;

- balanced development of strategic weapons;

- complete deliveries of modern and advanced weapon models,
primarily to the military formations and units of combat readiness;

- creation of basic information and management systems arranging
the employment of high-precision weapons;
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- creation of research and technical groundwork and support of the
latest system and weapon sample development;

- provision of existing weapons maintenance in combat readiness
condition;

- creation of necessary infrastructure for servicing equipment
servicing, troop deploying and providing the military personnel with
everything needed [3].

The Ministry of Defence budget is known to consist of two large
parts: about 55% is the Defence Procurement and Acquisition, and 45% is
the Armed Forces maintenance. Last year the Russian Federation spent 46
billion dollars taking the seventh place in the ranking of the world military
budgets after the US, China, India, Great Britain, Saudi Arabia and France
[4]. Herewith, the competent allocation of material resources gave Russian
the opportunity to provide national security not only within its own borders
but abroad. Thus, for example, Russia successfully conducts a
peacekeeping mission in the Syrian Arab Republic.

Participation of the Russian Armed Forces in the combat actions
against terrorist organizations on the territory of the Syrian Arab Republic
began in September 2015. The Russian Federation agreed to provide Syria
with the peacekeeping assistance and to protect its legitimate authority.

The military forces in Syria include the Army of insignificant
strength aimed to protect the military facilities of the RF on the territory of
Syria and to take part in the special military operations. Meanwhile, the
Military Spaces Forces (MSF) accomplish the main mission to destroy the
important strategic terrorist facilities.

While conducting the military operations in Syria, Russian MSF fly
nearly 13 thousand of missions per year. In total the Tu-22, Tu-95 and Tu-
160 strategic bombers flew over 250 missions per year. The cost of such a
mission together with the usage of the cruising missiles X-101 and X-555
accounts for roughly as much as 20 million rubles (around 5 billion rubles per
year). Russia spends at least 50 billion rubles on combat mission flights [5].

To sum it up, the budget of the Ministry of Defence is a considerable
part of expenditures the Russian Federation spends to provide the country’s
national security. Sufficient money investment and its competent allocation
allow Russia to meet challenges related to the provision of national security
not only on its own territory but in other states helping its allies in this way.

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Ties between Russia and NATO endured different periods and
nowadays they are in the state of the most serious crisis. They started after
the end of the Cold War when Russia joined the North Atlantic
Cooperation Council in 1991 which was succeeded in 1997 by the Euro-
Atlantic Partnership Council. In 1997 Russia and NATO member-states
signed the Founding Act on Mutual Relations, Cooperation and Security
according to which the NATO-Russia Permanent Joint Council was
created. In 2002 the NATO-Russia Council was established. It became a
mechanism for consultations, consensus-building, cooperation in a wide
range of security issues. Among such issues are struggle against terrorism,
arms control, missile defence and others [1].

According to S. Lavrov, Russian Foreign Minister, these goals have
not been achieved primarily because NATO has remained a Cold War
institution that has proven itself unable to respond to the new millennium’s

challenges. The scale of military activity has increased recently and there is
a building up of military presence in regions bordering Russia including the
territories along the Kaliningrad region boarder [2].

The Kaliningrad region was formed following the results of the
Potsdam Conference in 1945. In accordance with its results the northern
part of the Eastern Prussia territory was transferred to the USSR. The
USSR created Konigsberg Special Military region with the administrative
center in the city of Konigsberg. Later it was transformed into the
Konigsberg region and in 1946 it was renamed the Kaliningrad region. The
Kaliningrad region is situated in the South-Eastern coast of the Baltic sea
and is separated from the rest part of Russia by foreign countries’ land
borders. The Kaliningrad region borders on the republic of Lithuania in the
north and in the east and on the republic of Poland in the South.

The Baltic Fleet Staff is located in Kaliningrad and powerful military
aviation and air defence forces are deployed in the region. Russian military
presence attracts close attention abroad. The Kaliningrad region is
considered to be the most militarized one in Europe. NATO’s attention to
Kaliningrad increased when the Crimea joined Russia in 2014 and it is
considered by the Alliance as a particular military planning. The Baltic
states (Lithuania and Poland) claimed the Kaliningrad region to be
demilitarized. Many Polish and Lithuanian politicians supported the
deployment of military bases and troops of other NATO member states
(most notably the USA) in their countries. NATO fears that in case of
military actions Russian troops may deprive NATO forces of reinforcement
in the Baltic republics. According to military experts NATO forces
enhancement in Poland and Lithuania doesn’t seriously threaten Russia and
its Kaliningrad region but it escalates the political and military situation in
the Baltic region and increases the risk of military conflict [3].

According to Vilnius and Warsaw, Russia is a permanent source of
threat in the region. In 2019 the US Jamestown Foundation suggested
seizing the Kaliningrad region and according to its plan, if the USA and
Poland reinforced its land forces in the region, they would manage to seize
it and Russia would lose it as a result. Finland and Sweden may be the
allies of the operation. The Russian Federation Ministry of Defence stated
that the Kaliningrad region is protected against any attacks and NATO
pilots know the Russian air defence capabilities well [4,5].

Along with this fact, a number of publications in Western media
force serious concerns regarding the security threat to NATO member
states coming from the Russian city of Kaliningrad. Russia has repeatedly
expressed concern about the continued buildup of NATO’s infrastructure
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and its proximity to Russian borders. In particular, the deployment of the
US Aegis Ashore systems in Europe which can be used to launch medium
range cruise missiles and other weapons causes serious concern. According
to the Russian Federation Ministry of Foreign Affairs’ statement, the
deployment of medium and shorter-range missiles will be reciprocal [6].

Thus, speaking at the parade on the occasion of the victory in the
Great Patriotic War in 2018, V. Putin, Russian President, noted the Russian
Federation Armed Forces are capable of repelling any potential attack.
Russia will continue to observe intensely and to respond to the actions
affecting its interests including the deployment of new NATO military
potentials near Russian borders timely [7].

Abstract. The author of the study considers a number of problems
related to ensuring Russia's economic security and draws attention to their
relevance at the present stage.

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In our view, the economic security of the Russian Federation is a key
element of the national security. It guarantees the state sovereignty and
sustainable socio-economic development of the country and establishes the
possibility of carrying out independent economic policy. In the context of
integration into the United world economic space the issue of economic
independence plays a major role in the security of the state as a whole.

We can assume that the concept of the economic security of Russia is
defined as the state of protected economic interests of the individual,
society and state from internal and external threats based on the
independence, efficiency and competitiveness of the country's economy [1].
Structurally, it consists of three elements:

- economic independence (the ability to control national resources
usage);

- stability and sustainability of the national economics;

- capacity for self-development and progress [2].

Meanwhile, currently there is no single model for determining the
level of state economic security. However, it is possible to single out the
indicators that most fully characterize the economic situation in the country
and conclude on the level of economic security on their basis. First, we
consider the main indicator of GDP in dynamics. Thus, Russia's GDP
average growth rates 1-2% per year while countries with developed
economies correspond to a value of 6-7%. In the context of growing
nominal cash population earnings the near-zero dynamics of real disposable
incomes results from the slow economic growth, accelerated consumer
inflation, increased mandatory payments and contributions, in particular, an
expansion of already oversized debts (in reality it is 61% for individuals)
and interest payments on bank loans, as well as a decrease in bank deposit
returns. Secondly, we note the raw material economic dependence of the
country. The main part of budget revenues of the Russian Federation is oil
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and gas revenues (8298 billion rubles), that is, 42% of the total revenue. It
means that the economics of Russia has a strong dependence both on
supplies and the dollar exchange rate and oil prices per barrel that has been
evident in the most recent period. At the same time, in Russia an import
substitution program which promoted the development of agriculture and
some production sectors was launched. However, the dynamics of this
process still remains at a low level since the depreciation of fixed assets is
approximately 46%. In addition, the investment situation has changed
recently. In 2018 foreign direct investments in Russian business capital fell
by $ 6.5 billion. This is due to economic sanctions and the mistrust of
investors. But there is also a 6.4% increase in domestic investments. In
addition, it is necessary to take into account the uneven regional
development of Russia. All regions are practically subsidized and do not
have their own funds to ensure livelihoods and maintain living standards of
the population. As a result, an expenditure item on assistance to regional
budgets (inter-budget transfers) has been allocated in the federal budget. In
2019 944 billion rubles were appropriated for this expense, that is, 13%
over 2018 [3].

Thus, the above facts lead to the conclusion that at the present stage
the main condition for ensuring economic security in Russia is the
economic recovery, creation of conditions for its functioning in the
expanded reproduction mode and high competition against the background
of the development and improvement of the legislative framework.

At the present moment, the Russian Federation is in diplomatic
relations with a huge number of foreign states. Compared with the
beginning of the formation of Russia as an independent state, it occupies a
strong position in the world arena. However, the strengthening of the
situation in the country met a decisive resistance from various international
entities, such as the UN and the OSCE, which undoubtedly poses a threat to
the national security of the Russian Federation. Its support, both in political
and in other areas of activity, is engaged in the “System of ensuring
national security”. The National Security System of the Russian Federation
is regulated by the “National Security Strategy” that defines the procedure
and measures to ensure the national security of the Russian Federation,
which is enshrined in the federal law dated 28.06.2014 No.172-FL [1].

National Security System bodies continuously monitor compliance
with the rights of Russia by foreign states, as well as international military
and political associations. One of the most serious dangers for the country
today is concentration of the military forces of foreign states near the
borders of the Russian Federation, the proliferation of nuclear weapons in
the world, territorial expansion and the threat of international terrorism.
Due to such phenomena Russia is forced to use the Armed Forces, which
are under the control of the President — Commander-in-Chief as the most
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important operating institution of the National Security System to prevent
violations of its rights and freedoms. Also, to implement the foreign policy
of the Russian Federation on issues within the competence of the Ministry
of Defence, the Main Directorate of International Military Cooperation, a
special body has been created. The armed forces are constantly serving
protecting the borders of the state, carrying out work to identify military
and military-political threats, maintain the state of troops in combat and
mobilization readiness and are carrying out activities to comply with
international treaties and agreements with allied states.

In recent years, a huge number of events with the participation of the
Russian Armed Forces have been held. They are military parades dedicated
to the anniversary of the victory in the Great Patriotic War, the
international Army Games “ArMY” and tactical exercises as well as a
military operation in the Syrian-Arab Republic. So, one of the most
important functions of military parades held by the Ministry of Defence is
to demonstrate the military power of the state. Russia literally shows ill-
wishers what they will have to face if they dare to violate its rights and
freedoms. At the same time, the parade emphasizes once again: the citizens
of the country have nothing to fear; they are under reliable protection. On a
festive day a huge amount of weapons, military and special equipment used
in the Armed Forces is demonstrated in the main squares of large cities.
Among them new models that have no analogues in the world are found
every year.

Another measure that serves as a deterrent is tactical exercises of the
Armed Forces of the Russian Federation. Being carefully prepared
simulations of hostilities that are as close as possible to the conditions of
modern combat, they are designed to develop necessary skills for the
personnel to perform real combat missions. But there is another important
function of the exercises: to demonstrate capabilities of the army in action,
in various weather conditions and in different areas. Each exercise
undoubtedly ends with the achievement of all assigned goals, that shows
the potential and ever-growing power of the troops of the Russian
Federation once again.

In fact, the “ArMY”, international army games, perform the same
functions that demonstrate our combat capabilities as well as tactical
exercises, however here one can compare domestic weapons with the
weapons of foreign states and show the superiority without participating in
any armed conflicts. Undoubtedly, the most -effective method of
demonstrating the full power of the Russian Armed Forces is holding large-
scale military operations on the territory of foreign states. The most striking
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example is Russia's participation in the conflict on the territory of the Syrian-
Arab Republic. Of course, the strategic deterrence of other countries is just a
consequence of the practical use of weapons against a real enemy. But what
shows the capabilities of the army besides real military operations? The answer
is obvious - nothing. The success of the operations in Syria is another reminder
to the world: "We are able to stand up for ourselves, our national security is
untouchable."

To summarize the above, the Russian Armed Forces are in a state of
dynamic development and are constantly participating in various events, both
on their territory and on the territory of foreign states, demonstrating their
superiority in military power. However, these actions are aimed precisely at
maintaining peace, showing Russia's our readiness to stand up for itself against
a potential enemy preventing possible violations of its national security [2].

Education is an important factor of individual socialization since
the emergence of first communities and tribes and up to the formation of
large states. Education keeps not only educational but also many other
functions creating an unbreakable bond between generations [1, P. 240-241].
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In the process of society development education has stood out as
an independent activity providing transfer of accumulated cultural
experience and knowledge. Gained knowledge contributed to human
isolation from the animal world and gave an opportunity to influence
different spheres of human life.

Resistance to the outside world using basic types of weapons (a
bow and a spear) was replaced by the need to solve the problem of
territorial interest protection and defence of borders from aliens.
Subsequently, special military skills were necessary to solve this problem.

At the stage of Russian state formation there were no special
institutions providing necessary professional training but the presence of
prince’s military unit and militia demonstrates prerequisites of military
education emergence in ancient Rus.

Thus far, various definitions of military education were developed
in scientific literature. One of them presents “military education” as “a
complex of systematized knowledge on fundamental (social, physical and
mathematical, chemical and others) and professional military sciences and
skills necessary for officers and other servicemen in their practical activity.
Beginning and development of military education is closely connected with
military science development” [2]. Establishment of military science as a
system of knowledge about warfare and military art as theory and practice
of warfare preparation [2] let prince’s military unit successfully wage war
providing state and national security.

Military science development was also promoted by experience
of nomadic people raiding the Principality of Kiev from the east. Struggle
with enemy raids revealed weaknesses of battle tactics, ability to repel the
hostile assault from external borders and allowed to get knowledge for their
removal.

Learning foreign military experience continued during Moscow
State development when the strengthening of native military power was
necessary. Great attention was paid to teaching Russians foreign lines to
struggle with enemy opposition.

Peter the Great’s military reforms became crucial in native
military history. They promoted establishment of educational institutions
providing future officers’ professional training. New naval, engineering and
medical military schools and cadets’ corps expanded regular Russian Army
officers’ training at the level of military and general education. Learning
logics, eloquence, fundamentals of natural sciences and humanities in
combination with military disciplines contributed to forming a complete
image of a serviceman showing either professional or moral qualities. Ideas
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of the era of Enlightenment were further developed and helped to narrow
the gap between the level of native and foreign servicemen’s training.

A humanistic tendency in military science development helped
alleviate attitude to soldiers; education became the basis of military science
at the end of the 18™ century. Military reform of the 19™ century abolished
recruitment system and changed the soldier’s image. A universal military
duty became equal for each class and converted a soldier into the
Motherland defender who was able to guard it honourably [3].

At the times of the USSR military training content was formed in
view of military and political situation, categories of students and teaching
staff renewal. Curricula of military colleges were partly introduced to
secondary schools preparing young men for further enrollment in military
institutions. During the Great Patriotic War much attention was given to
patriotic education, forming a spiritual component of a human and a citizen
ready to defend his Motherland at the cost of his life [4, P. 19-21].

At the end of the 20" century the term “security” developed into
“national security” influenced by “the quality of general secondary,
primary, secondary and higher professional education” in the sphere of
education [5, P.181-183].

At every stage of its development native military education is
directed to forming both a well-qualified military specialist and a
harmoniously developed personality able to take decisions in difficult
situations independently. Such skills are necessary for a true Motherland
defender: “Today military science, special authorized institutions and
officials are responsible for state security” [6, P.108-111]. Therefore at
present education is paid great attention on the part of society and state.

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In 1904, US President Theodore Roosevelt in his message to
Congress has substantiated the annexation of the canal zone by the interests
of "national security". That's when this concept appeared in the political
lexicon. Looking at the history of the Russian Federation, it can be noted
that the issue of national security was not openly raised, but the basic
concepts were included in the category of "defense".

It is possible to stress 3 stages of national security in the Soviet
Russia.

I. The post-revolutionary stage (1917-1936) — due to the
expectation of both internal counter-revolutionary movement and the
external enemy, aimed at preserving and strengthening the socialist
government. The main task of security was planned based on the analysis
of socio-political situation in the country.

II. The socialist stage (1936—1985) — unlike the previous phase the
internal activity aimed at undermining political and economic
development was not expected. The main direction was external security,
combating activities aimed at the substitution of ideological views that do
not meet official conceptions of the Soviet Union. It was during this
period that term "national security" appeared in domestic scientific
literature. Until the mid-80s the concept of national security was not
considered, but the concept of state security and international security
were under way.

III. The stage of perestroika (1985-1991) — the category of “security”
suffered major changes with the development of social relations. At this
stage not only a military and political component of security, but many
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other aspects (human security, environmental security, etc.) were
considered. In 1985, the General Secretary of the CPSU M.S. Gorbachev
has formulated the concept of a new "political thinking", which included
the idea of building international security in the light of universal values.
In the USSR the security of state was considered without the idea of the
"balance of power", but with the basic idea of the "balance of interests".

Returning to the consideration of "national security" in modern
Russia it should be noted that after the collapse of the Soviet Union many
concepts and views, including on issues of national security were revised. [1].

First and foremost, the concept of "security" was established in the
law of the Russian Federation "On Security" dated 05.03.1992, No. 2446-1
which actually revealed the national security category. In accordance with
this act, security was considered as a condition of protection of vital
interests of person, society and state from internal and external threats [2].

The next step was the adoption of article 2 of the Constitution on
December, 12, 1993, which states that "a man, his rights and freedoms are
the supreme value. The recognition, observance and protection of the rights
and freedoms of man and citizen are the duty of the state" [3].

On December 20, 1995, Federal Law No. 24-FZ "On Information,
Informatization and Protection of Information" first used the term of
"national security”" and after that, in 1996, the First President of Russia
B.N. Yeltsin at the Federal Assembly presented the definition of national
security as "the protection of national interests from internal and external
threats, ensuring the progressive development of personality, society and
state" [4].

The Concept of National Security of the Russian Federation
approved by the Decree of the President of the Russian Federation of
17.12.1997 No.1300 presented the categories of "national security” and
"national interests." But the consideration of these problems was not
stopped and the Decree of the President of the Russian Federation of
10.01.2000 adopted a new National Security Concept of the Russian
Federation. This legal act marked the beginning of the process of
improvement of legal regulation in the field of national security and
appearance of many theoretical principles.

Here the question of national security was not closed in 2009 and
2015 two national security Strategies of the Russian Federation were
developed and adopted. The law of the Russian Federation dated
05.03.1992, No. 2446-1 also was not forgotten, and was revised and
reissued in 2010. Now these are the main documents in the theory of
national security.
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Today, the main tasks of the National security strategy are: early
detection and suppression of internal and external threats, maintaining and
preserving the country's sovereignty, integrity of its borders, economic and
information security, improvement of foreign relations with allied countries
and the improvement of the ecological situation on the territory of the state.

To perform these tasks, one must:

- comply with the Constitution of the Russian Federation, the
Russian legislation and international law;

- respect the rights and freedoms of man;

- prioritize political and economic measures of security, based on
military capabilities [5].

In conclusion, it should be noted national security is not the basis of
the policy of the state, but it is an integral part of it.

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In the twenty-first century, globalism as a new milestone in the life
of society gradually occupies all vital spheres of life. In fact, the
development and interaction of people through the Internet is the most
striking example, showing and revealing the basic principles of the twenty-
first century as a historical period. The main borders are erased; the states
cease to have so much power in the life of an ordinary person. However,
this phenomenon has some negative aspects. One of the most problematic
pain topics for the social system of the modern era is terrorism. In fact, it is
an act of terror that should only spread fear. Terrorists rarely have specific
meaningful demands, as a rule, they act for the sake of logic, which is far
from clear to everyone.

Terrorism is a potential threat to national security, and it does not
matter at all which political and economic policies a particular country
adheres to. Terrorist acts, regardless of their orientation, always harm the
life of society. To understand how they do it, it is worth considering the
main factors that change after committing a terrorist act [1]. An example is
the terrorist attack that occurred in St. Petersburg on April 3, 2017. Let’s
examine what happened after, and why the life of society has changed for
the worse by now.

Firstly, a terrorist attack is an act of massacre that destroys the very
human right to life. At the same time, the main purpose of the attack is to
strike at the most insecure place of society. The attack on the subway not
only generated public fear of this type of movement, but also did
everything possible so that later on, people were still afraid, thinking how
they better build their route from point a to point b.

Secondly, an act of terror is a direct attack on the state, as militants
attack civilians who, having created a country, should be under its
protection. As soon as a terrorist attack occurs, there is a large-scale
discussion of the mistakes made in all countries. The system itself finds a
breakdown, and fixes the problem in the national security system. On the
other hand, this kind of reinforcement is often cosmetic [2].

Thirdly, the attack also entails the strengthening of a “security
theater”. As soon as an act of terror occurs, the security services try to
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prevent the next attack, doing everything for this. But often, this leads to
the creation of additional measures to worsen the life of society, which do
not work and cannot save terrorists from a new blow. Immediately after the
terrorist attack in the St. Petersburg metro, checks of ordinary people who,
according to certain criteria, law enforcement officers might not like,
became more frequent. Of course, there is a percentage of really successful
checks, after which the system grabs a potential terrorist. But in most cases,
the “security theater” only creates the appearance of a solution to the
problem, in fact creating a new one.

With this in mind, the fight against terrorism as a global
phenomenon is possible only together, for this reason new connections are
being created all over the world, new working groups to prevent acts of
terrorism on the territory of countries. In addition, the only possible way to
combat these phenomena is to create and expand an agent base, since a
terrorist act can only be prevented if law enforcement agencies know the
details about its fulfillment.

In this regard, the state is constantly in the mode of warfare, which are
not visible to ordinary people. Law enforcement agencies are not only trying to
find and neutralize terrorists, but are also constantly forced to respond to
retaliatory actions by terrorist cells. An ordinary person sees only a percentage
of the real state of affairs when specially trained agents conduct work, and the
mistakes made indicate the impossibility of preventing this terrorist act in
principle [3].

Thus, terrorism directly affects both the implementation and the
formation of a national security strategy. The state is always preparing to repel
an invisible blow, constantly strengthening its own infrastructure for these
purposes. Each country is in a state of permanent war, inheriting and using the
experience of other countries in this matter.

According to the National Security Strategy of the Russian
Federation up to 2020, one of the conditions of national security is the
reliable defense and protection of the Russian Federation state border. State
border is a line and a vertical surface passing along this line drawing the
limits of the state territory (land, waters, bowels and air space) of the
Russian Federation, i.e. a spatial limit of the Russian Federation state
sovereignty [1]. Protection of the State border is a part of the Russian
Federation security system, which is the coordinated activity of the state
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bodies of various levels, undertaken through such actions as: political,
defence, intelligence, border, diplomatic, economic, environmental, etc.

In the system of Federal bodies of state power, the strategic interests
of the country in the border space are laid upon the border authorities of the
Federal Security Service (FSS), which is responsible for the protection of
the state border. The border authorities carry out the protection of the state
border by various methods. The main one is service in various frontier
outfits with the use of the controlling means. The total length of the State
border of the Russian Federation is 60 932 km including 22 125 km of land
border, and 38 807 km of sea border.

Based on the obtained combat and service experience, in our
opinion, the border service units of the FSS of Russia should be divided
into three types by the nature and method of serving in border units: 1)
units responsible for the protection of land border (which is located on the
mainland and also includes river and lake border)— frontier posts; 2) units
responsible for the protection of the marine area — coast guard ships; 3) unit
conducting the passage of persons, vehicles, cargoes, goods and animals —
the border control. A frontier post is the main unit of the border bodies
carrying out tasks for the immediate and continuous protection of a
particular area of the border. Depending on the characteristics of the region
(area), the land frontier has a length from several hundred meters to several
hundred kilometers wide and about the same in depth. The average length
of the protected area is 15-25 km. The name of the Frontier post is often
assigned due to a geographical name with the exception of personal posts,
such as Frontier post named after N. Karatsupa, Frontier post named after
F. Ozmitel, and many others. The frontier post is commanded by a chief
who is responsible for military and political training, military discipline,
morale, personnel, etc. The head of the frontier post has certain powers in
relation to civilians: he gives or withdraws a pass to the border zone and
makes procedural documents during the arrest of violators.

The coast guard of the Border service of FSS of Russia (BOHR)
performs tasks for defence and protection of water borders of the state
border of Russia. The sea border of Russia is understood by the outer
boundary of territorial waters (12 nautical miles). To carry out its duties
BOHR has at its disposal: border patrol ships and boats, patrol ships,
cutters and vessels of bodies for protection of marine biological resources,
and supply vessels.

Border control is one of the main types of control at checkpoints
across the state border as well as the main and decisive part of the passage
procedure for persons, vehicles, cargoes, goods and animals. The
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checkpoint is the territory (water area) within a railway or an automobile
station, sea, river port, airport, military airfield open for the international
flights, as well as other dedicated area in close proximity to the state border
where, in accordance with the law, there is the admission of persons,
vehicles, cargoes, goods and animals through frontier [1]. At the moment
there are about 300 checkpoints with border control in Russia. In addition
to checking the grounds for crossing the state border, border control
involves the inspection of vehicles, cargoes, goods and animals in order to
detect violators of the rules for crossing the state border, and also cargoes
and goods prohibited for import or export from Russia.

Thus, at present, due to the political situation prevailing in the world,
you cannot ignore such important aspect of national security as the
protection and safeguarding of the state border, which is one of the main
components of the country defence from external military threats.

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Rossotrudnichestvo is one of Russia's most effective soft power
channels. Recently, the organization has greatly contributed to the
development of the RF's positive image abroad. Comparing with the
previous year, the attractiveness has increased in terms of 2 factors: the
income of foreign students grew 20% (social attractiveness) and the income
of foreign tourists soared 10% (cultural attractiveness). Let us now dive in
the above mentioned statistics and consider in greater details the tools that
impacted the results [1].

Being one of the key news generators abroad, Rossotrudnischestvo
constantly initiates publications with positive and neutral connotations. To
achieve this, the institute employs various communication channels. All of
the RSCS (Rossotrudnichestvo's representative office: Russian Centre for
Culture and Science), have accounts in all of the major social networks
including Facebook, Twitter, Instagram (Weibo.com and We.Chat in
China). Such channels have two major benefits: firstly, it allows to receive
a feedback from both compatriots and local population. Secondly, it can
give a detailed statistics of multiple KPI's. Both of the above mentioned
contributes to a better understanding of the audience, its needs, as well as to
adapting timely to the changes. However, it should be noted that
Rossotrodnichestvo's social network accounts are more effective in
communicating with compatriots than with the local audience.

For the communication with the latter, traditional online and print
media are implemented. As a rule, relations with the local journalists
correlates with the level of the established diplomatic and economic ties
between the region where a representative office operates and the RF. For
instance, a positive trend is observed in China and India. Among the
partners of the local representative offices are popular media titles, radio
stations, TV-channels and information agencies. Contrastingly, the media
in the U.S., the U.K. and some other European countries demonstrate an
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anti-Russian editorial policy. In such cases, the communication is
conducted primarily through Russia's information agencies represented
abroad, e.g. Russia Today. However, the local population doesn't recognize
RT as an authoritative media title, largely due to its status of a foreign
agent. Nevertheless, knowing the specific nature of the region, some
representative offices succeed in overcoming the editorial policy and
achieve coverage with a rather positive sentiment. In Germany, for
instance, one of the most effective tools is an e-mail newsletter
disseminated among the representatives of the local media. Germans are
eager to publish materials about the Russian culture, science and the events
that attract the local audience. For example, the German media was
bursting with headlines on "Special Folk Edition" — a cultural festival,
which Russia's leading cultural institutes took part in. Moreover, additional
coverage is provided by the popularity of Russian artists, celebrities,
musicians and writers.

There are also universal news stories, world-class events that allow
to obtain a media coverage, no matter the region's editorial policy. One of
such events was FIFA 2018. An interesting case happened in England.
After having watched the event's broadcast at London's RSCS, having
talked with the guests and representatives of Rossotrudnichestvo, the local
media made quite positive publications.

In addition, the news is generated thanks to organizing cultural
events, which are designed according to the needs of the local audience and
compatriots and their common interests. The most popular are the events
connected with Russia's history, music, ballet, theatre, literature and
education. Undoubtedly, the audience's interest in such events have a
positive impact on the income of international tourists and students.

Education is one of the most powerful soft power tools. With its
help, foreign students can learn about the essential image and cultural
legacy of a country. Acquiring their own opinion and views on a country,
students transmit their experience to their homeland (e.g. family, friends,
colleagues). Therefore, going through such a communication channel, a
message acquires a high level of credibility that is sometimes superior to
that of mass media or social networks. Rossotrudnichestvo is one of the
main promoters of Russian education abroad. RCSCs actively participate in
local educational events and organize their own. A regular interaction with
the local audience results in a large number of people applying to study in
Russia's universities which is supported by statistics. Most of the applicants
come from Central Asia, China and Ukraine. With these regions and
countries, Russia has established close historical, economic and diplomatic
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ties. In the U.S. and Europe, Russian education is not favoured, mainly because
of the 2 factors. Firstly, due to political circumstances it is hard to create
positive image there. Secondly, the countries have their own, top-performing,
world-class education systems, with which Russia can compete only in a few
fields. For example, IT, fine arts, philology are ranked higher in Russia than in
the West. The popularity of Russian education can be increased by creating
communities of foreign graduates abroad. Potential applicants are more likely
to listen to the opinion of their compatriots graduated form a Russian
university, rather than to mass media. [2, 3,4, 5, 6, 7].

Events and education are the main soft power tools of
Rossotrudnichestvo that are more likely to yield fruitful results. Organizing
events abroad requires a detailed analyses of the culture code, audiences
needs and the state of relations between the RSCS's region of operation and
the RF. Russian education, as a product, has found its customers in the
countries, with which the RF have already had close diplomatic, historic
and economic ties. For other countries, it is required to develop a different
product which would be in demand, associated with Russia and promoted
with the help of Rossotrudnichestvo.

With the transition to digital diplomacy, there have appeared a
variety of new soft power instruments which are able to enhance the
attractiveness of a government in the international arena. Today, the
Internet, including the online media and social networks, is the main source
of information that may have a fundamental impact on users' pattern
recognition and behaviour. Moreover, new types of content can deliver
information in a more effective and convenient way. However, the
traditional soft power instruments (e.g. promotion of educational
programmes, organization of cultural events, representativeness of NGOs
and commercial brands, charities) are still the linchpin of a nation brand [1].

With the digital transition, we have discovered new ways of
measuring the soft power results. In particular, Data Science has recently
become of paramount importance allowing to process large amounts of
information quicker and more accurately than the traditional methods do.
This instrument can be used to analyse the media coverage of the news
initiated by the actor as a part of its soft power strategy. Moreover, with
Data Science, actors can perform semantic analyses of publications and
detect their negative, positive or neutral connotation.

The effectiveness of the content strategy can be measured with the
help of SMM metrics. For instance, such factors as the audience growth,
reach improvement, new applications, growth of the amount of content
generated by the audience can reflect a positive tendency in growing the
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nation brand awareness in terms of both the media landscape and the
audience consciousness. Results can be measured in terms of the success of
the particular type of content. In other words, the today's effective soft
power strategy conforms to the rules of commercial marketing and PR.
Many actors have already recognized this fact, and actively implement
marketing tools to build a positive nation image.

However, despite the digital diplomacy's great potential, classic
media instruments can also have a rather tangible impact. For instance, in
some countries traditional mass media enjoy more authority than social
networks or other alternative communication channels. Therefore, an article
published by a foreign media journalist will have a greater say for the
audience, than the information disseminated with the help of the actor's
communication channels.

The effectiveness of soft power tools is unique to every actor,
depending on its goals and objectives. The U.K., for example, gets the
greatest results from promoting the educational programmes, as well as
from making use of its news agencies (e.g. BBC). For Russia, the
implementation of soft power gets complicated by the political issues. Its
international news agency Russia Today does not possess the level of
authority as BBC does. That is why, the main source of Russia's soft power
can be considered the country's cultural legacy and, for some countries,
educational programmes.

One way or another, a successful soft power strategy should lead to
the growth of brand attractiveness, which can be measured by the influx of
international  students  (social attractiveness), tourists  (cultural
attractiveness) and FDI (economic attractiveness), and UN voting patterns
(political attractiveness).

Thus, a complex approach to implementing various soft power tools
yield sustainable results. An effective strategy should be designed in
accordance with a thorough analyses of the geopolitical situation, as well as
the demands of the audience which the strategy is directed at. With the help
of the contemporary soft power instruments along with Data Science it is
possible to execute it quickly and with a high level of accuracy, which is
paramount for creating the positive image of a country on the international
arena [2].

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An analysis of the military-political situation in the world shows that
its level of criticality has significantly increased in recent years. In our
opinion, this is due to the desire of the United States and NATO countries
to force Russia to abandon its independent foreign policy consistent with its
national interests, through sanctions and international isolation. There are
new threats to peace and stability in the form of international terrorism,
which takes various forms, up to the creation of pseudo states, for example,
such a terrorist group as the Islamic State of ISIS, which is banned in
Russia. In this situation, Russia has to take political and military
countermeasures, to increase military power and to strengthen the Armed
Forces. The system of military-political work is intended to form the
morale of the troops. This type of work includes military-
political propaganda and agitation.

Article 13 Part 1 of the Constitution of the Russian Federation
provides that "ideological diversity is recognized in the Russian Federation.
No ideology may be established as state or obligatory. Political diversity,
multi-party system are recognized in the Russian Federation...” [1].

At present an open-ended information war is being waged against
Russia, a fake one, and in many positions an absolute lie, rejection and
suppression of an independent point of view, which is changing the
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political consciousness of society. Nowadays it can lead to serious
consequences. There are many examples of it in some neighboring states.

Extremist ideology based on the ideas of neo-Nazism and radical
Islam is spreading on the Internet. The result of such a link was that the
forms and methods of carrying out actions by right- and left-extremist
groups often become indistinguishable from terrorist attacks carried out by
radical Islamists.

The conclusion from the foregoing is obvious: it is necessary to
systematically proceed to the formation among the personnel of the Armed
Forces with silt (and the whole of Russian society as a whole) of political
consciousness, high moral and volitional qualities, immunity to ideological
and cultural values alien to Russian society.

In our opinion, military-political propaganda and agitation should be
aimed at personnel that is at soldiers, sailors, officers, etc. At the same
time, one of the most important tasks is to work with the population,
with clothes supposedly. Because today's student is a future soldier. They
must understand why, when necessary, he will have to take up a weapon
and stand in line. He needs to be explained for what purpose he should do
this. Unfortunately, today no one tells this to schoolchildren.

Today, more than ever, it became clear that without an effective
system of formation of political consciousness of the military to solve the
problems of military security is impossible. That is why, as the President of
the Russian Federation, the Supreme Commander-in-Chief of the Armed
Forces Vladimir Vladimirovich Putin noted: “... in modern conditions, the
political consciousness of servicemen, members of their families and
civilian personnel directly depends on a world view based on a state-
patriotic idea...” [2].

According to the Deputy Minister of Defense of the Russian
Federation, the chief of military and political control of the Armed Forces,
Colonel-General Andrei Valerievich Kartapolov, the essence of Russia's
military power is as follows: “Professionalism, love for the motherland and
desire to complete the task. This today, probably, is what allows our Armed
forces to be what we are today” [3].

Propagation according to definition given in Big Encyclopedic
Dictionary  A.M.  Prokhorov is the spread of political,
philosophical, scientific, artistic and other ideas in society; in a narrower
sense, political or ideological propaganda with the aim of forming certain
views among the broad masses of the population. Agitationis the
dissemination of ideas for influencing the consciousness, mood, and social

activity of the masses through oral presentations and the mass media. It is
closely related to propaganda [4].

The results of a study of military experience confirm the need for a
thorough analysis of the informational interests and needs of military
personnel, the formation of a new communicative style of relations in
military collectives, and the formation of high moral and combat qualities
among personnel based on the ideas of patriotism and fidelity to military
duty. Quality selection of methods, forms and means of military and
political propaganda, allows you to move the center of gravity with the
energetic techniques to active and creative work with the staff.

Thus, the special responsibility of the Armed Forces for ensuring
Russia's military security necessitates the adoption of measures to prevent
negative informational influence on military personnel and turning it into a
controlled process of forming and maintaining a high moral, political and
psychological state of personnel.

In the foreseeable future, a new global technology race promotes the
introduction of modern innovations in the military sphere. All the world
leading powers will be interested in it, since any lag from competitors
increases the level of vulnerability. Therefore, in the XXI century, the
development of artificial intelligence (Al) becomes a strategic task for
superpowers. At the same time, it is extremely important to understand
what kind of assistant we create for ourselves — a cynical and calculating
artificial robot or an electronic Savior.

Artificial intelligence will significantly expand the ability to collect
and analyze information, which will promote much faster and better data
processing. In the field of military intelligence, there will be not only more
opportunities and different sources of information, but there will also be
more opportunities to conceal the truth from the opponent. In terms of
"fake" (false, fabricated) news, Al can throw a large amount of deliberately
created news messages, virtual truth, into the information space, which, on
the one hand, may mislead potential opponents, but, on the other hand, may
lead to the creation of additional political risks. In addition, there is a
concept of "counter sustainability”, according to which the Al attacked, but
not destroyed, is very quick to learn and make conclusions, and then it can
inflict a fatal blow on opponent [1].

One shouldn’t forget that now the cost of remote-piloted vehicles and
drones is quickly becoming cheaper, and their production is becoming
mass. Artificial intelligence will be able to help unite thousands of drones
into a huge controlled "swarm" capable of a mass attack. Combination of
several missiles of the same salvo into a "wolf pack" capable of exchanging
information about targets, forming a strategy of actions and choosing
objects for attack independently, has already been implemented in the
USSR and in the Russian Federation. These are P-500 Basalt, P-700 Granit
and P-1000 Vulkan anti-ship missile systems [2].

Many are wondering whether such kind of weapon with artificial brains
opens fire on its own officers. However, this can be avoided if the machine has
a "library of targets" and a facial recognition system; and if, in addition to
artificial intelligence that makes decisions instead of officers, you add machine
intelligence based on conventional processors to the weapon system, which
will limit the actions of the Al
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And if hackers decide to hack a combat vehicle with artificial
intelligence to disable it or send it against their military or civilian targets they
will not be able to do it. Artificial intelligence, unlike machine intelligence and
even unlike supercomputers generates behavior algorithms for itself
independently and instead of permanent memory on disks or short term
memory of ordinary computers uses instantly emerging and immediately
disintegrating chains of neural connections.

This is commonly asserted that in combat conditions those who make
the decision faster and strike first have the advantage, so the future
development of the military industry is completely based on autonomous
systems. Taking into account the fact that the modern enemy will wage war
simultaneously on the entire territory: on the ground, in the air, in near-earth
space, as well as in cyberspace and in the information field, in the very near
future, autonomous robot systems for supporting soldiers will be developed.

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Global transformation processes ongoing both in Russia and around
the world create the background for a deeper study of national security
fundamental framework and the occurrence of new factors affecting its
formation and strengthening. It is closely connected with political
instability and the increase in the number of foreign policy challenges faced
by the Russian federation and Russian society. Economic situation in the
country has a large impact on national security.

“National security” is a diverse and multi-aspect concept which is
affected by different spheres of social life. According to “The Strategy of
National Security of the Russian Federation” (up to 2020) “...the state of
security of the country from foreign threats is directly proportional to the
state of national economy” [1, P. 23]. It proves the fact that economic
security is one of the fundamental components of a stable and reliable
government formation. “Economic security is the security of economy from
internal and foreign threats which provides the economic sovereign of the
country, the unity of its economic space and the conditions for
implementing strategic national priorities of the Russian Federation” [2, P. 3].

Political scientists wrote a lot of works on internal and foreign
threats. Let’s dwell on them in detail.

It is common knowledge that “...internal threats are such threats that
originate inside the country” [3, P. 5]. They are fixed in federal acts of
authorities. Internal threats can be divided into 4 groups according to “The
State Strategy of Economic Security of the Russian Federation”. The first
group is dedicated to the increase in property differentiation. It includes
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such problems as an increasing proportion of the poor and growing
unemployment. The second group considers the deformation of economic
structure. The issues include dependence of the economy on raw materials,
companies’ low competitiveness, superiority of the single economic sector
and removal of facilities. The third group deals with the difference in
economic levels of regions. It is determined by such a number of problems
as presence of depressed areas and difference in citizen standard of life
depending on the area of living. The fourth group studies the
criminalization of economic activity. The main problems are a high level of
corruption and tax evasion.

It is necessary to take into account the influence of foreign threats.
“Foreign threats are threats that come from abroad” [3, P. 6]. Foreign
threats form an essential part of the country’s existence. They remain at
present and will keep in the future [4]. It is impossible to eliminate their
impact on the economy but it is possible to minimize it. There is still strong
dependence on foreign markets and economic situation and outflow of
capital and qualified personnel. Sanctions against the country passed in
2014 threaten financial sector, investment activity and progressive
development and make Russia’s world position less independent.

Economic security can be provided by steady economic increase,
development of technical equipment, increase in GDP (gross domestic
product) and DNP (domestic national product). It is important to strengthen
the system of economic threats counteraction directed to partial impact on
economy and institutional developments contributing stable and sustainable
development. Selective impact is provided by adopting prior directions and
underdeveloped economic fields relying on monitoring objective economic
indicators. Moreover, the improvement of economic security must be
systematic and include all the aspects of country’s economic and legal
activity.

Thus, economic security is a key factor of state national stability as it
serves as material basis for providing state national interests. The
elimination of economic threats remains the prior objective of the national
security.

Humanity has always been against wars, aggression and war
conflicts. Evil of this or that kind accompanies a person during the whole
period of its historical existence. The solution stopping wars and aggression
is a non-conflict behavior, which rests on ethical concept of non-violence
and means the restriction of harm to any living creature in words, thoughts
and actions. The task of forming values of peace, peacemaking, non-
aggressive thinking and behavior as well as studying methods of non-
violent conflict resolution is set to ensure national security. The ethical
principle of “non-violence” has a universal character, as evidenced by its
centuries-old history and the presence of this principle in all world
religions. A Soviet and Russian sociologist and political scientist, Doctor of
Philosophy A.S. Kapto argued in his article “From a culture of war to a
culture of peace” that this principle is inherent in all world religions: the
Orthodox principle of non-resistance and the Islamic principle of repaying
good for evil preach profound humanity [1].
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As a moral idea the ethical principle of “non-violence” originated in
many religious cults. It was an integral part of the worldview paradigm.
Among those adhering to this principle were L.N. Tolstoy, Seraphim of
Sarov, Mahatma Gandhi. According to Gandhi, the key element of morality
was the principle of non-violence. Gandhi said: “Non-violence is the basis
for the search of the truth. These searches are in vain if they are not based
on the principle of “ahimsa” [2; P. 123].

According to the scientist O.V. Mezentseva, “non-violence” (Skt.,
Ahimsa) is translated as “non-killing,” non-causing harm to all living
creatures in physical, mental, emotional and moral spheres. It is to the
concept of “ahimsa” that the main significance in religious-philosophical
and moral-ethical teachings is assigned [3].

Non-violence is one of the leading ethical concepts and thus it means
that people should neither hurt or disturb others, nor take lives from others
who have a soul. The scientist concludes that it is necessary to abandon all
forms of violence through dialogue, negotiations and through adherence to
the principles of justice, cooperation and mutual understanding between
nations.

E. Shagardinova in her monograph entitled "Valuable bases of
professional training of military translator» considers the culture of non-
violence as one of the main principles of mankind's transition from war
culture to the culture of peace and mutual friendship. [4] It is stated that a
soldier should study methods and strategies of non-violence activities.
Military officers should be aware of the existing approaches and methods
of non-violent resolution of problems arising in relations between people
and nations. They must prevent causes and possibilities of violence. The
culture of non-violence can be realized only when no thought and no desire
are impregnated with evil towards others. ’Do not be defeated by evil, but
defeat evil with the help of kindness’’ [4, P. 44-54]. Non-violence is
defined as behavior that leads to a reduction in evil in the world, wars and
aggression. A man who commits violence begins to suffer. Violence steals
human spiritual qualities. Such person becomes selfish and sees life
through the prism of his own interests.

Continuing to disclose this principle it is necessary to touch upon
psychological interpersonal relationships and to understand how to prevent
any kind of war, conflict and aggression. It is necessary to be more
conscious about the process of communication for the formation of a
culture of non-violence. While disclosing the culture of non-violence, it is
necessary to touch upon the psychology of relationship in order to explain
how to prevent any kind of war, conflict and aggression. One must be more
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conscious about the process of communication in order to form the culture
of non-violence. Sometimes violence can occur in an ordinary conversation
S0 it is necessary to pay more attention to reactions and feelings of a person
whom you are speaking to. You should try to be constructive while
communicating. In our opinion waste of time reduces human’s active life
and it is considered to be violence. You can notice what happens to the
mood of a companion. Talks about the diseases, problems and failures are
unlikely to raise one’s spirit. Assigning humans’ emotion is a psychological
vampirism. It is interpreted as emotional murder, and therefore violence.
Communication should not provoke another person to the behavior that is
harmful for health. While communicating you should think whether you
suppress the mood and emotions of other people or not. If it happens try to
avoid these situations and negative psychological state conditions.

Finally, here is another concept of violence in a very subtle meaning
in the process of communication. This is the communion in all forms and
kinds of entertainment.

If the state is interested in the fate of
its people then it will create all conditions for the development and
prosperity of mankind. It involves the rejection by socio-political
organizations and individuals of values, attitudes and behavior that were
formed in conditions of war and violence. These values, attitudes and way
of behavior must be re-oriented and they must lead to spiritual and moral
change, social justice and culture of peace and non-violence.

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Information is a key resource and the main driving force for the
modern society. Nowadays information systems are integrated into all areas
of life. National security threats have always existed; however, they have
recently acquired new toolbox represented by cybercrime.

The number of data security threats increases proportionally with the
rapid growth in information system users in the last decade. As it is
mentioned before, cybercrime is a relatively new category of national and
international security threats that become a global scale problem precisely
in information society. With the technology improvements new and more
sophisticated methods for data theft and destruction appear. National
cybercrimes including attacks on information systems of states’ military
facilities represent a significant danger. Cybercrimes are able to impact all
national security aspects involving country’s economy and political
situation [1].

Information transmission channels, computer systems and mobile
devices reliability and security are the main conditions state functioning
and for maintaining its economic stability. The global security of
information systems can be undermined by such factors as: cyberattacks,
violations with the use of physical force, failure of software and hardware
and human factor. A large share of illegal impact on information systems
accounts for attacks on the introduction of malicious codes (23%) as well
as artificial overload attacks of servers, so-called DDoS attacks (25%). The
economic destabilization threat is not the only problem. Cybercriminals are
increasingly attacking government and military targets. The damage can be
not only material. It can also be measured by a serious military threat to the
country’s security and involve human casualties. Therefore, ensuring the
reliability and security of both the data itself and the ways of it
transmission should become a priority challenge for the state [2].

Cybersecurity is a strategic issue of national importance affecting
all sectors of society. The state cybersecurity policy (national cyber
security strategy — NCSS) establishes regulation measures to ensure the
security and reliability of state’s information systems. In fact, the strategy
is a model for solving the problem of cybersecurity within the state. The
danger of cybercrime lies in the fact that it has no national borders and can
come from anywhere in the world. Difficulties in combating cybercrime are
caused by such factor as the complexity of locating and catching attackers.
Generally, it is very difficult to detect a terrorist in the information space
since he operates through one or more dummy computers that make it
difficult to identify and locate him. Cyberattacks and cyberterrorism threats
promote cooperation between different states in the fight against them.
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International authorities and organizations such as the UN, the Council of
Europe, and Interpol are engaged in such counteraction. The main
responsibility in coordinating work in this area is assigned to the UN and
particularly to its main bodies: the General Assembly, the Security Council
and various multilateral informal partnerships.

Russia's national security will be under threat if all measures are not
taken to ensure cybersecurity in the context of its components. In
accordance with the president’s order from January 15, 2013 the Federal
Security Service has the authority to develop the state system of
identification, prevention and elimination cyberattacks on the information
systems in the Russian Federation, information and telecommunications
network located in the Russian Federation and in Russian Federation
diplomatic representations and consular offices abroad. The proposed
measures will contribute to economic stability, security of military facilities
and national security of the country as a whole [3].

Hence, the world leading states recognize that cybercrime have
become an urgent modern problem of global nature, which increases due to
information technologies updating and spreading. Therefore, effective
international cooperation in the field of cyberattack prevention and its
consequence elimination has a great importance.

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In the context of complex modern socio-political and diplomatic
relations between Russia and other states, the question of the relevance of
the translator's and interpreter’s profession is particularly acute. At the
same time, various populist theories of the “dying out” of the need for a
profession as such in the very near future, sounding from high rostrums,
indicate just a lack of understanding and underestimation of the essence of
translation activities. The conventional wisdom about the possibility of
replacing translators and interpreters with different systems of machine
translation, online translators such as “Google Translate” or
“Yandex.Translator” is fueled by the general trend of informatization and
computerization of modern society in the context of globalization. Despite
the fact that specialists in the field of machine translation are constantly
actively improving such systems, the cognitive and intellectual abilities of a
human translator and interpreter make this profession unique and important
in the modern high-tech world. The domestic and global translation market
is developing rapidly. Tis fact is caused, among other things, by the active
introduction of high technologies and the related expansion of the IT
services market. Experienced and qualified translators and interpreters and
are capable of performing tasks of varying degrees of complexity.

Speaking about choosing a translation strategy, it should be
emphasized that the translator or the interpreter faces a number of
traditional tasks: transmitting the pragmatic potential of the original text,
achieving translation adequacy while maintaining maximum equivalence
and etc. [1]. The complexity of text interpretation at the level of word
semantics, especially in the sphere of socio-political relations, in the field
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of exact sciences (for instance, in the physics of thermonuclear reactions, in
biochemistry and genetics research and in medicine), as well as in law,
military science, and many others indicates great translator’s and
interpreter’s responsibility for the final product of their activity. The quality
of translation has enormous implications on creating a work of any
character. Inaccurate wording may distort the meaning of the original text.
To achieve maximum adequacy and equivalence of translation, the
translator or interpreter needs to process a large amount of “raw material”,
so-called “background information”. The translator or interpreter must
convey the original messages accurately and completely, without omitting
or adding anything to what was said, taking into account the linguistic
features of both the original language and the translation language, while
preserving the tone and character of the original message. Machine
translation programmes cannot compete with humans in terms of
translation quality.

The history of machine translation began not long ago. The first
ideas of machine translation systems were expressed by various scientists at
the beginning of the XX century. According to the information provided by
M.G. Mamedova and Z.Yu. Mamedova, in 1924 an Estonian newspaper
published a report on a typewriter-translator model demonstration by A.
Vakher [2, P. 60]. In the 1930s the Soviet scientist P.P. Smirnov-Troyansky
presented “a machine for selecting and printing words when translating
from one language to another” to the Academy of Sciences of the USSR. In
general, the purpose of machine translation is to create a fully automatic
translation system, i.e. one that can create an equivalent translation of the
original text without human participation in the translation process itself.
However, the computer itself is not yet able to translate in such a way that
the translation text should sound like natural human speech. Human
intervention in the machine translation process is necessary, at least in the
form of editing. Modern machine translation systems fall into three
categories: systems based on grammatical rules (Rule-Based Machine
Translation, RBMT), statistical systems (Statistical Machine Translation,
SMT) and hybrid systems that combine the advantages of the first two
groups. There is another relatively new type of machine translation — neural
translation. The use of machine translation systems is most appropriate and
efficient only when translating texts that use a large number of clichés and
contain the least number of polysemantic words and visual and expressive
language means, namely, when translating texts of journalistic and
scientific styles.
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The translator's and interpreter’s profession is undoubtedly highly
intellectual. They must constantly improve their professional skills. In
contrast to other areas the peculiarity of the translation field resides in the
fact that professional development refers not only to language proficiency,
but also to general erudition, especially in the field translator’s
specialization (medicine, oil refining, economics, politics, and so on).
Currently, Russia has a Code of Ethics for Translators, developed by the
panel of experts at the TFR conference in 2014 and finalized in 2015. The
professional code of a member of the Union of Translators of Russia,
adopted in 1998, also contains ethical principles that a member of the
Union must adhere to in his or her activities. There are ethical rules for
translators developed by translation distinguished theorists and practitioners,
such as I.S. Alekseeva, A.P. Chuzhakin and P.R. Palazhchenko. According to
these documents, only the translator is responsible for the quality and
authenticity of the translation, regardless of the terms of the contract signed
with the customer. The essence of translator’s and interpreter’s professional
ethics is formed, in particular, from translator’s and interpreter’s moral
principles and norms of his or her professional behavior 3, P. 67-76].

Thus, in the near future, machine technology will not be able to replace
the human translator completely. Due to the fact that the translator and
interpreter is fully responsible for the quality and content of the translation,
which must always correspond to the form and meaning of the original, he or
she is the guarantor of state security.

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Nowadays, national security of any state tend to be provided in
nuclear respect. Relevance of radiological safety providing can be
illustrated with many diverse aspects. First of all, radiological security
providing maintains citizens health and wellbeing. Moreover, this
component of national security plays a significant role in saving of nature
as the common world heritage. And last but not least, taking in to account a
problem mentioned above, it's worth pointing out that radiological security
providing is an important part of protecting economically important
centers, architecture achievements and other significant infrastructure
facilities from serious nuclear accidents.

The main basis of providing radiological safety is ensuring life
conditions that exclude radiation sickness (including potential threat to
their children’s health) for the personnel working with radiation sources or
in radiologically active environment. This requirement means the necessity
to reduce the risk of radiation consequences [1]. The severity of
consequences, huge economic damage and the difficulty and scale of
emergency elimination activities make radiological safety preventive
measures particularly important. The final goal of radiological safety
activities while working with radiation sources is establishing conditions
when the level of radiation does not exceed radiological safety regulations.
The whole system of radiological safety preventive measures must exclude
the possibility of emergencies including such sources.

Radiation safety is ensured through a number of regulations and
rules. Now we are to consider these components, which are the conceptual
basis of providing radiological safety.

Currently, the following three concepts are recommended as basic
concepts for ensuring radiological safety: norm setting, optimization and
justification. This concept is based on the potential hazard that can be
caused by any radiation and the idea of avoiding any radiation if possible.
Therefore, any participation in work bearing hazard of radiation should be
justified. This is particularly true for the increased amount of radiation. In
particular, increased, but limited radiation of the personnel can be allowed
in case of preventing or eliminating the consequences of a nuclear
emergency (only with the purpose of saving people’s lives or preventing
large amount of radiation emission).

The concept of radiation minimization concept requires that all
possible measures should be taken to reduce the radiation amount to the
lowest possible level. The theoretical ground for this concept is the idea of
non-threshold radiation damage for people, which implies the necessity of
radiation amount minimization [2].
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The importance of observing optimization concept is also based on
our incomplete knowledge of the biological mechanism of radiation, which
is confirmed by systematic reducing of allowed radiation amount. It is
distinctly claimed that newly introduced norms are based on the current
knowledge in the field of radiological safety and, therefore, are to be
corrected in the future. The concept of optimization of radiological safety
measures concept adjusts the minimization of radiation concept by
considering some additional factors, which also influence human’s health.

This can be most clearly illustrated with such a measure of radiation
protection as people’s evacuation from places with radiation pollution.
Evacuation implies economical and, which is still more important,
psychological damage, destroying people’s lifestyle and household. According
to some estimations, such damage is equivalent to reducing life expectancy up
to 7% (app. 5 years). Based on this concept, temporary evacuation of people is
nowadays considered to be justified, if it prevents radiation of 30 mSv/month
(by the beginning of evacuation) and 10 mSv/month (by the end of
evacuation). [3] If the year forecast for the monthly amount of radiation is
higher than these figures, a decision for evacuation should be taken. This
concept is better known as ALARA — “As Low as Reasonably Achievable”.
The concept of radiation norm setting concept requires establishing strict
norms of radiation which are not to be exceeded. According to it, constant
work with radiation sources does not cause any serious harm to human health
provided radiation amount does not exceed the limitations. In this case, the risk
of radiation sickness remains within acceptable limits.

Thus, all mentioned measures are necessarily to observe during any
work with nuclear facilities. History have enough precedents of nuclear
accidents due to violations of radiological safety rules. Our mission today is
not to allow it happen again. Equal development of nuclear technologies and
radiological safety is the only way to provide it.

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The relevance of studying the problems of Russian Federation
national security is explained by the need to determine the directions of
political and sociocultural activity within the framework of ensuring
sustainable development of the state and preserving its integrity. The
importance of the detailed analysis of given problems in modern Russian
society is also caused by re-emerging threats of social, economic and
political nature including "uneven development of regions, growing
financial imbalance, prevalencing manifestation of the “shadow economy”
[1, P. 17] and anti-Russian sanctions. In order to ensure reliable protection
of the main "security objects" such as individuals, society and the state —
systematic joint research activities should be carried out both by political
scientists and legislators, as well as academic scientists.

The theory of national security the Russian Federation has been
widely discussed since the 90-s of the XX century. In particular, the
theoretical construct of "national security” was first used in lawmaking in
the context of the Federal Law «On Information, Informatization and
Information Protection» (1995). Later, as part of the consolidation and
expansion of regulations related to a criterion for a stable state of society in
Russia, a series of laws and Concepts of national security were successively
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passed (1992, 1997, 2009). The last regulatory document developed in
2015 was the «National Security Strategy of the Russian Federationy.

The analysis of documentary sources allows to assert that there has
been an “evolution of views” in the field of theoretical foundations of
national security, which, in particular, is shown in the concretization of the
basic conceptual apparatus in accordance with the general “state vision” of
security and its safety in the realities of the Russian Federation as a
multinational and multiconfessional state.

Indeed, national security is the basis of state policy since it is
designed to regulate the behavior of both individuals and officials,
government bodies and etc. through regulatory legal acts. In general, the
national security of the state is ensured by a stable socio-economic
development, food security and military power. For each of the above
components there are legislative acts that contain a list of threats and
strategically important areas of development in accordance with newly
emerging political and economic risks. To define safety indicators, basic
concepts have been introduced. They are for example, “food security”,
associated with the designation of the quality of the Russian Federation
food independence of the Russian Federation, etc. Within the framework of
the military doctrine of the Russian Federation, the concepts of "military
security", "military threat", as well as the development directions of the
military-industrial complex are clearly defined.

However, the main essence of national security is enshrined in the
main document - the National Security Strategy of the Russian Federation —
is interconnected with the «Concept of Long-Term Socio-Economic
Development of the Russian Federation» until 2020. The theoretical
construct under study in the mentioned document has the following
interpretation: “The state of protection of the individual, society and the
state from internal and external threats ensuring constitutional rights, a
decent quality and standard of living, sovereignty, territorial integrity and
sustainable and safe development of the state” [2].

In the context of ensuring national security, it is important
to concretize the forces and means of national security including the
responsible state bodies for it. Also, the improved National Security
Strategy of the Russian Federation was developed taking into account "anti-
Russian sentiments", sanctions and threats associated with US policy,
building up of NATO military capabilities and etc.

It is important to note that current views on national
security consider environmental and demographic problems, the specifics
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of the epidemiological situation in the country and the prevention of the
corresponding dangers for citizens and society.

Thus, taking into account the interdependence between the period
of development of the state and types of national security, in the framework
of the 2015 Strategy, the following components are distinguished: “state,
public, information, environmental, economic, transport, energy, personal
security” (Article 6) [3, P. 347-355].

Attention to national security in the framework of political activity
is associated with ensuring a holistic, effectively functioning nation,
capable of protecting its citizens from "any internal and external influences,
both anthropogenic and technogenic" [4, P. 78-84]. Therefore, it is very
important to develop ideas of national security, ensure the timeliness and
political justification of government measures to address current risks and
threats and build a country's development strategy, taking into account the
consolidation of government bodies and civil society.

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In recent decades, the world community is seriously concerned about
the lack of attention to such concepts as "national identity" and
"patriotism". This fact attracted the attention of teachers and politicians to
the problem of formation of teenagers ' feelings of love for the Motherland
[1]. This interest was confirmed by anti-Russian sentiments in the West and
at the same time by the unity of the Russian people in order to defend
themselves against Westerners.

Without a doubt, the events in Ukraine served as a serious occasion
to strengthen the Patriotic spirit and national unity, and it is at such
moments that you can track the cohesion and strengthening of the Russian
spirit and unity. In recent years, patriotism has been mentioned more often
in various government programs and concepts, in many studies and
educational materials. At the same time, public thought in Russia is
represented by leading scientists, statesmen, politicians and others who are
not indifferent to the fate of their country.
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The analysis of the problem of the lack of a sense of unity, which
reflects the issues of dependence on the West and the need for teachers to
turn to historical experience shows that this issue needs to be paid serious
attention. This experience is unique. It is expressed by the mental
characteristics of representatives of the Russian population. Russian people
love their history and perceive state interests and issues without separating
them from personal concerns. Also, Russian literature significantly
influenced this situation.

The uniqueness of the experience in Rossi lies in the fact that it is
during periods of difficult years for the state that solidarity, patriotism and
faith in a bright future are manifested. It is a well-known fact that in
periods of droughts, lack of crops and frosty winters, the patriotism of the
people manifested itself most vividly. Also, the reasons for this may be the
overthrow of power, revolution and war. In our opinion, all peoples have
patriotism to a certain extent, but the Russians have it at the genetic level.

There are several approaches to the concept of "patriotism", which
can be differentiated in 6 directions, which were proposed by V.L
Lutovinov [2]:

1) sublime-emotional-patriotism as a sublime feeling for the
Motherland,

2) active — active-implies activity in relation to the protection of the
Fatherland and encourages active action for the benefit of the country.

3) public-reveals the public view of phenomena and spiritual life.

4) state patriotism - as the main actor is the state and the
manifestation of pride in the State is considered as the main condition that
guarantees the correct functioning of social institutions.

5) personal patriotism — the unity of the individual with the
Fatherland and loyalty to his people.

6) spiritually religious-considers this concept as the most important
stage of spiritual development and expression of personality.

In our opinion, the characteristics of an individual nation are
determined on the basis of the fundamental principles of science,
philosophy, religion, law, art, bearing the imprint not only of world culture.
Russian Russian culture is obviously the field of national self-identification
of the Russian person. It is in the traditions and national culture of Russia
that a set of enduring qualities has been formed, which are time-tested and
represent the ideal of the Russian person: patriotism, tolerance, spirituality,
generosity, mutual love, high morality, conscientiousness, righteousness,
honesty, diligence, striving for good, asceticism, wisdom, moderation,
courage, determination, courage, stability in misfortunes and dangers [3].
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Supported by folk traditions, these ideal qualities have not just become the
core components of the personality of the Russian person, but also the goal
of folk pedagogy. In educating the national consciousness of the younger
generation of Russians, it is necessary to rely on the values that are
axiological dominants for domestic education, to which family, religion,
nature, folklore and traditions of folk pedagogy can be confidently
attributed [2].

This axiological approach provides a link between history and
modernity: firstly, it allows, on the one hand, to study phenomena from the
point of view of the inherent possibilities of meeting the educational needs
of people, on the other - to solve modern problems of humanization of
society as a whole [4]. Secondly, the education of national consciousness
solves the humanistic task of forming spiritual experience, in accordance
with the socio-cultural environment and values that have developed in the
process of formation of the state and the nation. Thirdly, for this purpose in
school and family it is necessary to create conditions for preservation and
development of family values, traditions of national pedagogy, spirituality
(religion), the nature and folklore.

Thus, in the course of the emerging trend of building a strategy for
the development of Russian education on a traditionally conservative basis,
it is necessary to make a transition from a westernized (westernized)
educational model to traditionalism and traditional values of domestic
education. [5, P. 14-17]. The historical analysis carried out in this article
reveals perspective directions of search of axiological dominants in
education at youth of national consciousness and patriotism.

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The relevance of this topic is that the command staff in the Armed
forces has a special role and great importance when performing tasks in
modern conditions.

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dispersed units, with blurred boundaries between front and rear, by
weapons of unprecedented lethality and pinpoint accuracy over long
distances; by unparalleled technological complexity. They will succeed by
will, intellect, and initiative, by boldness in seizing the moment. They must
be men and women of character, must know both the physical world and
human nature and must think creatively and act decisively.

They must be leaders of character, loyal to the values of the nation
and profession of arms, imbued with the judgment to know what ought to
be done and the courage to do it. Their professional military growth, paced
by continuing self-development, will be marked with expanding
selflessness, bravery, frankness, competence, farsightedness and
dedication. Self-discipline will progressively strengthen their fitness to lead
morally, intellectually, and physically. They must be inspiring leaders who,
be earning the respect and trust of subordinates, stimulate willing
obedience and enthusiasm. They will be teachers and trainers, with a
warrior’s focus. Above all, they will need a determined will to win.

War is an extreme trial of moral and physical strength and stamina
[1]. Leaders must understand the effect danger, fear, exhaustion, privation,
and violence on their soldiers. They must constantly balance the imperative
of mission accomplishment with the need to care and motivate
subordinates, and they must place both the mission and their soldiers before
personal welfare. Leaders must manifest in their actions genuine respect for
others. They must maintain an ethical climate in their organizations. While
accepting accountability for their own actions, they will need to encourage
candor and freedom of thought and action in subordinates.

The leaders’ principal weapons will be their minds. In peace or war,
they must be sophisticated users of technology. To develop and acquire
weaponry, they must have a thorough knowledge of the physical world; to
employ that weaponry, they must be creative, thinking leaders. They will
require the mental agility to grasp a unique battlefield situation under
conditions of uncertainty and chaos, and the strength of purpose to execute
their plans. Despite rapid technological change, however, human nature
will change hardly at all. Therefore, leaders will have to understand human
nature; appreciate the human experience depicted by a historical
perspective; possess multicultural understanding of a high order,
communicate effectively. Foe all these reasons, leaders must be broadly
educating in both the physical sciences and the liberal arts.

Besides, one of the most important tasks of the leaders in the 21st
century is the fight against terrorism and its propaganda [2]. Wilkinson
states that ‘terrorism is a preeminent mode of psychological propaganda
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warfare. The terrorism is the highest form of psychological propaganda in
conflict situation [3]. The fight of the government against terrorism can be
characterized as the fight of wills. The definition to the psychological
(terrorist) war has been given many a time. But the most exact definition
for the fighting soldiers and the leaders is “the actions against the enemy
aimed at bringing chaos into their ranks thus demoralizing the enemy.

So the Army leaders of the 21 century should pay special attention
to fighting terrorism and its propaganda among the military. One of the
effective methods of fight terrorism is the conversations of the leader with
the military about the essence of terrorism. It is necessary to explain what
terrorism is, what its aims are and who uses it The leader should explain the
essence of terrorism and how to fight it. It may be useful to keep the
subordinates out of touch with the sites that give wrong or false
information. The information about the events in our country and abroad
can be of great use as well. The leaders should recommend and supply such
literature for reading and t analyzing. The subordinates should be brought
up in good habits, they should feel respect for the people, for the heroes of
our country and for their leaders as well. On the other hand, the leaders
should take into consideration individual characteristics of the
subordinates, their religion, never humiliate them [4]. In a world infused
with great and accelerating change — a change so dramatic as to be potential
paralyzing — Army leaders as the summation of all other attributes, be able at
the very least to come with such change; at the very best, to shape and direct it.

Thus, based on the above, it should be concluded that in a world riddled
with such active changes in acceleration - changes so strong that they can even
lead to stupor. Commanders who possess many positive qualities should, at a
minimum, accompany these changes, and as a maximum, form and manage
them.

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Today the issue of forming sustainable national ideology is the most
relevant. Being an integral component of state security, an ideology plays
an important role in the citizen identity education process. From our point
of view, in the 1990s the negative statements about the Soviet system as a
barrier on the way to better future, democracy and freedom were
incorporated in the mind of the Soviet people in the name of social de-
ideologization. Also, during the new constitution drafting the laws prescribing
official ideological failure were passed. As a result, a completely opposite
liberal ideology has penetrated into the Constitution, the basic law of the
Russian Federation. The lack of common goals has led to social degradation
and the Soviet spiritual values confronted with bourgeois norms that caused
cognitive dissonance in the minds of Soviet people. Therefore, several
generations were the eye-witnesses of the alien paradigm rejection. We do not
believe that any civilization can develop harmoniously without nationwide
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ideology. The vitality of any nation depends on the clearly formulated
ideological system. However, the patriotic movement that Russia has
supported since 1991 is now losing its starting energy. Therefore, the ability of
all Russian citizens to meet modern challenges depends on the new ideological
matrix. It is well known that every person has a unique genetic chain of DNA.
"Civilization code" as a special combination of symbols, signs, signals and
social values is one of the most fashionable phrases of the modern language.
Russian President has newly defined this concept at the Council for Interethnic
Relations meeting. He noted that there was a single cultural (civilization) code
of modern Russia that is characterized by a particular concern for truth and
justice. Therefore, the values of the Russian culture should be the basis of a
new ideological model. The concept of ideology may be termed as follows. It
is a system of views and ideas that realizes and evaluates people's attitudes to
reality and each other, social problems and conflicts, as well as social activity
programs aimed at consolidating or developing these social relations [1]. That
means that this concept is necessary for every social formation. The question is
whether it is officially formalized and legally fixed or not. The Russian
Federation recognizes ideological diversity. No ideology can be established as
a state or compulsory one [2]. Meanwhile, the state ideology is a national idea
officially formed and supported by the government. Thus, all citizens should
adhere to it. In our opinion, at the present moment the Russian Federation has
nebulous state ideology but Russia as a civilized community is forming a new
one. For example, commenting on the ideological vacuum in the Constitution
of the Russian Federation S.S. Sulakshin, a well-known analyst, pointed out
that the formula for Russian statehood destruction had been laid down in the
RF Constitution [3]. In addition, national ideology may be defined as a system
of views, ideas, and values on which the principles of spiritual unity, nation
community and priority of its interests in all spheres of public life are based
[4]. The importance of forming a new stable national ideology is now clear-cut
for representatives of various parties and political movements. It should be
noted that during his first presidential term Russian President Vladimir Putin
developed the basic principles of the "Russian idea". In January 2020,
delivering a Message to the Federal Assembly, the Head of State announced
his initiative to amend the basic law with regard to the current needs and
development goals of the country.

Thus, the above facts emphasize the importance of developing an
integrative, nationwide and distinct idea on cultural, religious and ethnic basis.
Anyway, the formation of stable national ideology at the present stage is
extremely relevant and is an integral part of the state security.

Upbringing is a fundamental factor in the formation of a society and
the state as a whole. This topic requires a careful and thorough approach.
National consciousness is a combination of various spheres, such as: social,
political and economic ones; views: moral, ethical, philosophical, religious
ones, as well as value orientations and ideals, while national life and ethnos
features are manifested. The values of intra-national and interethnic
relations belong to national consciousness, since the very definition of a
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nation confirms that all of us are a historically established community of
the industrial era.

National consciousness comprises of: the perception of the world and
the attitude towards it; awareness of nationality; attitude towards the history
and culture of their national-ethnic community; attitude towards
representatives of other nations and nationalities; patriotic feelings and
patriotic self-awareness; awareness of national-state community. It is with
the knowledge of all these components that the planning of the process of
cultivating national consciousness among the citizens of the Russian
Federation takes place [1]. This is a rather complicated and controversial
process, especially in modern Russia. Currently the society is not ready to
believe in the idea unconditionally and to follow its own state. There was
an organized and streamlined system in the Soviet Union. It was supported
by an ideology, which, in turn, supported public order and the upbringing
of citizens. People did not just believe in their state, but they were also
ready to fight for the idea. That is why many who people were born and
raised in the USSR found it difficult to get used to the ban of any
ideologies that occurred in Russia in the early nineties of the XX century.
And this was the starting point and the beginning of protracted disputes on
the citizens national consciousness education.

First of all, it’s important to note that there are two levels of national
consciousness: 1) ordinary consciousness is multilevel, multifaceted,
contradictory and mobile formation, which is the result of natural-
biological and social development synthesis of many generations of
national-ethnic community representatives; 2) theoretical consciousness is
a generalized, scientifically based, socio-politically oriented system of
views on the life path, place and purpose of national development.

Needs are the most mobile, dynamic elements of everyday national
consciousness. It is common knowledge that each generation has its own
needs. It depends not only on the fact that the new generation forgets the
history or traditions of their ancestors, but also on changes in political and
public views. Thus, we can conclude that almost any changes in the system
of social and political relations lead to changes in the system of needs,
generate new needs and interests that correspond to the changed conditions,
modify the old ones, and also modify the ways of fulfilling the old needs,
changing their character by virtue of this. All these factors must be taken
into account while organizing the process of national education. And the
influence of person’s environment on his consciousness and views is not to
be underestimated. It should be taken into account that the environment is
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the second most important factor that has a direct impact on the formation
of a citizen [2].

One should remember that in modern society, upbringing has three
main functions: cultural and creative function (transfer of cultural heritage
to the younger generation, for further preservation and reproduction),
humanistic or human-forming function (direct development of potential in
a child as a person) and the function of socialization and social adaptation
(preparation of the pupil to enter the society and maintain social relations).

The cultural and creative function of upbringing is the link
connecting the other two functions on the basis of the appropriation by
pupils of the individual norms (humanistic function) and social
(socialization function) cultural life. The close connection of upbringing
with social life presupposes the conditioning of upbringing by the
peculiarities of culture and historical memory of every nation, prevailing
national customs, traditions and national mentality in a society.

There are many so-called experts who argue that the ideas of
cosmopolitanism must be instilled in the younger generation because the
principles of humanity and patriotism are completely alien to the modern
progressive person. Certainly, one cannot disagree with many of those
statements, but before you begin to educate, it is necessary to take into
account the interests and character of every person. After all, not everyone
is able to understand the purpose and the necessity of upbringing, until he
understands why this is necessary. Therefore, in order to educate a worthy
citizen, and not just hope that he will have the right consciousness and a
sense of patriotism by himself, a lot of work needs to be done. If the state is
as interested in creating a national consciousness, as the parents who invest
everything in children, it should take into account the interests of society
and citizens individually.

Today it is difficult to imagine a sufficiently efficient strategy for the
formation of national consciousness. Young people are more stubborn now
to perceive the program according to which the state instills national
education. The younger generation is increasingly trying to understand the
very essence, the origins of the society formation and understand how the
ideologies that were so effective at that time turned out to be unacceptable
in modern society. Now the society is involved in the questions of the
veracity of information and, as it lacks the evidence or at least one direction
of development of events, perceives the information as not reliable and
discards it.

In conclusion, it should be noted that the process of citizens’ national
consciousness education is crucial in strengthening and building the
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national security system. The state exists for the sake of people, and people
exist for the state. Thus, for their sake and thanks to them, the defense
ability of states is developing and growing. Motivated people are more
interested in the prosperity of their country and in peaceful areas of life.

Oppression from parents, classmates, and teachers is the first step
to stress at a very young age. Oppression is the first step for the emotional
pain, and poor self-consciousness. In schools in Finland, this issue is very
reasonable. Students are not given homework, believing that it depresses
the student as a person [4]. Finland is one of the good examples of how a
state takes care about emotional condition of its citizens, starting from
childhood. Here is what publicist Simon Sinek writes on this field: “Parents
should restrict their children of using smartphones. Each new notification
equals to a drug shot. Make them to take care of their lives, not the other
people life’s on social networks, the world of social networks is not life” [5].

Thus, we can conclude that it is possible to manage many different
social programs for both, children and adults. These programs should help
citizens to better understand themselves as individuals and provide a certain
environment for their own development. If during the program, the
percentage of suicides, cases of violence decreased by ten percent within
five years, then the method can be considered absolutely successful. This
will be the starting point for a new life for all citizens.

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In recent years, the concept of so-called "national identity” has
become particularly relevant in the Russian Federation. The interest in this
topic can be associated with various reasons: the tense political situation in
the world, the events of recent years in Ukraine, and the performance of
special tasks by the Russian Armed Forces on the territory of the Syrian
Arab Republic. In addition, the activities of the Main Military and Political
Directorate established on July 30, 2018 by the decree of the President of
the Russian Federation are inextricably linked with the education of
national identity of Russian citizens.

Anyway, in order to cover this issue, first of all it is necessary to
understand what is national identity. National identity is put on a par with
such terms as "patriotism" and "mentality". However, at the same time,
some people associate it with manifestations of fascism and nationalism.
dictionary of conflictologist gives the following definition of national
identity: "forming patriotic identity of an individual is the awareness of the
relationship to the Homeland, its people, the absorption of a certain scale of
values and attitudes, formation of valuable orientations, development of
patriotism based on national pride, historical identity, customs, traditions
and mores" [1]. At the same time, the Concept of Spiritual and Moral
Development and Education of the Individual Citizen of Russia states:
"National identity (identity) is an idea of their country shared by all citizens
and its people, and a sense of belonging to their country and people. The
basis of national identity consists of basic national values and a common
historical destiny" [2]. It will be advisable to correlate the concepts of
"national identity" and "national idea", since both of them, in the most
general terms, represent the idea of the nation itself and the vector of its
development in the future. President of the Russian Federation Vladimir
Vladimirovich Putin has repeatedly stated that the national idea of Russia is
patriotism [3], which allows us to consider these terms, if not identical,
then at least similar. Thus, it can be concluded that the national identity is
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extensive. It includes love of Homeland, awareness of the national identity
and civil responsibility to the state and understanding the directions of its
(state) development.

Considering the issues of education of citizen’s national identity in
the Russian Federation, it is necessary to identify the social institutions that
deal with it. First of all, undoubtedly, the formation of national identity
occurs in the family. Every parent, one way or another, lays basic ideas of
national identity, the history of their homeland, the community of the
territory where our people live in the child. In addition, national identity is
cultivated in various educational institutions, primarily in schools. The
modern education system should provide patriotic education of the
individual, instilling national values and directing the identity of students in
a socially useful direction, distinguishing national identity and
manifestations of nationalism.

The Armed Forces of the Russian Federation have been and will
continue to be an extremely important social institution designed to form
national identity. This statement has become particularly relevant in recent
years in the light of the establishment of the Main military-political
Department of the Armed Forces. The military-political work carried out in the
troops should become another step on the way to forming an ideologically
convinced personality of a Russian citizen who is aware of his national identity
and has an active civil position.

Coordinated and interrelated actions of all these social institutions can
ensure the proper level of forming national identity among the citizens of the
Russian Federation. However, it is important to say, that the constitutional ban
on state ideology complicates this process to a certain extent [4]. This is due to
the relative uncertainty of the future directions of the state and society
development. At present, the state ideology has been replaced by the state idea,
which, as it was mentioned above, is patriotism. This prohibition restricts the
state in methods and means of education of citizens.

Thus, the modern system of patriotic education of citizens is
constantly being improved and updated. In connection with various
political events of recent years, the topic of forming national identity of
citizens is becoming more and more relevant. Right now, in a difficult
political situation, Russia needs a united and patriotic society.

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When considering the issue of state security one should probably
study one of the most important aspects of national security, namely the
education of patriotism among young people. The issue of raising patriotic
consciousness of citizens in modern Russia is especially acute. Information
wars, growing crisis of morality, increasing cases of immoral and antisocial
behavior have a serious impact on young people and destroy the patriotic
component of upbringing the teenage generation. It is common knowledge
that the younger generation is responsible for the future of the country
including its security, therefore it is especially important to create
conditions for it where young people will feel pride in their homeland and
the desire to help their homeland. First, it is necessary to consider several
already existing ways of educating patriotism among the youth.

Patriotism is devotion and love of one’s homeland and one’s people
attachment to the place of birth and place of residence [1, P. 24]. One of
such ways of educating patriotism is it’s raising through the educational
system. From an early age school should give students a clear
understanding of their homeland and its significance, even if some of the
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historic facts are ambiguous and can expose the country in a negative light.
Extra-curricular activity will play a significant role in the development of
patriotic moods. An example of extracurricular duties is to keep various
monuments (for example, war memorials) clean when direct contact with
history positively affects patriotic education in the classroom.

Also an essential part of patriotic work is the military-patriotic
education of the youth in accordance with the Federal Law "On Military
Duty and Military Service" [2, P. 1]. It is aimed at creating readiness for
military service as a special type of public service. However, such a method
may impose responsibility on a citizen, which not everyone is ready to
accept. However, in this case, there is an alternative in the form of an
alternative civil service enshrined in international legal acts.

Another way is to familiarize young people with traditions and culture
of their country, for example, through visits to various museums and
exhibitions. Currently, there is a number of opportunities for obtaining
preferential visits to cultural institutions, prescribed in a joint Order of the
Department of Culture of Moscow and the Department of Education and
Science of Moscow dated March 11, 2019 No. 151 / OD / 77 [3]. Heroic
traditions not only become an element of the worldview and citizens spiritual
culture, but also materialize in museums and rooms of military glory, exhibits,
histories of units and ships, monuments and memorials, celebrations of
national outstanding dates.

Thus, there is a variety of ways to educate patriotism among young
people, ranging from those laid down in the compulsory education program, to
voluntary work for the good of the fatherland and visiting various cultural and
art institutions. However, it must be understood that patriotism cannot be
imposed on young people. You only need to push it in the right direction and
make sure that the process of understanding your homeland is planned and
voluntary. In our opinion, the state should devote even more strength and
resources to the upbringing aspect, because this is the only way to educate
young people who will become the foundation of national security in the
future.

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Russian history is well aware of various cases when freedom and
independence of the country were in danger. Many examples of national
consciousness manifestation can be found since the emergence of the state.
At present the world community faces and tense atmosphere. Cold and
information wars are waged. For this reason, heads of states who are
interested in maintenance and development of their countries conduct
serious work for the provision of national security. Great attention is paid
to the formation of civic consciousness as a vital component of national
stability.

The meaning of the term “civic consciousness” is quiet controversial.
Some scientists stress that “...lots of complexities occur in the process of
understanding this term. They are connected with the absence of its
science-based and generally well-acquainted definition and meaning” [1, H.
188]/ In our discourse we rely on the definition given by E.N. Potekhina:
“civic consciousness is considered as a moral characteristic of an active
person having the sense of duty and patriotism, responsibility for the fate of
the state and civil society, law-based consciousness, overall culture and
state protection, capability for productive team interaction and strive for
self-development” [2, P. 40]. V.K. Savelyev also points out that “...civic
consciousness is a set of intellectual, emotional, strong-willed and activity
components” [3, P.10].

Current skills of civil behavior are important for any community in
different historic periods of time. In the daily life we constantly face the
manifestation of civic consciousness: charity funds, variety of actions and
voluntary Saturday works. Servicemen give their lives in fight against
terrorism providing their state security. It is just a small part of what people
consider as their duty to the society. A deeper view of such situations can
be observed in different media.

There are lots of examples in the Russian history when a citizen did
everything possible for the prosperity of his Motherland. The Soviet
scientist and designer of the rocket-and-space systems, Sergey Pavlovich
Korolev’s activity can be considered as one of such examples. When we
analyze his biography, difficult fate, unhappy childhood and the necessity
to help his family, it is important to note that all these circumstances did
not prevent Korolev from getting his education and dedicating his life to
the development of his country.
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S.P. Korolev started to put his projects into practice at the beginning
of his career as a designer in 1921. However, in 1938 he was arrested under
rather strange circumstances and sentenced to a ten-year correctional labor.
According to his comrades’ memories, S.P. Korolev was never angry and
never cursed or scolded anybody despite onerous moments of this period.
Sergei Pavlovich thought that those factors precluded him from working
and he gave all his powers for the creation of something unique, something
that had never existed in any country before him. “A missile under water is
absurd but this is why I will undertake this task” (S.P. Korolev). S.P.
Korolev considered it his duty to assist local engineering prosperity and
provide national security. Thanks to that man Russian rocket science was
created and the first artificial Earth satellite was launched at Korolev’s
initiative in 1957. That event helped a lot in bringing the progress of space
exploration ahead of Russian partners. A great concern for national security
embodied in Korolev’s activity is a bright example of civic consciousness
outstanding manifestation.

This example proves that every citizen of the country can support the
development of the state and provide national security in various ways. It is
not necessary to be involved in a specific activity or have material wealth.
It is much more important to find oneself in the society, to become a
professional in the sphere of one’s interests and to make progress in
reaching new levels.

Upbringing of civic consciousness goes through citizen’s personal
comprehension of his or her role and promotes the perfection of the society
able to contribute to strengthening state national security.

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At present a totally new attitude to the problems of servicemen
patriotic education has been developed in the military education system and
we search for universal values and ideals that would fully meet the
humanistic needs of the XXI century. According to the scientists, as well as
state and public figures, the profound changes taking place in the Russian
society today have directly affected education which is experiencing a deep
crisis that is primarily expressed in the national value uncertainty. In the
sphere of interethnic relations military personnel have contradictions
followed by the insufficient national identity, self-esteem fragility,
reverence for the Western way of life and in the hypertrophic national
feeling, the other way around.

From our point of view, Russian classical pedagogy heritage is an
inexhaustible source of modern innovations as a basis for returning to the
best examples of national education. Russian pedagogy of the XIX century
provides a special scientific interest in studying individual patriotic
education problems. At that time the largest social and political events
related to the state reforms and revolutionary movement took place in
Russia. The issues of upbringing and education were a matter of public
concern and the social significance of teaching became clear. N.I. Pirogov
wrote the article entitled "Questions of life” on changes in educational
content and process in the marine cadet corps and it became high on the
public agenda. The Crimean war, the heroism and tragedy of Sevastopol, in
the defense of which surgeon Pirogov took the most effective part made
him a national hero and the article was destined to become a special project
for the pedagogical anthropology in Russia [1]. It was a concept concerning
the educational content, goals and objectives in the light of existing
knowledge about the person. K.D. Ushinsky, the founder of scientific
pedagogy in Russia, noted that the great healer was the first to look at the
matter of education from a philosophical point of view [2]. Pirogov had a
philosophical approach to developing a complex of anthropological ideas in
relation to education. The purpose of education should be neither any
professional knowledge and skills transfer nor the education of soldiers,
sailors or lawyers but the education of the individual, his strong-willed and
moral qualities, the education of the inner person: "Do not rush with your
applied reality. Let the inner man ripen and grow strong; the outer man will
still have time to act" [3]. Asserting the Orthodox ideal in the upbringing of
a true person, Nikolai Ivanovich opposed class education and initiated the
education of a highly moral person who was ready to give up selfish
aspirations for the good of society [4]. Being a supporter of universal
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values, Pirogov insisted that everyone should become a person in the full
sense of the word regardless of talents and inclinations. First of all, it was
necessary to give young people a humanitarian education. That did not
mean just to focus on the Humanities but on the formation of a meaningful
humanitarian core of any education. It could give priority in teaching a
qualitative understanding of universal values but not external, quantitative
knowledge [5]. Moreover, according to Pirogov humanitarian knowledge is
information that is necessary for each person and passed from generation to
generation. It remains with us forever and ever on the path of life [6]. It is
difficult to disagree with this since it is the humanitarian knowledge that
allows you to educate a person and influence his moral qualities.

Thus, the reference to the national history of pedagogy and education
gives us the opportunity to generalize the experience of the relationship
between the universal and national in the historical past and select traditional
priorities that are important for the present time. The analysis made it possible
to conclude that Pirogov's pedagogical ideas can be an effective means of
Patriotic education of military personnel in modern educational conditions.

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At present the relevance of the RF Armed Forces national self-
consciousness formation question is doubtless. To study the problem of
forming servicemen’s self-consciousness, it is necessary to consider this
topic from various perspectives: to identify the main stages of studying this
issue, to examine the approaches used earlier, as well as to highlight the
latest trends. Our task is to reveal irrelevant aspects in solving this problem
and offer a new outlook that can change the current situation.

In terms of psychology, self-consciousness is a person’s conscious
attitude to his needs and abilities, drives and motives of behavior, feelings
and thoughts [1]. Self-consciousness is a set of various embedded
combinations that are formed as a result of environment, background and
education specifics influence. According to V.S. Merlin, self-consciousness
is based on self-awareness when still from the childhood a person gets a
complete picture of his physical body and his difference from the outer
world [2]. S.L. Rubinstein polemicizes with him, who considers self-
consciousness to be the highest type of consciousness resulting from the
consciousness development [3]. Scientists’ points of view on these issue
diverge, but in reality self-consciousness develops from a person’s birth to
his death because with every new information, with every new event our
view of the world and ourselves in it changes. Only development and
proper education can change self-consciousness. Our task is to organize
these processes. And if self-consciousness is built on upbringing, it means
that only the correct upbringing is able to form a serviceman who realizes
himself as a part of his country. Education is based on traditions and
customs historically established and tested by time and life experience.

To study the problem of education and forming the Russian Armed
Forces military personnel national identity deeper, we turn to the history of
forming the Russian soldiers’ self-consciousness in order to understand
where, when and how the Russian army was formed, what traditions it kept
and how these traditions were preserved for centuries.

Self-consciousness is formed from the moment the people appear;
the initial people's nucleus was a clan where the order and traditions were
formed. Russian warrior’s forming began when the Russian people
appeared from Slavic tribes. Even in those days the generic way of life
assumed protection from enemies who wished to occupy Russian lands
with their available resources. Their people and their land protection
became the basis for the young warriors’ education. They grew up,
realizing that someday they would have to defend their homeland. They
themselves sought to acquire knowledge and were physically preparing to
fulfill the duty to protect their state. The young people were aware of their
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national identity and took responsibility for the nation’s protection. In such
a way the warrior’s responsibility for his family, for his home and for his
country was brought up.

The experience of patriotic education was studied and supplemented
by our best commanders and admirals, such as Alexander Nevsky, Dmitriy
Donskoy, Fedor Ushakov, Alexander Suvorov, Mikhail Kutuzov and many
others. [4] All of them achieved their victories relying on the Russian
soldier’s dedication.

Russian people’s valor and self-sacrifice were clearly manifested
during the years of World War 11 (1941-1945), the period of the highest
national self-consciousness.

Thus, forming national self-consciousness of RF Armed Forces
servicemen is a multidimensional issue. First of all, this process covers
studying Russian people’s history, its traditions, customs, and peculiarities.
Secondly, it includes education based on the heroic examples of the past.
Thirdly, it provides studying foreign history and its comparison with the
history of Russia.

The training program at Military University of the RF Ministry of
Defence considers aspects of educating military personnel’s national self-
consciousness on the basis of many disciplines, such as history, pedagogy,
psychology, sociology, professional ethics, service etiquette and others.
The training program providers forming conscious, patriotic, selfless
Russian warrior who will be responsible for the fulfillment of duty to
protect the homeland.

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In today's world, where changes in the social and historical life of
mankind are constantly taking place, such as population migration, its
mobility, the constant development of the media and the Internet, the
"erasure of borders" is taking place and it is becoming more and more it is
more difficult to preserve the identity of the family, the experience of
previous generations, gradually lost the basis of the education of national
identity in the family.

The family is one of the most important social psychological groups,
serving as the basic social unit of society, which no social institution can
replace. V.A. Sukhomlinsky argued: "Family is the very environment in
which a person learns and does good himself" [1]. It takes place
socialization of a person as an individual and his introduction to the
ethnocultural values of all generations of people. In this small group that
value-oriented attitudes, socially and legal orientations of teenagers, as well
as his consciousness and self-awareness are formed [2].

The concept of "national identity" first appeared in the 1960s in
scientific ethnographic and philosophical works, and in the 80s this
problem found its solution to the works of V.M. Mezhuev, B.T. Likhachev,
P.E. Astafyev, etc. National identity is characterized by awareness of
belonging to a certain nation (population, ethnic group), its ideals, cultural
norms and traditions, as well as the position of its nation in the general
multi-ethnic society.
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The formation of national identity in the family forms spiritual,
moral and socially necessary qualities in the younger generation [3]. The
influence of the family especially for the younger generation far exceeds
other educational processes. Family traditions play an important role in the
education of national identity, from the formation of customs and traditions
of the family, the collection of information about ancestry to the formation
of patriotism and pride in their country. For example, participation in the
Immortal Regiment procession, where the history of the family intersects
with the history of the country. All this allows us to deduce a certain
dependence: the success of the formation of national identity is conditioned
primarily by the family [4]. The family is responsible for preserving the
memory of the lessons of the past, teaching to honor the memory of
ancestors, not to commit erroneous actions and to remember the
responsibility to their people.

But it should be noted that the family, their ideas and their perception of
the world are influenced by many factors, such as: the ideology of the country,
i.e. a certain policy pursued by the state, the country's economy and the social
component of the family, i.e. the way the family manifests itself in the society
as it relates. All this attitude to the above teenager perfectly sees, and
sometimes without even thinking well or badly begins to copy their behavior.
Consequently, living in a multi-ethnic country such as the Russian Federation,
the need to nurture national identity must be combined not only with a sense of
pride for one's nation, but also with a tolerant attitude towards other peoples.

Thus, it can be concluded that the family is the most important
environment for the formation of the national identity of the younger
generation, where a true patriot with respect and respect for the history and
traditions of his country will not seek recognition, humiliating and devaluing
the history of other peoples and nationalities, which will avoid manifestations
of national extremism in interpersonal relations. Of course, there are other
factors influencing the development of national identity, but the family has a
dominant function. All his initial knowledge the teenager receives from the
family.

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Every person needs to have his or her own native history, land,
language and culture. The most important aspect is having national history.
Nowadays governments of many countries take various actions in order to
form a certain level of national identity among the youth. In a reference
dictionary by a well-known political sciences professor I.I. Sanzharevsky
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national identity is considered as “the level of views that characterizes studying
by people who belong to a particular national community, its ideals, cultural
norms, traditions and household stereotypes, as well as their understanding of
interests and the position of the socio-ethnic group and the whole society” [1,
P. 137].

The results of modern researches show that less and less young people
dedicate their spare time to learning history of their own country. Sociological
researches made by V.M. Peshkova and S.V. Kondinskaya demonstrate that a
significant part of young generation in many regions of Russia don’t have
enough abilities to use knowledge of historic events.

A great number of scholars claim that having rather superficial
knowledge of national history affect the formation of every young person’s
national self-awareness. For example, 1.Ya.Velikanova, the Museum of
Contemporary History of Russia chief executive commented on the survey that
was made by representatives of the All-Russian Public Opinion Research
Centre. The historian said: “The obtained results are really awful and
terrifying. 74% of young people couldn’t name the first USSR president
correctly. We can assert that less than 42% of youth know history of our
country satisfactorily” [2, P. 1-2].

Overcoming the state of low national identity level is one of the most
important tasks of our time. Citizens of different states need not to forget about
such a fact as upbringing of national identity by learning history. Gaining
various historical knowledge is an inextricable part of a complicated process of
ethnicization which allows a person to comprehend universal values on the
ideological basis.

A lot of researches consider historical education as a central factor in
forming every person’s civil position. It’s a common fact that there is Russian
Military Historical Society in the Russian Federation. According to its Charter,
its activity is aimed at “promoting the study of Russian military history,
ensuring the popularization of military historical science achievements,
fostering patriotism and preserving objects of military historical and cultural
heritage” [3, P. 10-12]. Russian Minister of Defence Sergei Shoigu
emphasized: “Russian Military Historical Society allows the youth to gain a
great amount of knowledge related to history of our country. The society
operates in a large number of different areas in order to achieve a high level of
national identity among young people” [4, P. 1-2].

Thus, we can say that the increase in social activity of every individual
is related to the level of historical education and every young person’s
knowledge of the history of the state. Participation of the youth in new areas of
activity is typical for a historically educated new generation of people. It’s
important not to allow young people’s pride in the achieved goals to turn into
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national hostility and arrogance and to become the reason for a tendency of
other nations’ isolation and disrespectful attitude towards them.

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English as a means of international communication, is actively used in
negotiations at the interstate level, as a means of communication among
government leaders, politicians and military specialists, representatives of
various branches of science and practice [1]. This undoubtedly improves the
quality of cultural contacts, but it can also have a devastating impact on the
national culture of unity of society, which can provoke intolerance to the
culture of other peoples and countries. The urgency of this situation
presupposes education of the national consciousness of the cadets in the
military and educational sphere, where the future officer who knows military
professional English should be more tolerant to the culture and traditions of
other countries and peoples.

While defining the links between methodology and pedagogy, it should
be emphasized that the problems of education through the means of this
educational subject should be solved by methods. A significant disadvantage of
both general and private didactics is still that education is not given due
attention in the learning process, the accumulation of knowledge is not
associated with the development of personality, with the formation of national
identity of cadets. Therefore, one of the principles of didactics — the principle
of educational learning — is often declarative in nature, does not receive organic
permission in the theory of learning itself.

The problem of national identity education was considered in the works
of K.D. Ushinsky. So, K.D. Ushinsky believed that education and upbringing
should be based on the national idea and national culture, which, in turn, is a
condition for the holistic development of the individual [2]. The study of the
English language can be of great help in raising the national identity of the
future officers, forming their military-patriotic consciousness. The subject
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itself is such that cadets learn to listen, listen to the interlocutor, treat him with
respect.

National identity is presented as "a complex of ideas of a nationality
about itself (including belonging to it), its conscious interests in value
orientations and attitudes towards other nationalities" [3]. Sociocultural
competence, being an integral part of communicative competence, reflects
sociocultural conditions of language use and implies acquaintance of cadets
with national and cultural specifics of foreign language speech behavior and
units of the studied language, which are necessary for understanding and
generating foreign language speech from the point of view of its speakers -
knowledge of customs, norms of behavior, social conditions and living
conditions [4]. One of the goals of English language learning from a
sociocultural perspective is to build strong motivation for language learning
and foreign culture in dialogue with native culture. In general education and
education, this approach focuses on identifying common moral guidelines and
differences between the two peoples.

Proclaiming the dialogue of cultures as a general didactic principle of
learning and as one of the goals in learning English, literature on linguistic and
cultural studies, it is rightly argued that language learning in the context of
dialogue between cultures can be qualified if by comparing and contrasting
different cultures, learners learn to: see not only the differences, but also
similarities in the cultures studied, to perceive differences as a norm of
existence of cultures in the modern political and cultural world, to form an
active life. So, for example, at studying a theme "the State structure of the
USA" in military high school, the task of the teacher consists in acquaint cadets
with a state structure of the USA, the central authority at relative independence
of subjects of federation, with the highest federal legislative body of the USA,
procedure of presidential elections of the USA. Thus, for the purpose of
education of national identity of cadets it is necessary to focus attention on a
state structure of the Russian Federation, procedure of presidential elections of
the Russian Federation and at comparison of differences of a state structure of
two countries to form perception of difference as a norm of existence.

Thus, the work on raising the national identity in the English language
classes in the military higher education institution makes it possible to: raise
the patriotic consciousness of cadets, their moral and ethical guideline; reduce
the spread of indifference, selfishness and cynicism in the minds of cadets;
raise the prestige of military service in the Armed Forces of the Russian
Federation.

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In modern conditions globalization of the world community, the
need for servicemen who possess not only highly professional skills, but
also have a well-formed inner value cultural base and a broad outlook is
growing. Culture is an extremely broad concept in view of its versatility.
The diplomatic dictionary by A. A. Gromyko gives the following
definition: "culture" from lat. “cultura” is “upbringing, cult of knowledge,
education, development” [1, P. 56]. A cultured person appears through the
manifestation of his education, character, competence, knowledge, skills,
thanks to his moral qualities. Academician D.S. Likhachev, the famous
scientist and defender of the Russian culture, defined culture as: "a value
phenomenon that makes people a nation" [2, P. 154].

However, cultural identity must not only be educated, but also
maintained throughout life. According to the scientist, the concept of
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"culture" includes the following components: religion, science, education,
moral and ethical standards and ethical principles of behavior. You should
also study the components that make up the value culture of a military
officer. General culture of a soldier is inconceivable without a speech
culture. Correct, bright, emotional, meaningful speech is the key to
achieving mutual understanding between people and professional success.
The famous Soviet teacher, V.A. Sukhomlinsky, correctly called human
speech culture a mirror of his spiritual culture. He understood the totality of
qualities that have the best effect on a person, taking into account the
specific speech environment and in accordance with the task under the
culture of speech [3, P. 35].

In his dissertation research on “The formation of the value
orientations of a soldier’s personality”, A.I. Schegol a Russian scientist,
emphasizes that the culture of speech activity of an officer of the Armed
Forces of the Russian Army has a number of features: it involves a
categorical imperative associated with the need to comply with an order or
instruction without reservation.

The statutory requirements made by the officer become binding in
accordance with strict centralization, unity of command and discipline.
Extreme linguistic accuracy, clarity and formatting are special requirements
for the officer’s speech. The specifics of the military professional
environment provide for an energetic and clear form of speech action.
Vagueness, descriptiveness, verbosity do not cause incentive but give the
expression a weak character. [4,P.18].

It follows from the above that it is in speech where the level of a
person’s education, the degree of independence of his thinking and his
general culture are best manifested. A literary language in the Armed
Forces of the Russian Federation is adopted for the norm of speech culture
of a military man. It requires the observance of the rules for the use of
words, grammatical forms, pronunciation and stress valid in the given
period of its development. Good health and physical fitness are also a
significant factor in the cultural education of a military officer.

Military service requires the ability to withstand prolonged physical
and psychological stress. Physical culture contributes to the formation of
strong and healthy students as future defenders of the Fatherland possessing
a high sense of military duty and therefore morality. Morality is another
important component of the value culture of a military man. Moral culture
is understood as a combination of knowledge and formed beliefs, principles
of life, formed moral qualities and ideals.
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The purpose of moral formation of the personality is the formation
of high moral qualities of a future officer: loyalty to military duty and oath,
discipline, combat activity and perseverance, honesty, nobleness, mutual
assistance and devotion to the Russian Fatherland and the Russian army.
Having examined the totality of components and indicators of the value
components of a soldier’s culture it should be noted that it is cultural
education that helps to acquire moral qualities that are necessary in the
professional activity of an officer of the Russian army, which helps to
become a harmoniously developed, morally educated and morally oriented
person.

Thus, the value culture of a military personality is his behavior
and actions, orientation to a certain way of life and a certain type of
thinking, indicating how to behave in a particular situation. It is the formed
values of military culture that are directly related to the national security of
citizens, since they subconsciously influence human behavior during wars
and military conflicts and determine their attitude to the protection of their
Fatherland. The valuable component of culture is especially important for
the military officer of the Russian army, since the patriotism, pride and
willingness to serve the country, whose interests he is obliged to uphold,
are an integral attribute of a good worker.

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Patriotic education of children and youth is an essential component
in the politics of each state. At the same time, the family, the media, public
organizations, cultural institutions and the school are involved in a complex
process. In the current conditions of competition between Russia and the
United States, questions still remain relevant: if there are any similarities
and differences in the patriotic education of students in Russia and the
United States, what they are, and if it is possible to apply the rich
experience of fostering patriotism among American students in our country.

The high development of a sense of patriotism in the United States
is primarily due to the state ideology. From early childhood young
Americans are taught to respect the state flag, coat of arms and anthem.
Every student in every public school takes the oath of allegiance to the flag
every day at the beginning of the school day. People sing the national
anthem at various public events, including hockey matches between
schools, the inauguration of the president, etc.

National holidays are also an effective means of military and
patriotic education. Therefore, July 4 — Independence Day — is widely
celebrated throughout the country, since it was on this day that the United
States became a sovereign state. October 12 — Columbus Day — is dedicated
to the discovery of America. On this day, a grand solemn procession takes
place in New York. On November 11, US residents celebrate Veterans
Day, paying tribute to the veterans of all wars in which the United States
participated. Numerous parades take place on that day, and the president
visits Arlington cemetery of the fallen warriors. Even holidays like
Thanksgiving, Halloween and Christmas have significant educational
potential, which is fully realized in the American school.

Despite the absence in the USA of a basic program of patriotic
education, students receive it at all levels of the educational system, and its
subjects are not only parents and teachers, but also the army, church, public
associations, the media and business. To popularize military service and
form a positive attitude towards the Pentagon, the US government spends
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annually about $ 2.5 million on thematic computer games for young
people, most of which are distributed free of charge.

Children’s public associations play an important role in patriotic
education. Scout organizations instill in young people love for their
country, its culture and values. About 7 million children participate in the
Boy Scout and Girl Scout movement. Among the methods of patriotic
education are excursions to historical places, trips, paramilitary games,
reconnaissance, social events. Military units organize scout days, providing
students with access to the territory of the unit and the opportunity to talk
with officers and look closely at military equipment [1, P. 22-32].

In Russia in the 1990s very little attention was paid to the patriotic
education of young people, unlike the previous Soviet period. In the 2000s
this direction gradually became one of the most important in educational
work with the younger generation. In May 2015 the Government of the
Russian Federation approved «The Strategy for the development of
education in the Russian Federation for the period until 2025», which
defines the priority tasks in the field of raising children and youth, as well
as the main directions and mechanisms for their implementation. The issues
of patriotic education and the formation of the Russian identity are among
the fundamental points of this document, and the most important tasks are
«raising children with patriotism, pride in their homeland, readiness to
protect the interests of the fatherland, responsibility for the future of
Russia» [2].

First of all, work on the patriotic education of youth is carried out
at school. Among the most common forms of educational activities are
research projects, excursions and trips to places of military glory, meetings
with veterans of the Great Patriotic War, thematic class hours, the use of
the educational potential of subjects, the activities of school public
associations, etc [3].

An important role in the formation of a patriotic citizen of their
country is played by holidays, such as: February 23 — Defender of the
Fatherland Day, May 9 — Victory Day, June 12 — Russia Day, November 4
— National Unity Day. All these holidays and significant dates do not go
unnoticed, schools arrange meetings with veterans and combatants,
patriotic films are shown in assembly halls, marches and meetings are held
annually in Moscow on the main streets of the city. At the same time,
special attention is paid to Victory Day, on the occasion of which a parade
is held on Red Square, demonstrating the full power of the weapons and
units of the Armed Forces of the Russian Federation.
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The all-Russian child and youth military and patriotic social
movement «Yunarmiya» has been actively developing since 2016. Since its
inception, it has united more than 600 thousand children and adolescents,
and its headquarters have been opened in all 85 constituent entities of the
Russian Federation. Among the main tasks of the movement are increasing
the authority and prestige of military service in society, preserving and
enhancing patriotic traditions, developing youth’s readiness and practical
ability to fulfill their civic duty and constitutional duties to protect the
Fatherland. Anyone from 8 to 18 years old can join «Yunarmia» [4].

Both in the USA and in the Russian Federation patriotic education
of children and youth is a part of the state ideology. However, it should be
acknowledged that at the moment the United States has succeeded in it
more. In American schools students receive patriotic education from the
first day of school, participate in national holidays, sporting events, scout
organizations, playing computer games, simply taking the oath of
allegiance to the country's flag every day.

Great attention is also paid to national holidays in Russia, the
military and patriotic movement «Yunarmia» is developing, schools
organize excursions and trips to the places of military glory, meetings with
veterans. At the same time, in Russia patriotic education of children and
youth has become a relatively recent priority, although it is based on the
traditions of the Soviet school and the heroic events of the history of our
country.
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
